Bu ¢aligmada Saghik Hizmetleri Meslek Yiiksekokulu (SHMYO) 6grencilerinin sosyal
problem ¢ézme becerilerinin ¢esitli degiskenler agisindan belirlenmesi amaglanmaktadir.
Arastirma, genel tarama modeli kullanilarak yapilmistir. Arastirmanin O6rneklem grubunu
2019-2020 akademik yilinda Sivas Cumhuriyet Universitesi, SHMYO’da 6grenimini
stirdiren 358 kadin 436 erkek olmak tizere 794 Ggrenci olusturmaktadir. Verilerin elde
edilmesinde D’ Zurilla ve Chang, (1995) tarafindan gelistirilen Tiirk¢eye uyarlamasi Cekici
(2009) tarafindan yapilan “Sosyal Problem Cozme Envanteri” kullamilmistir. Verilerin
analizinde carpiklik ve basiklik katsayilari, aritmetik ortalama, standart sapma, bagimsiz
gruplar t testi, ANOVA ve Tukey testi kullanilmigtir. SHMYO 6grencilerinin sosyal problem
cozme becerilerinin cinsiyet, Ogretim tiirii, gelir diizeyi, anne ve baba egitim tiirii
degiskenlerine gore anlamli farklilik gosterdigi (p.<05) belirlenmistir.

Abstract

In this study, it is aimed to determine the social problem solving skills of Health
Services Vocational School (HSVS) students in terms of various variables. The research has
been done using general scanning model. The sample group of the study consists of 794
students, 358 females and 436 males, who continue their education at Sivas Cumhuriyet
University, HSVS in the 2019-2020 academic year. The "Social Problem Solving Inventory"
developed by D 'Zurilla and Chang, (1995) and adapted into Turkish by Cekici (2009) was
used to obtain the data. Skewness and kurtosis coefficients, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, independent groups t test, ANOVA and Tukey test were used in the analysis of the
data. Social problem solving skills of HSVS students were found to differ significantly (p.
<05) according to the variables of gender, education type, income level, and mother and father
education type.

GIRIS
Problem kavrami olduk¢a kapsamli bir yapiya sahip olup genel-6zel olarak yasamin tiim
alanlarinda olusabilecek olumsuzluklar1 ifade etmektedir (Heppner & Krouskopf, 1987).
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Problemin ne oldugu ve nelerle ilgili olabilecegi konusunda farkli ifadeler bulunmaktadir. Bu
konuda D’Zurilla (1990), bireyin veya toplumun gerceklesmesini istedigi bir durumun
olmasinin dniinde bulunan ve giderilmesi gereken engel; Huilt (1992), bireyin yasadigi andaki
hali ile olmak istedigi hal arasindaki uyumsuzluk, eksiklik ya da bosluk; Morgan (1999),
bireyin belirledigi hedefe ulagabilmesinde yasadigi engellemeler sonucu yasadigi catigma
durumu olarak tanimlamaktadir.

Alanyazinda bireyin veya toplumun yasadig1 problem durumlariin ¢éziilmesi ve olasi
¢Oziim yollarina iligkin olarak yapilan g¢alismalarin bulundugu goriilmektedir. Heppner ve
Krouoskopf’a (1987) gore bir problemin ¢oziilmesi temelde problemle basa c¢ikabilmek
anlamina gelmektedir. Bu olduk¢a genel bir ifade olup birey ve toplum bazinda
Ozellestirilmesi gerekmektedir. Bu dogrultuda problem ¢6zmenin bireysel ve toplumsal olarak
iki farkli kategoride incelendigi goriilmektedir. Bireysel problem ¢dzmenin kisinin igsel ve
digsal olarak yasadigi sorunlara uyum saglamak amagh biligsel, duyussal, psikolojik, sosyal
bir dizi iglemi igerdigi belirtilmektedir. Bu islemlerin sadece zihinsel boyutta
gerceklestirilmeyip var olan duruma uygun olarak etkin, dinamik, hareketli, karmasik ve
bazen ardisik bir¢cok uygulamay1 ve karar1 kapsadigi goriilmektedir (Arslan, 2009). Toplumsal
problem ¢6zme ise daha ¢ok belirli bir toplulugun bir konu veya olguya iligskin yasadigi genel
sorunlar1 igermektedir. Bireysel problemlerin ¢oziimii bireylerin yasadigi problemlerin
coziimii kadar kisa siirede gerceklesmeyip ¢ok uzun bir siiregte gerceklesmektedir (Arslan,
2020).

Problem ¢ozmeye iliskin olarak farkli kuramlarin gelistirildigi goriilmektedir. Bu
kuramlar arasinda one ¢ikanlari; Sosyal Problem Coézme, Gyorgy Poyla Problem Cozme,
Yaratict Problem (Cozme, John Dewey Problem (Cozme modelleridir (Arslan, 2009). Sireg
icinde gelistirilen bu kuramlardan sosyal problem ¢6zme; toplum veya bireyin var olan bir
sorunun farkina varilarak kabul edilmesi, ortaya ¢ikan duruma uyum gosterilmesi, en uygun
¢cOzlim stratejisinin arastirilarak bulunmasi ve uygulanmasini kapsamaktadir. Bu baglamda
duruma uyum ve ¢oziimiin tespit edilerek uygulanmasi seklinde iki ana kategoride incelendigi
gorulmektedir (Maydeu-Olivares & D’Zurilla, 1996). D’Zurilla ve Nezu (1999) sosyal
problem ¢6zmenin birey veya toplumun giinliik yasanti i¢inde ortaya ¢ikan farkli sorunlarin
tespit edilerek uygun ¢6ziim yollarini tespit etmesi, olusan yeni duruma uyum saglanabilmesi
icin sahip oldugu bilissel ve davramigsal siirecleri etkin olarak kullanmasi ve siirecin
kontroliinii elinde tutmasi oldugunu ifade etmektedir. Cam ve Tlmkaya (2006) ise, bireyin ve
toplumun reel yasam i¢inde karsilastigi sorunlarin iistesinden gelebilmek i¢in uygun yollar
kesfederek etkin biligsel, psikolojik ve davramigsal boyutlar1 ortaya koymasi olarak
tanimlarken; D’Zurilla ve Nezu (1982), karsilasilan problem durumlarinda iiretilen ¢6ziim
stratejileri olarak tanimlamaktadir.

Toplumsal stireglerde ortaya ¢ikan sorunlu durumlarin ¢éziimiine iliskin olarak gerekli
cabanin gosterilmesi, gereken degisimlere uyum gosterilmesi ve yapilmasi gereken eylemlerin
uygulamaya konulmasi gerekmektedir. Elbetteki sorunun ¢6ziim siireci bir¢ok zorlugu ve
rahatsiz edici durumlar1 beraberinde getirebilmektedir. Bu da bulunan ¢6ziimiin etkili ya da
etkisiz olarak ifade edilmesiyle sonuglanmaktadir (Cekici & Giircay, 2012). Birey ve
toplumlar kendi yasam m dongiileri ig¢inde farkli bircok sosyal sorunla karsi karsiya
kalmaktadir. Bireyin hayatinda zor gectigi belirtilen farkli donemler bulunmaktadir. Bu

dénemlerden biri de {iniversite egitimi aldigi donem olarak kabul edilmektedir. Birey bu
siirecte ailesinden ayr1 kalmakta, degisik kiiltiirlere mensup kisilerle birlikte yasamakta, daha
once karsilasmadigi birgok sorunla yiiz yiize gelerek yalniz olarak ¢oziim iiretmek zorunda
kalmaktadir (Arslan (2020).

Universite siirecindeki genclerde siddet ve saldirganlik egilimi (Dodge & Price, 1994),
davranigsal bozukluklar (Greening, 1997), yeme-igme bozukluklar1 olarak tanimlanan
anoreksiya nervoza, bulimiya nervoza (Holt & Espelage, 2002) gibi farkli bircok sorunla
karsilagilmasinin temelinde genglerin karsilastiklari  sosyal problemlerle nasil basa
cikacaklarin1 bilememelerinin etkili oldugu bildirilmektedir (Cekici & Giirgay, 2012).
Universite diizeyinde egitim alan genglerin sosyal problem ¢6zme becerilerinin gelismesi ve
etkili olarak kullanabilmeleri icin sosyal yetkinlik seviyelerinin belirli bir noktaya gelmesi ve
toplum tarafindan onaylanmis olmalarinin 6nemli oldugu belirtilmektedir (Giines, 2011). Bu
baglamda genglerin sosyal problem ¢dzme becerilerinin diizeylerinin belirlenmesi 6nemli
gorilmektedir. Yapilan bu ¢alismada da SHMYO’da 6grenim goren Ogrencilerin sosyal
problem ¢6zme beceri diizeylerinin belirlenmesi, c¢esitli degiskenlere gore incelenmesi
amaglanmaktadir. Bu ¢alismayla asagidaki sorularin yanitlar1 aranmaktadir:

a) SHMYO 6grencilerinin sosyal problem ¢6zme becerilerine iliskin puan ortalamalari
Olceklerin tamaminda ve alt boyutlarinda hangi diizeydedir?

b) SHMYO o6grencilerinin sosyal problem ¢dzme becerileri cinsiyet, dgretim tiir,
ikamet yeri, ekonomik durum, anne ve baba egitim durumu degiskenlerine gore anlamli
sekilde farklilagsmakta midir?

YONTEM

Bu boliimde ¢aligmaya dahil edilen 6rneklem, veri toplama araglari ve uygulanan
istatistiksel yonteme iligkin bilgiler sunulmustur.

Evren/Orneklem

Arastirmada seckisiz 6rneklem yontemi kullanilmistir. Calismanin 6rneklemi, 2019-
2020 akademik yilinda Sivas Cumhuriyet Universitesi SHMYO’da dgrenimini siirdiiren 358
kadin 436 erkek olmak tlizere 794 6grenciden olusmaktadir. Tablo 1°de 6rneklem grubunun
demografik bilgilerine iliskin betimsel istatistiklere yer verilmistir.

Aragtirmanin verileri D’ Zurilla ve Chang (1995) tarafindan gelistirilen ve Tiirkceye
uyarlamasi Cekici (2009) tarafindan yapilan “Sosyal Problem (Cézme Envanteri” kullanilarak
elde edilmistir.

Sosyal Problem Cbozme Envanteri, toplamda 25 adet maddeden ve 4 alt boyuttan
olusmaktadir. Probleme Olumlu Y 6nelim-Rasyonel Problem Cézme (POYRPC) alt boyutu 10
maddeden, Probleme Olumsuz Yo6nelim (POSY) alt boyutu 5 maddeden, Dikkatsiz/Durtisel
Tarz (DDT) alt boyutu 5 maddeden, Kaginan Tarz (KT) alt boyutu 5 maddeden meydana
gelmektedir. Olgek maddelerine verilen cevap secenekleri 5°1i likert tipinde olup “Hi¢ Uygun
Degil=17, “Cok Az Uygun=2", “Kismen Uygun=3" “Cok Uygun=4" ve “Tamamen
Uygun=5" seklinde puanlanmaktadir.

SONUC, TARTISMA VE ONERILER

Bu béliimde; SHMYO 6grencilerinin sosyal problem ¢ozme 6lgeginden aldiklar1 puan
ortalamalarinin farkli degiskenler acisindan belirlenmesi amaciyla yapilan analizler
sonucunda elde edilen bulgular arastirma amacina uygun olarak tartigilmistir.

SHMYO Ggrencilerinin - sosyal problem ¢6zme Olgeginden aldiklari  puan
ortalamalarina bakildiginda DDT boyutunda erkek o6grenciler lehine olmak iizere anlaml
farklilik bulundugu; 6l¢egin toplam puanina bakildiginda da erkek dgrencilerin daha yiiksek
puan aldiklar1 goriilmektedir. Erkek 6grencilerin daha yiiksek puan almasinda genel olarak
toplumsal olaylarda olasi ¢6ziim yollarinin genellikle erkeklerden beklenmesi seklinde bir
alginin etkili oldugu disiiniilebilir. Hamarta (2009) tarafindan lise Ogrencilerine yonelik
yapilan bir ¢alismada kadin 6grencilerin puanlarinin erkek 6grencilerden daha yiiksek oldugu
sonucuna ulasilmistir. Arslan’in (2019), Giines’in (2011) ve Esigiil’tin (2013), Dikmen’in
(2019), Karabulut’'un (2019) yaptiklar1 caligmalarda cinsiyet acisindan anlamli diizeyde
farklilik bulunmadig: tespit edilmistir.

Arastirmaya katilan 6grencilerin sosyal problem ¢6zme envanteri ile alt boyutlarinin
timiine ait ortalama puanlar1 Ogrencilerin Ogretim tlirine gore anlamli bir farklilik
gostermektedir. Bu farkliligin ikinci o6gretime devam eden Ogrenciler lehine oldugu
goriilmektedir. Arslan (2019) tarafindan yapilan arastirmada da bu calismayla uyumlu olarak
ikinci 6gretime devam eden 6grenciler lehine anlamli farkliligin bulundugu saptanmustir.

SHMYO’da 6grenim goriip arastirmaya katilan 6grencilerin sosyal problem ¢dzme
envanteri ile dort alt boyutunun ortalama puanlart 6grencilerin gelir diizeyine gore anlamli bir
farklilik gdstermektedir. Olgekten alinan puanlar genel olarak degerlendirildiginde en yiiksek
puan1 ekonomik durumu ¢ok 1iyi olan 6grencilerin en diisiik puani ise ekonomik durumu orta
olan 6grencilerin aldiklart goriilmektedir. Arslan (2019) tarafindan yapilan ¢alismada da bu
caligmayla uyumlu sonuglarin elde edildigi belirlenmistir. Elde edilen sonuglar ¢ercevesinde;
ogrencilerin ekonomik diizeylerinin yiiksek olmasinin sosyal problem ¢6zme becerilerini
olumlu etkiledigi yorumunda bulunulabilir.

Arastirmaya katilan &grencilerin sosyal problem ¢6zme envanteri ile dort alt
boyutunun ortalama puanlar1 Ogrencilerin gelir diizeyine gore anlamli bir farklilik
gostermektedir. Olgekten alinan puanlar genel olarak degerlendirildiginde en yiiksek puani
biiyiiksehirde yasayan 6grenciler alirken en diisiik puani ilgede yasayan 6grencilerin aldiklari
saptanmigtir. Arslan (2019) tarafindan yapilan ¢alismada 6l¢egin toplami ve iki alt boyutunda
anlaml farklilik bulundugu en yiiksek puani biiyliksehirde yasayan 6grencilerin aldiklar
tespit edilmistir.

Arastirmaya katilan ogrencilerin sosyal problem ¢0zme envanteri toplam puani ile
POYPRC ve DDT alt boyutlarina ait ortalama puanlar1 Ogrencilerin annelerinin egitim
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durumuna gore anlamli bir farklilik gostermektedir. Genel olarak bakildiginda en yiiksek
puani annesi Universite en diisiik puani ise annesi ortaokul mezunu olan 6grencilerin aldiklari
goriilmektedir. Arslan’in (2009) yaptig1 ¢alismada bu ¢alismayla uyumlu bulgulara ulagilmis
ve annesi iiniversite mezunu olan annelerin istatistiksel olarak anlamli farklilik olusturacak
diizeyde daha yiiksek puan aldiklar1 belirlenmistir. Arslan (2019), Giines (2011) ve Karabulut
(2019) tarafindan yapilan c¢alismalarda ise anne egitim diizeyinin anlamli farklilik
olusturmadigi belirlenmistir.

Ogrencilerin sosyal problem ¢dzme envanteri ortalama puanlarinin dgrencilerin
babalarinin egitim diizeyine gore toplam puanda anlamli bir farklilik gosterdigi ancak alt
boyutlarda gdstermedigi goriilmektedir. Babasi iiniversite mezunu olan 6grencilerin en
yiksek puan ortalamasina sahip oldugu saptanmistir. Arslan (2009) tarafindan yapilan
calismada baba egitim durumunun anlamli farklilik olusturmadigi belirlenmistir. Benzer
sekilde Arslan (2019), Gilines (2019) calismalarinda da baba egitim durumunun 6grencilerin
sosyal problem ¢ézme becerileri tizerinde etkili olmadig tespit edilmistir.

Genglerin sosyal ortamlarda karsilastiklart sorunlara iligkin ¢6ziim iiretici bireyler
olmalar1 hem onlarin hem de toplumun gelisimi ve huzuru i¢in olduk¢a Onemlidir.
Karsilastiklar1 sorunlar karsisinda pasif olmak yerine sorunlar1 irdeleyen, ¢ozUm arayan ve
¢cOziimii uygulayan bireyler olabilmeleri i¢in bu konuda onlar1 olumlu ve olumsuz etkileyen
etmenlerin tespiti gerekmektedir. Ozellikle ilk egitim kurumlarmdan itibaren gocuklara soz
hakki vermek sunduklari ¢6ziim Onerilerini dikkate almak onlarin bu konuda kendine
giivenmelerini ve gerektiginde sorumluluklarini yerine getirmelerini saglayacaktir. Ailelerin
ve toplumun ¢ocuk ve genglere olumsuz elestirel bir dil yerine yapict bir dil kullanmalarinin
bu konuda ilerlemelerini saglayacagi diisiinlilmektedir. Sorumluluk alan ve sorumluluklarini
yerine getiren, toplum tarafindan diislinceleri dikkate alinan bireylerin hem egitim hem 6zel
hem de is alaninda ¢6ziim odakli olacaklar1 kabul edilmektedir.
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Ozet

Bu c¢alismanin amaci kadinlarin ¢alisma hayatlarindaki cam tavan sendromunun
demografik degiskenlere gore incelemesi yapmaktir. David J. Schwartz onderliginde bilim
adamlar1 tarafindan yapilan pire deneyleri sonucunda cam tavan artik olmamasina ragmen
30cm yiiksekligin iizerinde ziplamadiklar1 ve fanustan g¢ikamadiklart goriilmistir. Artik
zihinlerinde, daha yiiksege ziplasalar da basaramayacaklarinin inanci vardir. Bu deneyler
sonucu kadin calisanlarin {ist diizey yonetime yilikselmesini engelleyen, tipki pire deneyindeki
goriilemeyen cam tavan benzetmesi yapilarak; cam tavan sendromunun tanimi 1970 yillarinda
ABD’de ortaya ¢ikmistir. GUnumuz bilgi ¢agina gelininceye kadar yapilan diizenlemeler ve
caligmalar neticesinde kadinlarin istthdaminda artislar ve calisma yasamlarinda olumlu
gelismeler olmustur. Ancak ilgili literatiir incelendiginde kadinlarin kariyerlerinde cam tavan
sendromu engellerinin halen devam ettigi goriilmektedir. Bu engeller gevresel, orgiitsel ve
ailesel olarak gruplanirken, baskin ve yogun bir sekilde ailede ve is yasamlarinda ¢oklu rol
istlenmeleri, aile baskisi-catigsmalari, erkeklerin engel olusturmasi, erkek yoneticilerin (st
diizey pozisyonlara tercih edilmesi, kadinlarin birbirini ¢ekememeleri ‘Kralice Ar1 Sendromu’
gibi ana basliklar bir¢cok arastirma konusunda 6ne c¢ikmistir Arastirmanin evreni Balikesir
ilinin Bandirma ilgesindeki kamu sektoriinde faaliyet gosteren 4 egitim kurumu ile Ozel
sektorde 5 farkli alanda faaliyet gosteren firmalarda ¢alisan 650 kadindan olusmakta olup,
orneklemi basit tesadiifi drnekleme yontemi ile 327 kisi seg¢ilmistir. Veriler anket yoluyla
toplanmustir. Elde edilen verilerle giivenilirlik analizi, normallik testi, frekans analizi T-testi
ve anova testi yapilmistir. Analizler sonucunda cam tavan sendromu engellerinin medeni
duruma gore, sektore gore ve egitim diizeylerine gore anlamli bir fark olmadigi, yas
araliklarina gore anlamli bir farklilik oldugu tespit edilmistir.

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Abstract

As a result of the flea experiments carried out by scientists under the leadership of
David J. Schwartz, it was seen that although the glass ceiling was no longer present, they did
not jump above 30cm and could not get out of the bell glass. Now there is a belief in their
minds that even if they jump higher, they cannot succeed. As a result of these experiments,
the glass ceiling that could not be seen in the flea experiment, which prevented female
employees from promoting to senior management, was simulated; The definition of glass
ceiling syndrome emerged in the USA in the 1970s. As a result of the regulations and studies
made until today's information age, there have been increases in women's employment and
positive developments in their working life. However, when the relevant literature is
examined, it is seen that glass ceiling syndrome barriers still continue in the careers of
women. While these barriers are grouped as environmental, organizational, and familial, they
are dominantly and intensely assuming multiple roles in the family and business life, family
pressure-conflicts, men create obstacles, male managers are preferred to senior positions,
women are not attracted to each other, such as '‘Queen Bee Syndrome'. topics have come to the
fore in many research topics. The aim of this study is to examine the glass ceiling syndrome
in women's working lives according to demographic variables. The population of the study
consists of 650 women working in 4 educational institutions operating in the public sector in
Bandirma district of Balikesir province and in companies operating in 5 different fields in the
private sector, 327 people were selected by simple random sampling method. The data were
collected through a questionnaire. Reliability analysis, normality test, frequency analysis T-
test and Anova test were performed with the obtained data. As a result of the analysis, it was
determined that there was no significant difference between the glass ceiling syndrome
barriers according to marital status, sector and education level, and there was a significant
difference according to age ranges.

Sanayi devriminden sonra seri
uretimin etkisi ile Ucretli isgéren konumunda isletmelerde yer edinmeye baslamiglardir.
Sanayinin ve iiretimin geligsmesi ile de iilkelerin daha ¢ok pazar arayislari sonucu yasanan
2.Diinya savasi, hem ekonomik krizlere hem de erkek niifusun azalmasi sonucu isletmeler
daha fazla kadin istthdami yaratmiglardir. Takip eden yillarda ise toplumlarda ve devletlerde
farkli cinsel olgulara sahip insanlarin haklar1 ve esitlik konular1 hakkinda 6nemli gelismeler
olmustur. insan haklarinda gelismeler, sosyal ekonomik ilerleyisler, hizla gelisen teknoloji ve
artan talep ve tiiketim ile de kadinlar her y1l daha fazla isletmede hatta farkli sektorlerde daha
fazla istthdama kavusmuslardir. Ancak kadinlarin istthdaminda her ne kadar artis olumlu bir
gelisme gibi goziikse de is hayatlarinda erkeklerden daha fazla sorunlarla ve engellerle
karsilagtiklar1 bugilin glinlimiizde bile devam eden bir gercektir. Kadinlarin is hayatinda
yasamis oldugu sorunlar ve engeller bir¢ok disiplin tarafindan arastirma konusu olmustur.
Yapilan arastirmalarin biiylik cogunlugunda kadinlarin is hayatlarinda hak etmelerine ragmen
ozellikle iist diizey yonetim kadrolarindaki oranin oldukca diisiik oldugu tespit edilmistir.
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Kadmlarin kariyerlerinde hak etmelerine ragmen iist kademelere yiikselememe engelleri
literatiirde “cam tavan sendromu” ile tanimlanmistir. Giiniimiizde halen bu engellerin
yasantyor olmasi calismalarin devam etmesi gerektigi gercegini de ortaya koymaktadir.
Ozellikle kadinlarda sik¢a yasanan cam tavan sendromu ile miicadeleye katki sunmak
calisgmamizin gerekgesini olusturmaktadir.

Kadmlar i¢in yapilan arastirmalarin varligi ve yogunlugu iilkelerin kadinlara vermis
oldugu degeri gosterirken, gelismislik seviyesindeki artisla paralellik gosterdigi belirtilmistir
(TUtinc(,2020). Kadinin yaratilis geregi detayciligi, analitik diisiinme ve ihtiyatli davranma
ozellikleri sonucu, isletmelerin kadin istihdami ve ekonomik biiyliime arasinda uzun ve kisa
donemli iliskinin istatistiksel olarak anlamli oldugunun belirlenmesi, toplumda dezavantajh
konuma sahip olan kadinlarin isgiicii piyasasindaki ©nemini gdstermektedir. Boylece,
iilkelerin ekonomik olarak gelismesinde kadin istthdammin onemli goriilmektedir
(Tutlncu,2020).

Bu gerekce ile kadin ¢alisanlarin kariyerlerinde yasadiklar1 cam tavan sendromunun
demografik degiskenlere gore degisimlerini aragtirmak amacl yapilan c¢alismamizin ilk
béliimiinde kavramsal ¢ercevede cam tavan sendromu tanimina yer verilmistir. Ikinci
boliimde literatiir kaynaklardan faydalanarak c¢alisan kadinlarin cam tavan sendromu ve
yasadiklar1 engeller ile ilgili ¢aligmalara deginilmistir. Ugiincii boliimde hipotezler, arastirma
modeli, yontemi, arastirmanin evreni ve Orneklemi, kullanilan ol¢ekler ve anket bilgileri
bulunmaktadir. Dordiincii boliimde anket yoluyla elde edilen verilerin analiz sonuglarina yer
verilmistir. Son bdliimde ise analiz sonuglar1 yorumlanarak gelecek ¢alismalar i¢in Oneriler
sunulmustur.

KAVRAMSAL CERCEVE

Cam Tavan Sendromu

1970’11 yillarda ABD’de ortaya ¢ikmistir ancak ;*“Cam Tavan Sendromu” kavrami 1984
yilinda Adweek dergisinde Gay Bryant’in kadinlarin is hayatlarinda iist diizey pozisyonlara
ylikselemediklerini hatta belli bir konumda kaldiklarin1 belirtmesiyle ilgi c¢ekmeye
baslamistir. (Longo ve Straehley, 2008: 88). Literatiire girisi ise ilk kez olarak 1986 yilinda
Schellhardt ve Hymowitz tarafindan Wall Street Journal gazetesinde yayinlanan makale ile
gergeklesmistir (Lackwood, 2004: 2). Takip eden 1987 yilinda ise “Cam Tavani Kirmak:
Kadinlar Amerika'nin Zirvesine Ulasabilir mi?” isimli kitap ile birlikte olduk¢a popiilerlik
kazanarak yogun ilgi gérmeyi basarmistir. (Draulans, 2003: 66). Ilgili yazarlar cam tavanin,
kadmlarin is hayatlarinda belirli bir diizeyin iizerine ¢ikmasini engelleyen ve goriinmez
engeller olarak tanimlarken ayni zamanda bu engellerin kadinlara, kadin olduklar1 i¢in
cinsiyet temelli bir engel uygulandigini belirtmislerdir (Baxter ve Wright, 2000: 275-276).

Kadmlarin ve azinhiklarin yiikseltilmelerinin  Onilindeki yapay engeller olarak
tanimlanmas1 ise 1991 yilinda ABD Kongresi’nin de glindeme getirilerek “Cam Tavan
Yasast” ile birlikte Cam Tavan Komisyonu kurulmustur (Johns, 2013: 1). Komisyonun 1995
yilinda yaymladigi raporda kadinlar1 ve azinliklari, yetenek, egitim, performans ve
basarilarina bakilmaksizin, kariyer merdiveninin {ist basamaklarina ¢ikmaktan alikoyan,
gorinmeyen ve ulasilamayan bir engel olarak tanimlamistir (GlassCeilingCommission, 1995:
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4). Komisyonun yaptig1 tanim hem kavrama kurumsal bir yaklasim getirmesi, hem de
kadinlarin yani sira azinliklar1 da kapsamasi bakimindan 6nem tasimaktadir.

LITERATUR TARAMASI

Baxter ve Wright (2000) Kadin istihdaminda ABD, Isve¢ ve Avusturalya iilkelerindeki
veriler karsilagtirllmis ve en alt pozisyondan en iist diizey pozisyonuna kadar olan her
kademede kadinlarn maruz kaldigi ayrimcilik tespit edilmistir. Ust diizey yonetim
kadrolarindaki kadin sayisinin ¢ok az oldugu da belirtmistir. Diger bir sonug¢ olarak ise
ABD’de cam tavanin varlig1 igin yeterli kanit elde edilmezken, Isve¢ ve Avusturalya’da
yeterli kanitlar ile cam tavan etkileri tespit edilmistir.

Cotter ve digerleri (2001), Isletmelerde cinsiyete ve irk¢iliga dayanan esitsizlikler
iizerine bir arastirma yapmuslardir. Irk esitsizliginde cam tavanin engelleri tespit edilmemistir.
Kadinlarin ise kariyer basamaklarindaki cam tavan sendromunun varligi tespit edilmis ve
gorinmez engelleri kisilerin yasadig1 psikolojik engeller olarak ifade etmislerdir.

Lockwood (2004), Cam tavan sendromunun varligi tespit edilmistir ve  kiiltiirel
kurallarin, 6n yargilarin ve isletme sahiplerinin yonetim politikalarinin 6ne ¢ikan cam tavan
engelleri olarak belirtilmistir. Diger bir tespiti ise kadinlarin liderlik yeteneginin énemli bir
kaynak oldugu ancak kullanilmadigidir.

Pai,Vaidya (2009), ABD Texas’da yaptiklar1 ¢alismada, arastirmaya dahil ettikleri 257
sirketler icerisinde sadece 2 tane kadinin genel miidiir oldugunu tespit ederek cam tavanin
varligini ortaya koymuslardir. Y kusagin bundan sonraki yasamda isyerinde gercek esitlik ve
aile kiiltiirii iizerindeki cocuk bakimi ve ev isleri sorumluluklarina ortaklarindan yardim
konusunda daha 1srarci olmalar1 yoniinde Oneri ve tavsiyerlerde bulunmuslardir (Pai, Vaidya,
2009).

Smith ve digerleri (2012) Avusturalya’daki yapmis olduklar1 ¢aligmada, her yonetim
kademesindeki 243 kadina ve farkli bir 6rneklemdeki 307 kadina uygulamis olduklari anketler
ile elde edilen verilerin analizi sonucu kadinlarin cam tavan sendromunda inkar, direnis, istifa
ve kabul etmek olarak 4 faktorlii tutum modeli ortaya ¢ikarmiglardir.

Sposito (2013) nicel olarak yapmis oldugu arastirmasinda, Tiirk ve Fransiz orta diizey
yoneticilerle gorii 3 yildan uzun siiren Fransiz ve Tirk orta diizey yoneticilere yonelik
derinlemesine goriisme seklinde yaptigi calismasinda ¢ikan sonuglar isletmelerde hiyerarsik
diizen igerisinde kadinlar i¢in goriiliir ve gorlinmez engeller oldugunu mevcut alan yazini
destekleyecek sekilde vurgulamistir. Calismanin 6nemli bulgular1 arasinda; dogrudan iletisim
becerisine sahip olan kadinlarin olmayanlara gore is diinyasinda daha hizl ilerledigi ve cam
tavan sendromu varligina inanan kadinlarin ayn1 yeterlilikteki erkek ¢alisanlara gore daha az
acik pozisyonlara bagvurduklart yer almaktadir.

Sharif (2015) arastirmasinda, Malezya’da 20 avukat kadin ile goriigmeleri sonucunda
cam tavan engellerinin 6 kadin avukatin iizerinde kendi islerini kurmakta olumlu bir gii¢
olusturdugu tespit edilirken, digerlerinin de baska sektorlerde yine kendilerine ait sirketler
kurduklari tespit edilmistir.

Arikan (2003) arastirmasinda; bankacilik sektoriindeki kadin yoneticilerin liderlik
davranislari ile erkek yoneticilerin liderlik davraniglarini kargilastirma yaparak, bu yoneticiler
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arasindaki liderlik davraniglari ve tutumlart arasinda ¢ogunlukla benzerlik oldugunu tespit
etmistir.

Oriicii ve digerlerinin (2007) ¢alismasinda anket yontemi ile elde edilen veriler analiz
edilerek; kadmlarin st diizey yoOnetici konumuna yukselmelerindeki Onemli engelleri
arasinda, kadinlarin ailevi sorumluluk ve rollerinin fazla iistlenilmis olmasi, liderlik ve
yoneticilik 6zelliklerinin sinirli olmasi ve “kralice ar1 (kadinlarin birbirini ¢ekememesi)
sendromunun” sonuglarini tespit etmislerdir (Oriicii, 2007).

Mentes (2010) cam tavan sendromunun arastirmasinda ¢ogunlukla kullanilan nicel
arastirmalarin yaniltict oldugunu belirtmistir ve sirketlerdeki kadin yoneticilerin ¢gogunlukla
hissedar aile ferdi oldugunun nedeni olarak gdstermistir.

Demirel (2011) ‘in nitel ¢alismasinda, orgiitsel ayrimcilik kavramsal olarak ele alinip
incelenmis ve sonug olarak cam tavanin cinsiyet ayrimecilig1 gibi engelleri ortaya ¢ikardigini
tespit etmistir.

Tahtalioglu (2016) Tiirkiye’deki yliksek 6gretim kurumlarindaki tist diizey yoneticilerde
mevcut kadin sayisinin durumunu ve kariyerlerine ulagsmada yasadiklari sorunlari nitel
arastirma ile cam tavan sendromunun varligini ortaya koymustur. Asil hedefin ise, kaliteli ve
nitelikli kadin personelin bilgi, beceri ve yeteneginden en iist diizeyde faydalanilmasinin
yolunu agmaktadir seklinde oneride bulunurken ,kadin akademisyen ya da iist diizey idareci
sayisinin sadece sayisal oranlarda iyilestirilmesi hedef olarak goriilmemesi gerektigini
vurgulamaistir.

Yildiz ve digerleri (2016) Nitel olarak gercgeklestirdikleri ¢aligmalarinda, Cam tavanin
Otesi olan cam uc¢urumu incelemislerdir. Sonug¢ olarak, kadinlarin cam tavani astiktan sonra
cam ugurumlu pozisyonlara getirildigini belirtmislerdir. Cam ugurum kavrami, sirketin
olumsuz kosullarinda, kriz donemlerinde iken kadinlar1 yonetici atayarak, sirketin
basarisizligin1 kadin yoneticinin basarisizligi olarak gosterilmeye ¢alisilmasina denilmektedir.

Koérdeve (2017) arastirmasinda, Cam tavan sendromunun yagsanmasinda 3 farkli engel
faktorii tespit etmistir. Bu faktorler aile sendromu, rol model sendromu ve duygu sendromu
olarak belirtmistir.

Akyurt (2018) yapmis oldugu nicel arastirmasi sonucu saglik kurumlarinda calisan
kadin yoneticilerde cam tavan sendromu ve engelleri arasindaki iliskide cam tavanin var
oldugunu tespit etmistir.

Savagkan (2019) Kadin ve erkegin toplum igerisindeki rollerini ele almis ve kadinin
oncelikleri arasinda aile i¢indeki cocuk bakimi ve ev isleri gibi sorumluklar1 oldugu ve
erkegin evin maddi ihtiyaclar1 gideren rolde oldugunu belirtmistir. Kadina verilen bu rol
nedeni ile is hayatinda geri panda kalmasina ve is yasaminda kendisini ifade edebilmesi uzun
yillar aldigin1 tespit etmistir.

Utma (2019) arastirmasinda, literatiirdeki ¢alismalardan faydalanarak cam tavan
sendromunu ve engellerini agiklayarak hem kadinlarin kariyerlerinde sorunlar hemde
yonetimde ciddi sorunlarin yasandigini belirtmistir. Cam tavan sendromunun isletme bazinda
degil toplumsal bir sorun oldugunu vurgulamistir. Kadinlara yonelik bu ayrimciligin belli bir
gruba yonelik olarak degil toplumun biitiiniine yonelik bir sorun oldugunun Onemi
aciklamistir.
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Bilge ve digerleri (2020) Yogun bir is hayati olan kadin yonetici akademisyen ve saglik
calisanlarinin is ve aile ile ilgili diisiince ve davraniglarinin incelendigi bu ¢alismada, cam
tavan sendromunu yasadiklari tespit edilmistir. Is ve aile hayatlarinda arasinda catisma
yasadiklari, aile i¢inde belli konularda demokratik yapiya sahip olduklar1 halde geleneksel
aile yapisinin da etkin sekilde devam ettigi tespit edilmistir.

Yigit (2020) Cam tavan sendromunun toplumlarda dinsel, tarihsel ve kiiltiirel degerlerle
yakindan iligkili oldugu belirtilirken, ayrimcilik diizeyinin de toplumlar arasinda
farklilastigini belirtmistir. Kadinlarin is hayatinda yasadiklar1 bir dizi engeller arasinda
kadininda kendi kendine engel olusturdugunu vurgulamistir. Buna bagli olarak kadinlarin st
diizey yoneticilik kademesinden kendi istekleri ile uzak durdugunu belirtmistir.

Giiler (2020), Tiirkiye’de en biiylik 15 bankanin iist yonetimindeki Genel Miidiir ve
Genel Midiir Yardimcist gorevindeki kadin yoneticilerin gorev aldiklar1 boliimler, egitim ve
deneyimleri incelenerek yapilan arastirmada kadin calisanlarin erkek calisanlardan fazla
oldugu bankalarda da kadin iist diizey yonetici az sayida oldugu, kadin iist yoneticilerin kamu
bankalarinda hi¢ olmadigi ve iist yonetimde gorev yapan kadin yoneticilerin sorumlu
olduklar1 alanlar cogunlukla Hazine, Kurumsal Bankacilik ve Insan Kaynaklar1 oldugu tespit
edilmistir (Guler, 2020).

Kirisci ve Can (2020), Tiirkiye’deki egitim sektoriinde bulunan yonetici kadrolarindaki
kadin oranin azliginin nedenlerinde cam tavan sendromunun varligi olup olmadigi
arastirtlmistir. Sonug olarak cam tavanin var oldugu ancak kadinlarin kendi istekleri ile
yoOnetici olmay1 istememeleri sonucuna varmis ve nedeninin rol g¢atigmasi ve yetersizlik
hissinin 6n planda oldugunu belirtmistir.

Tiitlincii ve Zengin (2020) E7 iilkelerinde kadin istihdami ile ekonomik biiyiime
arasindaki iligkiyi arastirmislardir. E7 iilkelerinde kadin isttihdami ve ekonomik biiylimenin
beraber ilerledigi ve arttidi goriilmiistiir. Ulkelerin kadin istihdaminda arttiric1 politikalar
uygulamalarinin gerekli oldugunu ve boylece ekonomik ve sosyal alanda olumlu gelismeler
olacagini belirtmistir.

ARASTIRMANIN YONTEMI
Arastirmanin Amaci
Bu calismada; arastirma ve yayin etigine uyularak Balikesir ilinin Bandirma il¢esinde
bulunan farkli sektér ve alanda ¢alisan kadinlarin is hayatlarinda karsilastiklart cam tavan
sendromu algilarinin demografik degiskenlere gore degisimi arastirilmistir.
Arastirmanin Evreni ve Orneklemi
Aragtirmanin evreni, 2020 yilinin Kasim ayimnda Balikesir ilinin Bandirma Ilgesindeki
kamu sektoriinde faaliyet gosteren 4 egitim kurumu ile 6zel sektorde 5 farkli alanda faaliyet
gosteren firmalarin 650 kadin calisanlarindan olusmaktadir. Giirbiiz ve Sahin (2016)’nin
arastirmacilara yol gosterici olmasi i¢in hazirlanan asgari 6rneklem biiyiikliikleri tablosuna
gore 2000 kisi evren biiylkligiine 322 kisi 6rneklem %95 oraninda giivenilirlik dizeyini
gostermektedir. Bu referans ile arastirmanin Orneklemi ise basit tesadiifi ornekleme
yontemiyle 330 kisi secilmistir. 327 kisi tarafindan anket basarili bir sekilde doldurulmustur.
2 kisiden doniis alinamadigi i¢in ve 1 kiside anketi hatali doldurdugu tespit edildigi icin
degerlendirmeye alinmamislardir.
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Arastirmanin Modeli

Bu calismada kadin ¢alisanlarin kariyerlerindeki yiikselmelerini engelleyen cam tavan
sendromunu belirlemek amacgli oldugu i¢in iligkisel tarama modeli kullanilmigtir. Ana
degiskenler arasindaki iliski durumunu tespit edebilmek igin iliskisel tarama modeline
bagvurulur (Karasar, 1994). Cam Tavan Sendromunun demografik degiskenlere gore
farkliliklarini belirlemek i¢in T-Test ile anova tesleri uygulanmstir.

Arastirmanin Hipotezleri

Calismanin kapsam ve ana amacina uygun olarak cam tavan sendromunun demografik
degiskenler ile arasindaki farkliliklar1 belirlemek i¢in H1:Yas, H2: Medeni durum, H3: Egitim
durumu ve H4: Pozisyon (Statii) lerine gore hipotezler kurulmustur.

H1: Kadin c¢alisanlarin cam tavan sendromu algis1 yas diizeylerine gore
farklilagmaktadir.

H2: Kadin c¢alisanlarin cam tavan sendromu algist medeni durumlarina gore
farklilagmaktadir.

H3: Kadin c¢alisanlarin cam tavan sendromu algisi egitim diizeylerine gore
farklilagsmaktadir.

H4: Kadin ¢alisanlarin cam tavan sendromu algist statiilerine gore farklilasmaktadir.

Veri Toplama Araci

Calisma kapsaminda kurulan hipotezlerin test edilebilmesi amaciyla veriler anket

yardimiyla toplanmistir. Anketler, giiniimiizde mevcut olan covid19 salginin pandemi siireci
sebebiyle online yapilmistir. 3 boliimden olusan anketin ilk bolimii demografik bilgileri
Olgmeye yarayan 9 sorudan olusmaktadir. 2. Bolimde cam tavan sendromun Kkariyer
engellerini 6lgmeye yarayan 12 soru bulunmaktadir. Calisma ic¢in kullanilan ankette toplam
21 soru bulunmaktadir.

Arastirmada Kullanilan Ol¢ekler

Anketin 1.bdliimiide bulunan demografik bilgiler 6l¢egi Sarioglu'nun YLT (2018) IST.
alintilanmistir. Anketin 2.bdliimiinde cam tavan sendromu 6l¢egi Oriicii ve digerlerinin 2007
yilinda yapmis olduklari “Cam Tavan Sendromu ve Kadimnlarin Ust Diizey Yonetici
Pozisyonuna Yiikselmelerindeki Engeller: Balikesir 1li Ornegi” ¢alismalarindan
alimtilanmistir. Arastirmanin 2. Bolimii 5’11 Likert ol¢egine gore olgiim yapilmistir. (1:
Kesinlikle Katilmiyorum, 2: Katilmiyorum, 3: Ortadayim, 4: Katiliyorum, 5: Kesinlikle

ANOVA testi sonucunda yas aralig1, cam tavan sendromu puanlari (p=0,000) oldugu
icin kurulan hipotez kabul edilmistir.

SONUC VE ONERILER

Giliniimilizde cam tavan sendromu bugiin halen diinyada bir¢ok iilkede devam ettigi gibi
Tiirkiye’de de devam ettigi goriilmektedir. Calismamiz kapsaminda Balikesir Ilinin Bandirma
ilgesinde kamu ve 6zelde farkli sektor ve pozisyonlarda ¢alisan kadinlara uyguladigimiz anket
ile elde ettigimiz verilerin sonuglara gére H2, H3, H4 hipotezlerimiz red olmustur. H1
Hipotezimize gore cam tavan sendromu yas araligina gore anlamli farklilik gostermektedir.
Yas araligi biiyiidikkce cam tavan sendromu algisi azalmaktadir. Bunun en biiyiik
nedenlerinden biri yas artikca edinilen tecriibe ve birikimleri sayesinde engelleri agmak
miimkiin olmaktadir. Buradan hareketle daha Once edinilen tecriibe ve deneyimler
paylasilarak erken yaslardan itibaren farkindaligin arttirilmasina yonelik ¢aligmalar yapilmasi
gerekmektir.

Arastirmanin sinirliliklart diisiiniildiiglinde kadinlarin cam tavan engellerini asabilmeleri
icin devletlere ve orgiitlere diisen gorevler haricinde kadinlarinda kendi kisisel gelisim ve
egitimlerine dnem vermeleri gerekmektedir. Kadinlarin cam tavan engellerini agsmak icin en
basta istekli olmalar1 gerekmekte ve bunun i¢in miicadeleye devam etmeleri gerekir. Bu
nedenle de cam tavan sendromu ile ilgili c¢alismalarin devam etmesi gerektigi agik
gercegimizdir.

Ozet

Gliniimiizde iilkeler arasindaki ekonomik entegrasyon derecesi hi¢ olmadigi kadar
yliksek seviyelere ulasmistir. Bu nedenle herhangi bir iilkede yasanan iktisadi bunalimlar
diger iilkeler tarafindan da hissedilmektedir. Ozellikle de kiiresel ekonomik sistem igerisinde
dis ticaret hacmi olarak biiylik paylara sahip olan ABD ve Cin gibi {iilkelerdeki yasanan
sorunlar kiiresel bir problem haline doniismektedir. Bu durumun en yakin ve net
orneklerinden birisi 2008 Kiiresel Finans Krizidir. 2007 yilinin ortalarindan itibaren ABD
konut piyasalarinda kendisini hissettirmeye baslayan ve 2008 yilinda Lehman Brothers’in
iflas1 ile resmen baglayan finans krizi basta Avrupa iilkeleri olmak iizere tim diinya iilkeleri
tarafindan hissedilen kiiresel bir finans krizi haline gelmistir. Tiirkiye ekonomisi de 2008
Kiiresel Finans Krizinin yarattig1 olumsuzluklardan dis ticaret ve yabanci sermaye akimlari
kanallar1 ile negatif etkilenmistir. Bu calismada s6z konusu krizin Tiirkiye ekonomisi
iizerindeki etkileri incelenmektedir. Gerek dis ticaret verileri gerekse de yabanci sermaye
hareketliligine ait gostergeler ABD ve Cin arasinda baglayan daha sonra diger iilkelerinde
katildig1 Kiiresel Ticaret Savaslarindan da olumsuz etkilenmistir. Son olarak Covid-19 salgini
nedenti ile iktisadi ve toplumsal hayatin nerdeyse durma noktasina gelmesi de benzer sekilde
s0z konusu gostergeleri olumsuz etkilemistir. Bu nedenle 2008 Kiiresel Finans Krizinin
yarattig1 etkilerin bagimsiz sekilde ele alinabilmesi i¢in dig ticaret ve yabanci sermaye
harekelerine ait veriler 2007-2019 yillar1 arasinda sinirlandirilmistir. S6z konusu zaman
araliginda ozellikle Avrupa {ilkelerinde yasanan daralma nedeni ile Tirkiye ekonomisine
gelen dogrudan yabanci sermaye yatirimlarinin ciddi sekilde azaldigi dis ticaret verilerinin ise
krizin baslangic yillarinda azalma gosterdigi ancak kisa siirede kriz Oncesi donem
biiyiikliiklerine ulagtig1 goriilmektedir.

Abstract

Today, the degree of economic integration between countries has reached higher levels
than ever before. For this reason, economic crises in any country are also felt by other
countries. Especially the problems experienced in countries such as the USA and China,
which have large shares in the global economic system in terms of foreign trade volume, turn
into a global problem. One of the closest and clearest examples of this situation is the 2008
Global Financial Crisis. The financial crisis, which started to make itself felt in the US
housing markets since mid-2007 and officially started with the bankruptcy of Lehman
Brothers in 2008, has become a global financial crisis felt by all countries of the World.
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Turkey's economy was influenced by foreign trade and foreign capital flows channels of the
negative impact of the 2008 Global Financial Crisis. In this study, the effects of the crisis on
the question of Turkey's economy is examined. Both foreign trade data and indicators of
foreign capital mobility were adversely affected by the Global Trade Wars that started
between the USA and China. Finally, the fact that economic and social life came to a
standstill due to the Covid-19 outbreak, similarly, negatively affected these indicators. For
this reason, data on foreign trade and foreign capital movements were limited between 2007
and 2015 in order to handle the effects of the 2008 Global Financial Crisis independently. In
periods of time, especially in severely reduced their foreign direct investment coming into
Turkey's economy due to recession in European countries. On the other hand, it is seen that
foreign trade data decreased in the beginning years of the crisis but reached the pre-crisis
period sizes in a short time.

GIRIS

Kiiresel ekonomik sistemin lideri olarak kabul edilen ABD’de baslayarak tiim diinyay1
etkisi altina alan ve 2008 Kiiresel Finans Krizi olarak isimlendirilen krizin temelleri yine
ABD ekonomisinde ve 2000’li yillarin baglarinda atilmistir. Tiirkce olarak “Esik Alti
Krediler” olarak isimlendirilen (Polat, 2020). S6z konusu durgunluk ddéneminde yeniden
ekonomik canlanmay1 saglamak i¢in ABD ekonomisinde faiz diizeyi 2004 yilina kadar %1
gibi oldukca diisiik bir seviyede tutulmustur. Bu diisiik faiz diizeyi konut kredilerinde
uygulana faiz oranlarin1 da etkilemis ve diisiik gelir grubunda bulunan ABD vatandaglarinin
konut taleplerinde bir artis meydana gelmistir. ABD’de konut kredilerinde 2000°1li yillarin
basinda diisiik seviyede faiz uygulanirken, ilerleyen donemde faiz oranlarinin %8
seviyelerinin {istiine ¢ikmasi ve buna bagl olarak da diisiik gelir grubundaki insanlarin
kullanmis olduklar1 konut kredilerini geriye 6demede sorunlar yasamasi ABD Mortgage
Piyasasinda biiyiik ¢apli bir kredi krizine neden olmustur (Fidan ve Firat, 2020). Bir mortgage
krizi olarak baslamasina ragmen ilerleyen donemde krizin likitide ve bor¢ krizlerine neden
oldugu goriilmektedir (Ucan ve Cebe: 2018). 2008 Kiiresel krizinin kapitalist sistemin
yasadigi en biiyiik kriz olan 1929 krizi ile karsilastirilacak kadar biiyiik boyutlara ulastigini ve
bir¢ok diisiiniir tarafindan biiyiik diinya bunalimina yakin etkiler yarattig1 ifade edilmektedir.
Ancak 2008 Krizi yaklasik 13 milyon kisinin igsiz kaldig1 ve milli gelir seviyesinin Ugcte iki
oraninda azalma yasadig1 1929 krizinin yarattig1 etkilere kiyasla ¢ok daha az ve kisa stirdiigii
goriilmektedir (Oztiirk ve Govdere, 2010). Ayrica Kiiresel Ekonomik Krizinin etkileri
kendisini kiiresel bilylime rakamlari iizerinde de gostermistir. Diinya ekonomisi 2006 yilinda
%S3,1 oraninda biiylirken bu oran 2008 yilinda %3 seviyelerine kadar gerilemistir (Yildirim,
2010: 49).

Geride biraktigimiz son 15 yil igerisinde kiiresel ekonomik sistem 2008 Kiiresel Finans
Krizi ve ABD ile Cin arasinda baslayan Kiiresel Ticaret Savaglar1 gibi iki biiyiik bunalimi
geride birakmigtir. 2008 Kiiresel Finans Krizi ABD ekonomisinde baslayarak once Avrupa
iilkelerinde borg krizlerine yol agmis daha sonra da diinya genelinde bir ekonomik daralmanin
yasanmasina neden olmustur. Benzer sekilde Kiiresel Ticaret Savaslart da ABD ve Cin
arasinda baglamis ancak diger diinya {ilkelerinin de korumaci dis ticaret politikalarini
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uygulamaya baglamasi ile kiiresel bir kriz haline donlismiistiir. Tiim bunlara ek olarak son
yasanan Covid-19 Pandemisi nedeni ile yasanan iktisadi bunalim ile diisiintildigiinde kiiresel
ekonomik sistem 12 yillik siire¢ icerisinde ii¢ biiylik bunalim yasamistir. Bu nedenle 2008
kiiresel finans krizinin etkilerinin diger bunalimlardan bagimsiz sekilde ele alinabilmesi i¢in
calismada kullanilan veriler iki ayr1 grupta ele alinacaktir. 2008 krizi sonrast 2013 yilina
kadar olan ve gorece kiiresel finans krizinin etkilerinin daha net hissedildigi donem ve 2013
sonras1 Ticaret Savaglari ve son olarak Covid-19 salgimimin yarattigi olumsuzluklari igeren
2013-2020 donemi olarak siiflandirmak yararl olacaktir.

ARASTIRMA VE BULGULAR

Tiirkiye ekonomisi, 2007 yilinda A.B.D gayrimenkul piyasalarinda Lehman Brothers’in
iflas1 ile baslayan ve basta Avrupa Birligi iilkeleri olmak iizere diger diinya iilkelerinin de
etkilendigi kiiresel finans krizinin yarattigt olumsuzluklart hissetmistir. Tiirkiye ve Avrupa
Birligi arasindaki sosyal ve ekonomik iliskiler olduk¢a uzun bir ge¢cmise sahiptir. Bilindigi
gibi Tiirkiye Avrupa Birligi adaylik siirecinde bulunan bir {ilkedir ve Avrupa Birligindeki tiim
olumlu ya da olumsuz gelismelerden etkilenmesi de kaginilmazdir (Yiicesan, 2019: 149).
Ayrica Tiirkiye ekonomisinde gerek dis ticaret gerekse de yabanci yatirimlar agisindan
Avrupa Birligi iilkelerinin sahip oldugu agirhk goz ardi edilemeyecek kadar buyik
boyutlardadir. 2008 Kiiresel Finans Krizinin éncelikle Avrupa Ulkelerinde hissedildigi ve
daha sonra diger diinya iilkelerini etkiledigi kabul edildigi i¢in Tiirkiye ekonomisinde Avrupa
Birligi iilkeleri ile olan ekonomik iligkileri krizin etkilerinin agik¢a goriilebilmesi agisindan
onem arz etmektedir. Genel hatlari ile ele alinacak olur ise, yasanan kiiresel krizin Tiirkiye
ekonomisini etkiledigi iki ana yol vardir. Bunlar dis ticaret kanali ve yatirnmlar kanali olarak
Ozetlenebilir. Asagidaki Tablol, Tablo 2 ve Tablo 3’te Tiirkiye ekonomisine iligskin ihracat,
ithalat ve dogrudan yabanci sermaye girislerinde yasanan degisimler ve s6z konusu veriler
icerisinde Avrupa Birligi tilkelerinin agirliklar1 6zetlenmektedir.

Yukaridaki tablo 1’ de goriilebilecegi gibi Tiirkiye ihracatinin 2007 yilinda %56’s1
Avrupa Birligi iilkelerine gerceklestirilmistir. Dolayis1 ile Avrupa Birligi genelinde yasanan
bor¢ krizlerinin ve koétumser beklentilerin Avrupa Birligi iilkelerine gerceklestirdigimiz
thracat rakamlarin1 olumsuz etkiledigi sonucunu c¢ikarabiliriz. Tirkiye’nin thracatinin 2007
yilinda toplam 107 milyar dolardan 2012 yili sonunda 152 milyar dolara ulasmasina ragmen
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Avrupa Birligi iilkelerine gerceklestirilen ihracatin 2007 yilinda 60 milyar dolar iken 2012
yilinda 59 milyar dolara inmesi, Tiirkiye’nin yeni ihracat pazarlar1 arayisi ve bu arayislarinin
goreceli olarak basarali oldugu sonucunu gostermektedir. Kiiresel ticaret savaglarinin etkileri
ise 2015 ve 2016 yillarinda toplam ihracat verilerinde bir azalma olarak agikg¢a goriilmektedir.
Covid-19 salgini nedeni ile yasanan toplumsal ve iktisadi bunalimin sonucu olarak Tiirkiye
ithracat1 180 Milyar dolardan 166 Milyar dolar seviyelerine gerilemistir.

Dis ticaret kanalinin diger bir ayagi da ithalat mekanizmasidir. Tiirkiye ekonomisinde
ithracatin gergeklestirilebilmesi i¢in bazi ara mallarin iilke disindan ithali kaginilmazdir. Daha
basit bir ifade ile Tirkiye ekonomisinde ihracatin ithalata bagimliligi oldukg¢a yiksek
diizeydedir. Tiirkiye Ekonomisinde 2007 yilindan 2013 yilina kadar gerceklestirilen toplam
ithalat verileri asagidaki tablo 2’de gosterilmistir.

Yukaridaki tablo 2’de goriildiigii gibi 2007 yilinda Tiirkiye ekonomisinin toplam
ithalatinin %40 ‘1 Avrupa Birligi tilkelerinden gergeklestirilmistir. Bu oran 2012 yilinda %36
ya gerilemistir. Ayrica toplam ithalat biiytikliiklerine bakildiginda 2007 yilindan 2012 yilina
yaklagik 66 milyar dolarlik bir artis olmasina ragmen, ithalattaki bu artisin Avrupa Birligi
iilkelerinin diginda saglanmas dikkat gekicidir. Ozetle, Avrupa Birligi ve Tiirkiye arasindaki
giiclii dis ticaret iligskisi dis ticaret kanali ile Tiirkiye ekonomisini olumsuz etkilemistir.
Ozellikle ihracat rakamlarinda oldugu gibi ithalat verilerinde de 2015 ve 2016 yillarinda ciddi
bir azalis goriilmektedir. 260 milyar dolar seviyesindeki toplam ithalat rakamlarinin yaklasik
60 milyar dolar azalarak 200 milyar dolar seviyelerine geriledigi goriilmektedir. Son olarak
Covid-19 salgimi sonunda toplam ithalat rakamlarinin 219 milyar dolar diizeyinde olustugu
gorulmektedir.

Kiiresel finans krizinin Tiirkiye ekonomisini etkiledigi diger bir kanal ise yatirim
kanalidir. Gelismekte olan iilkelerin tamaminda oldugu gibi Tiirkiye ekonomisinin de tasarruf
diizeyi diistiktiir ve kalkinma cabalari i¢in dis kaynaklara bagimli durumdadir. Tiirkiye gibi
gelismekte olan iilkelerin temel problemlerinden birisi literatiirde fakirligin kisir dongiisii
olarak isimlendirilen durumdur. Ozellikle gelismekte olan iilkelerde milli gelir seviyesi diisiik
oldugu i¢in kisi basina diisen milli gelir ve tasarruf diizeyleri de diisiik gergeklesmektedir.
Tasarruflarin diisiik olmasi i¢in ekonomik biiylimenin saglanabilmesi i¢in hayata gecirilmesi
gereken yatirimlarin gerceklestirilememesine neden olmaktadir. Bu kisir dongiiniin ortadan
kaldirilabilmesi i¢in iilkelerin dis kaynaklardan yararlanmasi gerekmektedir. Bu agidan
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bakildiginda Tirkiye’ye gelen uluslararasi dogrudan yabanci yatirim girisleri 6nem
kazanmaktadir. Tablo 3’te Tiirkiye’ye gelen Uluslararast dogrudan yatirimlarin toplami ve
dogrudan yatirim toplamu igerisinde Avrupa Birligi lilkelerinin pay1 gosterilmistir.

2008 Kiiresel Finans Krizi diinya genelinde yabanci sermaye akimlarinin azalmasina
neden olmustur (Karabiyik ve Anbar, 2010: 57). Bu azalmanin Tiirkiye ekonomisi lizerindeki
etkileri 6zellikle Avrupa Birligi tilkeleri {izerinden hissedilmistir. Tablo 3’ten de goriilebildigi
gibi 2008-2012 doneminde Tiirkiye’ye gelen uluslararasi dogrudan yatirim girislerinin %781
Avrupa Birligi {tilkeleri kaynaklidir. Bu yiliksek oran Avrupa Birligi iilkeleri tarafindan
kaynaklanan ve 2008 yilinda Tiirkiye’ye giris yapan 11 milyar dolarlik tutarin 2012 yilinda 7
milyar dolara diismesine ragmen 6nemini korumaktadir. Dogrudan yabanci yatirim kanali ile
kiiresel ekonomik krizin Tiirkiye ekonomisini olumsuz etkiledigi sonucu ortaya ¢ikmaktadir.

SONUC

Birgok iktisat diisiiniirli tarafindan 1929 Biiyiilk Bunalim sonrasinda yasanan en biiyiik
kiiresel ekonomik krizi olarak nitelendirilen 2008 Kiiresel Finans Krizinin etkileri basta
Avrupa Ulkeleri olmak iizere birgcok diinya iilkesini olumsuz sekilde etkilemistir (Kaderli ve
Kiictikkaya, 2012: 88). Avrupa iilkelerinde Yunanistan ekonomisi ile baglayarak diger iiye
iilkelere sigrayan borg¢ krizleri Tiirkiye ekonomisini de agikca etkilemistir. Ciinkii Tirkiye
ekonomisinin dis diinya ile iliskilerinde Avrupa Birligi tilkelerinin agirligi olduk¢a biiytik
boyutlardadir. Tiirkiye ile Avrupa Birligi arasindaki ekonomik ve sosyal iligkiler ¢ok uzun bir
tarihe sahiptir. Dolayisi ile Avrupa Birligi lilkelerinin yasadiklar1 ekonomik sorunlar, Tiirkiye
ekonomisini de olumsuz etkilemektedir. Bu etkilesim temel de iki ana yolla
gerceklesmektedir. Bunlar; dis ticaret ve yabanci sermaye akimlart kanallaridir. Tiirkiye nin
en biiyiik ticaret ortag1 Avrupa Birligi tilkeleridir. Avrupa Birligindeki olumsuz tablo Tiirkiye
thracatin1 olumsuz etkilemistir. Ayrica Tiirkiye’ye gelen yabanci yatirimlarin da ¢ok biiyiik
bir kism1 Avrupa Birligi Ulkeleri kaynaklidir. Bu nedenle yasanan ekonomik krizler yurt
disindan gelen yatinmlar1 da azaltarak Tiirkiye ekonomisini olumsuz yonde etkilemistir.
Ozellikle 2008 Kiiresel Krizini izleyen yillarda gerceklestirilen ihracat ve ithalat tutarlarin
azaldig1 goriilmektedir. Tiirkiye ekonomisine gelen dogrudan yabanci yatirimlarin 2008-2012
yillart arasinda yaklasik 9%78’1 Avrupa iilkelerinden saglanmaktadir. Kriz sonrasi dénemde
Avrupa Ulkelerinden gelen dogrudan yabanci yatirimlarda bir azalma agik¢a goriilmektedir.
Hem dis ticaret kanali hem de gelen dogrudan yabanci yatirimlar kanali ile basta Avrupa
iilkeleri ile olan dis ekonomik iliskiler nedeni ile Tiirkiye ekonomisinin 2008 Kiiresel Finans
Krizinden olumsuz etkilendigi ortadadir. Ancak Tiirkiye ekonomisi kriz sonrasi donemde
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hizla toparlanarak oOzellikle Avrupa Birligi iilkeleri ile kiyasladigimiz da Tiirkiye
ekonomisinin mevcut krizi ¢ok daha az bir hasarla atlatmis oldugunu séyleyebiliriz.
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Abstract

The Neutrality of Money Hypothesis argues that changes in money supply affect
nominal variables, whereas they don’t affect real variables. The study aims to examine the
validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in Turkish economy for the period 2006:QI-
2020:QlIl. In the study, it was used variables narrow-defined money supply and broad-
defined money supply variables with real GDP variable, Johansen Cointegration Test and
Gregory-Hansen Structural Break Cointegration Test methods were applied. Econometric
results show the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is invalid in Turkey. In this context, it is
concluded that monetary developments have an effect on real GDP. Therefore, such a result
should be taken into account in monetary policy applications.

INTRODUCTION

Societies have assigned different roles to Money beyond being a tool of change
throughout the history. Money has also undertaken functions at the same time as a means of
accumulating value and lending besides being a tool for the exchange of goods. Today, it is an
important tool in terms of economic policy and developments in amount of money have
different effects on economic indicators. In this respect, it is necessary to examine the effect
of monetary events on real events.

Monetary developments affect economic activity in different ways. Increases and/or
decreases in money supply directly affect real variables such as aggregate supply, aggregate
demand, employment, GDP and purchasing power, as well as nominal variables such as
prices, wages and exchange rate.

The Neutrality of Money Hypothesis has been put forward by Classical Economic
Approach and expresses situation that monetary events don’t affect real economic activities.
Other economic approaches that came after Classical Economic Approaches also put forward
important ideas on theoretical dimensions of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis.

There have been significant developments in monetary policy practices since 2006 the
study examined in Turkish economy. In this context, inflation targeting regime has been
implemented as a different monetary policy regime. The Central Bank of the Republic of
Turkey (CBRT) has realized a significant change in its components since 2012. Financial
stability objective has been added to price stability objective of the CBRT. After these
developments, it started to be implemented new monetary policy instruments.

It is tried to contribute to the literature both theoretically and econometrically In this
study, in which the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is examined in Turkey. In
this context, What are the theoretical aspects of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis? The
Neutrality of Money Hypothesis valid in Turkey? Answers to questions are sought. In this
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regard, firstly, it will be examined the theoretical dimensions of the Neutrality of Money
Hypothesis and the studies on Turkey and other countries in literature. In second part,
econometric application will be done using the quarterly data for the period 2006:Q1-2020:Q3
to investigate the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in Turkey. Finally, obtained
the findings will be evaluated.

THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK AND LITERATURE

In this section, theoretical approaches and studies for other countries and Turkey are
examined on the neutrality of money hypothesis. It is being discussed the effects of money on
economic and financial events by economic flows. Classical and Neoclassical Economics
approach attributes to money the role of a instrument that enables goods to change hands and
states that money doesn’t have any effect on real events. Accordingly, money doesn’t have an
impact on economic activities and causes price increases.

Classical Economic Approach argues that the economy will come to equilibrium at full
employment level due to flexibility of prices and wages, and states that real variables are
related to labor market and goods market. Accordingly, nominal wages and prices levels are
determined by monetary variables. Developments in real sector affect monetary events. On
the other hand, monetary events don’t affect real sector. This situation is called "The
Neutrality of Money" in Classical Economic Approach (Oguz, 2020: 166).

Basic classical macroeconomic theory states that it has no effect on real economic
variables of permanent changes in nominal variables in long-run. The long-run neutrality
proposition states that it has long-run consequences on real output level a permanent change
in money stock. Other classical hypotheses state it doesn’t have a long-run effect on
unemployment or real interest rates of a permanent change in inflation rate (King and Watson,
1997: 69).

On the other hand, Keynesian Approach explains the relationship between money and
economic activities over the interest rate. In this context, the change in money supply changes
money market interest rates and the change in interest rates has an impact on investments. The
relationship between production and interest rate is explained through IS-LM Model in
Keynesian Approach. According to I1S-LM Model, interest rate increase decreases total
demand and production level when income level is stable (Cengiz, 2008: 116-117).

Monetarist Approach always sees inflation as a monetary phenomenon and points out
that monetary policies are effective on economic activities. Monetarists argue that if increases
in money supply are greater than the rate of increase in national income, this will cause an
increase in general level of prices. Monetarists base their explanations about money on
Modern Quantity Theory and accordingly state that the rate of increase in money supply
should be equal to the rate of increase in national income.

Important findings have been obtained from studies on the validity of the Neutrality of
Money Hypothesis. Among these studies, Wallace (2005) examined the validity of the
Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in Guatemala during the period 1950-2001. The variables of
real gross domestic product (GDP), real GDP per capita, narrow-defined money supply (M1)
and broad-defined money supply (M2) are determined for the econometric model of the study.
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The results of the study in which Fisher-Seater test was applied reveal that the Neutrality of
Money Hypothesis is partially valid.

Tawadros (2007) examined the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in the
Middle East countries including Egypt, Jordan and Morocco for the period 1972-2002.
Seasonal cointegration test was used in the study in which money supply, price level and real
output variables were determined for the econometric model the findings show that the
Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is valid in the Middle Eastern countries studied.

Arintoko and Kadarwati (2009) examined the validity of the Neutrality of Money
Hypothesis in Indonesian economy for the period 1970-2007. The variables are determined
narrow-defined money supply (M1), broad-defined money supply, and real GDP for
econometric model of the study. The results of the study in which Johansen cointegration and
Granger causality test methods are applied show that the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is
invalid in long-run for the specified period in Indonesia.

Ekomie (2013) examined the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in Central
African Monetary and Economic Union countries (Cameroon, Central African Republic,
Chad, Congo and Gabon) for the period 1970-2008. Production at fixed prices and broad-
defined money supply (M2) variables are determined for the econometric model and Johansen
Cointegration Test method is used. Obtained the findings show that the Neutrality of Money
Hypothesis is valid in long-run in Central African countries.

Osuji and Okorafor (2013) examined the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in Nigeria
during the period 1972-2010. GDP, total money supply and public expenditure variables were
determined for the econometric model of the study and Johansen Cointegration Test, Error
Correction (ECM) Model and Granger Causality test methods were applied. obtained the
results indicate that the money supply affects GDP negatively.

Issaoui et al. (2015) examined the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in the
United States of America (USA), Morocco and Gabon during the period 1960-2011.
Structural Vector Autoregressive (SVAR) Model and Structural Vector Error Correction
(SVEC) Model methods were applied in the study and the findings show that the Neutrality of
Money Hypothesis is invalid in specified countries.

Tugcu (2015) has examined the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis using
the Hatemi-J Cointegration Test method in Turkey for the period 1960-2012. The variables
were deretmined as broad-defined money supply (M2) and real GDP for the econometric
modeling, The findings indicate that an invalid of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in
Turkish economy.

Biiyiikilgaz (2016) examined the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in the
Middle East countries between 1980-2015 using the panel cointegration test method. Broad-
defined money supply (M2) and GDP variables were determined for econometric modeling
and the findings of the study show that the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is valid in
specified countries.

Moreira et al. (2016) examined the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in the US economy
during the period 1959-2013 using the Generalized Moments (GMM) and SVAR model
methods. Econometric results show that the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is not valid in
the US economy.
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Sahin and Dogan (2017) examined the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis
in USA for the period 1959-2016 using the Exponential Generalized Autoregressive
Conditional Heteroscedasticity (EGARCH) Model and Asymmetric Dynamic Conditional
Correlation (ADCC) -EGARCH Model methods. Narrow-defined money supply (M1) and
industrial production variables are determined for the econometric model and the results of
the study indicate that money is not neutral in short-run in USA economy in the specified
period.

Bozkurt (2018) examined the validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis in Turkey
and Shanghai Cooperation Organization countries during the period 2000-2016. In the study,
Durbin Hausman Cointegration Test and Dumitrescu-Hurlin panel causality test methods
were used and for the econometric model, broad-defined money supply and GDP variables
were determined. Econometric results indicate that the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is
valid in Turkey and Shanghai Cooperation Organization countries for the specified period.

Oguz (2020) examined the validity of the neutrality hypothesis of Money in Turkey for
the period 2006-2016. Johansen and Gregory-Hansen Cointegration Test methods were used
in the study, broad-defined money supply (M2) and real GDP variables are determined for the
econometric model. The results show that the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is invalid in
Turkey during the specified period.

ECONOMETRIC METHODOLOGY

Firstly, stationarity analysis of the series is done. It is performed using Augmented
Dickey-Fuller (ADF) unit root test method of stationary analysis of the series. According to a
certain significance level, the basic hypothesis that "the series is not stationary, it contains a
unit root" is tested in unit root test. If test statistics values are greater than critical values as
absolute value, basic hypothesis expressed as "the series is not stationary, it contains unit
root" should be rejected. Time series generally don’t result as stationary according to level
values. In such a case, unit root test is performed again based on the first difference values of
the series. When the series are stationary, they show distribution around their mean.

After the ADF unit root test, Johansen cointegration test method was applied. Johansen
cointegration test is the most widely used and trusted cointegration test among standard
cointegration tests. The number of cointegrated vectors is decided by looking at results of
Trace Statistics and the Maximum Eigenvalue Statistics in Johansen Cointegration Test based
on a suitable lag value. When these two test statistics results are significant according to a
certain significance level, it is decided to reject the basic hypothesis, which states that there is
no long-run relationship between the variables. Accordingly, it is concluded that the number
of vectors specified in alternative hypothesis is cointegrated. Therefore, it is concluded that
series of variables move together in long run (Johansen, 1988; Johansen, 1991).

After Johansen Cointegration Test, Gregory-Hansen Structural Breaking Cointegration
Test method was used in the study. The Gregory-Hansen Structural Breaking Cointegration
Test is performed on three different models: break at intercept (C), break at trend intercept
(C/T) and regime shift (C/S), and this test is based on the assumption that structural break is
determined endogenous. (Gregory ve Hansen, 1996).
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The Gregory-Hansen cointegration test is performed according to the models specified
in following equations (1), (2) and (3). Accordingly, equation (1) shows the break at intercept
(C) model (Polat, 2017: 306-307).

Equation (1), p1 coefficient, before breaking constant term, uo coefficient, the effect of
breaking on intercept term, a1 coefficient, before breaking slope coefficient, a> coefficient,
after breaking slope coefficient shows the change that occurred (Polat, 2017: 306-307).

Standard cointegration tests assume that cointegrated vector doesn’t change with time.
On the other hand, Gregory-Hansen Structural Break Cointegration Test states that the
cointegrated vector will change endogenous at break time (Tiragsoglu ve Yildirim, 2012: 114).

DATA SET AND ECONOMETRIC RESULTS
The variables determined for econometric application of the study and information
about the series of these variables are shown in Table 1.

According to the series of variables and variables shown in Table 1, The data set is
quarterly and the sample period covers the period 2006:Q1-2020:QlIl. Time series of the
specified variables are provided from Central Bank of the Republic of Turkey (CBRT),
Electronic Data Dissemination System (EDDS). Accordingly, the data in table 1 consists of
variables and series of real GDP (Y), narrow-defined money supply (M1), broad-defined
money supply (M2, M3). Firstly, since the effect of seasonality on the real GDP series is
considered to be significant, this series is adjusted for seasonality with the moving average
method.

Noriega (2004), Westerlund and Costantini (2009) used three different money supply
definitions as variables in regression models. The regression model determined for this study
is shown in equation (4). In this study, identified for Turkey and equation (4), to the
regression model shown, three different money supply definitions including M1, M2 and M3
are used.

In the regression model shown in Equation (4), the Ly variable shows the real GDP with
logarithmic transformation. The variable LM1 shows the narrow-defined money supply that
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has been logarithmically transformed, and the LM2 and LM3 variables show the logarithmic
transformed broad-defined money supply. The coefficient ao refers to the constant term. The
coefficients a1, a2 and as denote the partial slope coefficients, €, denote the error term.

Firstly, unit root analysis of the series of variables was performed using the Augmented
Dickey-Fuller (ADF) unit root test method. In the application of ADF unit root test, the
optimum lag value was made according to the Schwarz information criterion, and highest lag
value was determined as 5. ADF unit root test was performed with a intercept and with both
intercept and trend according to level and first difference values, and obtained ADF unit root
test results are shown in Table 2.

According to ADF unit root test results shown in Table 2, it is determined that the series
belonging to all four variables, Ly, LM1, LM2 and LM3, are nonstationary according to their
level values and contain unit root with both constant and trend. According to ADF unit root
test results, which was reconstructed on the basis of first difference values of the specified
series and with both constant and trend, this time it is determined that the series don’t contain
unit root, in other words, they are stationary. According to these results, the basic hypothesis
that "series are not stationary, they contain unit root" is rejected.

After the ADF unit root test, the existence of long-run relationships between series was
investigated using the Johansen cointegration test and Gregory-Hansen structural break
cointegration test methods. First of all, Johansen cointegration test method was applied and
obtained the results are shown in Table 3.

According to the results in Table 3, trace statistics and maximum eigenvalue test
statistics values according to 1% significance level resulted significantly. Accordingly, it is
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decided to reject the basic hypothesis stating that there are no cointegrated vectors. These
results show that the variables Ly, LM1, LM2 and LM3, which determine the econometric
model of the study, are related in the long-run.

After Johansen cointegration test, Gregory-Hansen structural break cointegration test
method was applied. Gregory-Hansen structural break cointegration test results are shown in
table 4. According to cointegration test results with structural break shown in Table 4, break
at intercept (C) model and regime shift model (C/S) are found to be insignificant when
compared to the critical values of Gregory and Hansen (1996), according to the 5%
significance level and 2011:Q4 to 2017:Q2 breakpoints periods are determined to be
insignificant. On the other hand, break at trend intercept (C/T) model was found to be
significant according to the 5% significance level, according to which the period 2008:Q3 is
determined to be significant.

According to the results in Table 4, the basic hypothesis (Ho) stating that there is no
cointegration relationship break at trend intercept (C/T) model is rejected. Obtained these
results, money supply definitions in Turkey (M1, M2, M3) with real GDP (y) indicates that
the relationship existed between the long-run.

When the econometric results are evaluated in general, it is found that there is a long-
run relationship between the narrow-defined and broad-defined money supply variables and
the real GDP variable, and it is determined that the third quarter of 2008 is statistically
significant. In this context, it is concluded that it is invalid the neutrality of money hypothesis
in Turkish economy.

CONCLUSION

Monetary facts have an impact on economic activities. Economic flows have attributed
different roles to money in the discussions on the neutrality of money. In this framework,
classical economists see money as a instrument that performs the exchange function. Different
opinions are put forward regarding the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis, which states that the
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changes in money stock don’t affect real activities. Keynesian Approach argues that money is
effective on economic events. Keynesian Approach explains the effect of monetary events on
real sector over interest rates. Using the IS-LM Model, Keynesians argue that increase in
interest rates causes a decrease in aggregate demand and output level. Monetarist Approach
evaluates monetary events in a measured way and argues that the increase in money supply
should be as much as increase in production. Accordingly, it is stated that a monetary
expansion more than an increase in production will increase general price level.

There have been important developments in terms of monetary policy practices in
Turkey from 2006 until today. In this context, inflation targeting monetary policy regime has
been implemented since 2006, CBRT's objective was amended in component since 2012 and
later, new monetary policy instruments were implemented.

The validity of the Neutrality of Money Hypothesis is examined in Turkish economy for
the period 2006-2020, the results of this study demonstrate the Neutrality of Money
Hypothesis is invalid for specified period. Accordingly, narrow-defined and broad-defined
money supply in Turkey has an impact on real GDP.

The study findings are similar to findings of Tugcu (2015) and Oguz (2020) examined
in literature section, and differ with the findings of Biiyiikilgaz (2016) and Bozkurt (2018).

These results are also guiding in terms of monetary policies. Accordingly, it becomes
important for CBRT to take into account such a situation in its monetary policy
implementations.

The plagiarism and it’s detection has become a major problem in today’s Edu — tech
world. The advantage of being unique is not less important than any other valuable property.
Accordingly, the plagiarism itself is a key factor in terms of the development; as it
contributes to the uniqueness and differentiation through experimentations between two
python source codes or two java source codes. In this paper, we discussed about a new model
for the source code detection which works on the concepts of Machine Learning. The
machine learning algorithms are profound to get the most accurate results and thereby Naive
Bayes algorithm, K — Nearest Neighbor and ADA Boost Meta Learning Algorithm are
deployed in a combined manner. The final source code can be compiled and tested using the
designed model to get the desirable results. The conception, interpretation, experimentation
and results are discussed elaborately.

INTRODUCTION

The plagiarism is meant to be the replicating activity of one’s words or any other
material. It is also termed as paraphrasing. It is generally an immense challenge and a tough
task to familiarize the content with minimum values of plagiarism. Since the task of manually
detecting plagiarism in a large document database is very tedious and time-consuming,
efforts are continuously being made to automate the process. There are two main categories
of techniques for source code plagiarism detection: attribute-counting-based and structure-
based comparison. Attribute-counting-based techniques consider the number of occurrences
of different attributes in a file following certain criteria and different similarity measures are
used to obtain the similarity between files.. Attribute-counting algorithms are simple to
implement and execute faster. Structure-based methods, on the other hand, are more reliable
since they gather details of program structure for comparison of programs. However,
structure-based methods are computationally expensive. Hence, the aim of this research is to
develop a new strategy which combines the advantages of both the categories.

LITERATURE SURVEY
Farhan Ullah., et al., worked on the solving of the plagiarism problem in terms of the
academicians. A new technique was generated to detect the cloned or plagiarized content
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between the C++ and java source codes [1]. Yahya Ali., et al., worked on the frame work
design to detect the plagiarism in Arabic language. The detection of the plagiarism is a
difficult task due to the structure and principles of the Arabic language. The work is intended
to the detection of the plagiarism of the Arabic documents by using the logical representation
as paragraphs, words and sentences [2]. Saed Alrabee., et al., proposed a technique known as
SIGMA to identify the reused functions in binary code in terms of matching traces of a binary
code in its novel representation form named as the Semantic integrated Graph (SIG). The
results exhibited that the opted approach has yielded promising results [3]. Upul Bandra., et
al., worked on the new plagiarism detection method which is developed based on the attribute
counting technique. The proposed method is unique from the other methods as it is made
based on a meta — learning algorithm in order to enhance the accuracy rate of the plagiarism
detection system [4]. Berry M W., et al., explained the content on understanding the search
engines. The search engines are a way vague topics that we’re unfamiliar about. The search
engines are deployed in such a way that they supply the person with the information they
want instead of what they asked for [5]. Xin Chen., et al., worked on a metric based
Kolmogorov complexity among the information shared between two sentences. The metric
model designed is applied to calculate the amount of the shared information among the
programs. A new practical system termed to be software integrity diagnosis system was
implemented to work on the application effectively [6]. G Cosma., et al., extended the work
on surveying over teaching of programming on computing courses by the UK academicians.
The survey was intended to understand the context of source code plagiarism [7]. Sabestiaan
de Klerk., et al., discussed about the status of MBPA at a point of time. It is used as an
assessing method that incorporates the multimedia like video, audio, graphs etc.; to simulate
the work environment of the student [8]. Muhammad Farhan., et al., presented a methodology
of qualitative assessment along with an algorithm for measuring and the correlation. The
results are interpreted using statics generated in terms of the descriptive and graphical
methods [9]. Muhammad Farhan., et al., worked on the comparison of the computational
performance of developed algorithms with different video bites along with their processed
frames per second by analyzing it as per their corresponding bins. The mean, median and
max values are also compared for the processed frames [10].

OBJECTIVE OF THE WORK

The grail of the presented work is to concept and design an new model of the
plagiarism detection using the machine learning algorithms. The final detection tool is used to
detect the plagiarized content between two python source codes or two java source codes.

DETAILED PROCEDURE

The detection of the plagiarized content between two source codes is the most difficult
task to do manually. Thereby an integrated plagiarism detection tool was deployed using the
machine learning algorithms. This tool can be deployed to find the cloned content between
the source codes with much ease and less effort. The similarity in the source code is the
crucial factor to be counted in terms of the academics and the software industry. The
plagiarism in the source code, the similarity content can be suspicious. These types of codes
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share the similar type of code segments and are differentiated in the logic, functionality and
method. This intent of similarity is availed as the substantial evidence in plagiarism of a
source code. There is a specific feature for every language as they differ in their syntax and
sematic structure. When a student clones the logic of a source code and converts it to a
required format in the targeted language, that individual never gets the ability of thinking on
his own. There are even some tools available for the direct conversion from one language to
another language.

The plagiarism detection tool was concepted using the ML algorithms rather than the
old conventional methods which include the attribute counting, graph — based analysis and
structural methods. So, thereby we used the algorithms like Naive Bayes Algorithm, K —
Nearest Algorithm, and ADA Boost Meta Learning Algorithm. These algorithms all together
in a common model produce the best results when compared to the other existing models

a. Naive Bayes Algorithm : It is a classification algorithm intended to work on the
Bayes theorem of probability. It is independent from the general conventional predictors. It is
mainly used to build a model containing large sets of data.

b. K — Nearest Neighbor Algorithm : the KNN — Algorithm is a non — parametric
method intended for the classification and regression operations. An input when given will be
combined with the K — closest training examples in the feature space. The property values
which are counted as the output values will be an average one in the result.

c. ADA Boosting : The adaptive boosting is a meta algorithm and also considered as a
machine learning algorithm. The ADA algorithm is used to enhance the performance of the
detection tool to get the desirable results. The group of outputs all together is said to be the
final output of the file based on the classifier. Upon adjusting the configurations and
parameters, they achieve the optimal performance over a data set. Thereby, the ADA meta
boosting algorithm is termed as the best — out — of — the — box classifier.

EXPERIMENTATION

The conception and design are adhered to the machine learning algorithms. The aim to
clear the higher phases of plagiarism. The entire detection tool was designed using the python
programming language. The machine learning algorithms combined with the python
programming language are termed as the best collaboration so as to get the desired results of
detecting the plagiarized content. As a single algorithm alone cannot produce the final output
in a desired way, the combination of the machine learning algorithms together are deployed
in this. There are two main categories of techniques for source code plagiarism detection:
attribute-counting-based and  structure-based comparison.  Attribute-counting-based
techniques consider the number of occurrences of different attributes in a file following
certain criteria and different similarity measures are used to obtain the similarity between
files. Structure-based techniques derive information on program structure and obtain
similarity scores based on this information. Attribute-counting algorithms are simple to
implement and execute faster. Structure-based methods, on the other hand, are more reliable
since they gather details of program structure for comparison of programs.
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RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS

The new plagiarism detection tool has been concepted and designed in a way that is
identifies the cloned content between two source codes related to the java and python
programming languages i.e. either between two java source codes or two python source
codes. The final model deployed using the Naive Bayes Algorithm, K — Nearest Algorithm,
and ADA Boost Meta Learning Algorithm all together contributed for the best results. The
codes are compiled for the corpus demo, corpus demo example and the main code along with
the paraphraser & view code.

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TWITTER USAGE PRACTICES OF THE TURKIiSH MIiNiSTRY OF FOREiIiGN
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Abstract

The aim of this study is to show the effects of new communication technologies on
public diplomacy through the conceptual framework of "digital diplomacy" and exemplary
social media activities selected as the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Turkey.
For this purpose, "Twitter", a social media channel that offers the opportunity to write texts
with a maximum of 140 characters, called tweets, has been identified. Twitter is a popular
social network and microblogging site that is widely used today. Twitter creates a constantly
updated message timeline from ideas about life and Agenda to links and instant
developments, prompting users to answer the question of what they are doing. Social
networking sites such as Twitter are among the channels that government agencies often use
to communicate with the public. Public agencies share their services and public
announcements with the public through social networking sites. In addition, public
institutions can develop dialogical communication with their users through social networks.
Twitter, which can be used to share services or respond to comments, is thought to have
contributed to the formation of the public body's image. Through Twitter, public institutions
can understand not only what the public is talking about, but more importantly, how they
express themselves through the words and expressions they use. In this context, the posts on
Twitter accounts made by the Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs (@ TC_Disisleri) in
October, November and December 2020 will be analyzed using the content analysis method.

INTRODUCTION

New communication technologies have transformed diplomacy as well as their social,
economic and cultural effects and expanded the diplomacy repertoire of states especially with
the advent of the 21st century. The changes in public diplomacy have been expressed in
various terms such as "digital diplomacy", "e-diplomacy", "public diplomacy 2.0" parallel to
the developments in communication technologies. Regardless of what it may be called, with
the inclusion of the internet and social media in the socio-political equation, states have not
been able to watch this process. States have started to use digital communication networks as
an effective tool in their diplomatic activities. The advantages of new communication
technologies are the ability to respond immediately to international agendas, to interact
directly with foreign states as well as their people, and to develop a discourse that promotes
the country on the internet and enhances its image. In this context, the ways in which
diplomats benefit from various social media applications, their interaction with the people of
the countries they are abroad as diplomatic representatives, and the ways of addressing the

international public in the virtual environment emerge as a fruitful area of research in terms
of making sense of the use of digital diplomacy in practice.

PUBLIC DIPLOMACY

With the last quarter of the 20th century, the international system has turned into a
structure in which the need for international integration has become more prominent
(Keohane, 2002: 27-29). Public diplomacy has also emerged as an inevitable result of this
need. Even before public diplomacy was first used as a term in 1965 by Edmund Gullion
(Cull, 2009: 19), "public diplomacy" emerged as a form of relationship existing in
international relations. For instance, US President Franklin Pierce used the term "public
diplomacy" as a synonym for "kindness" in the London Times in 1856 (Cull, 2009: 19).
During the First World War, the concept of "open diplomacy" and the concept of public
diplomacy were also used to define new diplomatic practices. In an article published in The
New York Times on May 9, 1916, the following statements were made when referring to
public diplomacy: “One of the bad aspects of public diplomacy is to continue correspondence
and communication with the other nation constantly while expressing its own goals to the
other side together with taking the responsibility of its own nation.” On February 11, 1918,
US President Wilson used the following statements in a speech he gave at the congress:
“German Chancellor Georg von Hertling accepted the principles of public diplomacy
between us”. In 1928, Christian Science Monitor reporter J. Roscoe Drummond wrote an
essay titled "The Press and Public Diplomacy" and outlined the scope of public diplomacy.

References to public diplomacy are striking when talking about relations between
countries during the Second World War. In 1946, Belgian Foreign Minister Paul-Henri Spaak
delivered a speech on "Public Diplomacy Today" at the United Nations General Assembly.
London Times newspaper also defined “public diplomacy” as slogans and speech groups on
the principles of foreign policy. In the 1950s, "public diplomacy" started to replace
international information and propaganda more. Walter Lippmann stated that the
communication in the US and Russian relations during the cold war period can be considered
as public diplomacy practices. (Cull, 2009: 19-21).

Public diplomacy, which has a very long historical background, is called "traditional
public diplomacy" in the section up to the 21st century, and "new public diplomacy" since the
21st century (Brown, 1996: 102-127). While traditional public diplomacy is one-sided and
asymmetrical, the new public diplomacy is two-way and based on mutual interaction (Cevik,
2014: 21). Despite all the negative examples and wars experienced in the past, people's quest,
attempts, determination and efforts to reign peace are embodied under the concept of public
diplomacy (Tayfun, 2015: 3).

DIGITAL DIPLOMACY

Among the definitions of "diplomacy", which is a traditional method in international
cooperation, Bull (1997: 156)’s definition of "conducting relations between states and other
institutions in world politics through peaceful means” continues to be the most accepted
definition. Watson (1984: 33) also describes diplomacy as "negotiations between political
entities that recognize each other's independence”. Both definitions express a fundamental
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feature of diplomacy and include international actors' non-violent conciliatory approaches to
interstate interests. The important point to be conveyed here is that diplomacy actually
represents an advanced method of change management. Diplomacy involves a certain course
of action among international actors; however, the success or failure of these relations
depends on diplomats' ability to be properly aware of the evolving power Dynamics (Bjola,
2015).

By the end of the 1960s, some diplomats predicted that there would be a golden age in
communication due to the computer network. This foresight was a harbinger of internet-
based public diplomacy. In February 1968, Leonard Marks, one of America's leading
diplomats, director of the United States Information Agency, argued that a world information
network connecting computers would be a very important step towards lasting world peace.
According to Cull (2011: 2), as long as technology allows, different country cultures should
be able to enter homes all over the world. In fact, this was only possible in the mid-1990s
when the browser system named Mosaic enabled personal computers, which became
widespread in the 1980s, to access data platforms in the rapidly growing World Wide Web
system. Internet technology press releases as a means of communication are now becoming
an alternative to one-way and top-down communication. For example, The Voice of
America, the pride of American public diplomacy, was originally written broadcasting, later
turned into voice communication and today's online communication. Magazines became
online because the Internet was less expensive than print publication, and a "wireless file"
anthology of 'useful' American news and views sent to ambassadors since the early 1930s
was made available online and became a website.

There are some developments in diplomacy with the digitalizing world. After the hard
power evolved into public diplomacy, diplomacy started to take place in digital environments
in the world where the internet has shrunk. Digital diplomacy, which is a fairly new concept,
has a short history yet. The main point of digital diplomacy is the combined application of
social media and foreign policy. In 1984, a study on public diplomacy in a computerized
world was conducted by Allen C. Hansen. With an analysis called "Public Diplomacy in the
Computer Age", which investigates public diplomacy applied by the American Information
Agency, the concept of digital diplomacy has started to attract attention. The first email was
sent about the lifting of the embargo on Vietnam, and it was realized in 1994 between
Swedish diplomat Carl Bildt and US president Bill Clinton. Social media platforms started to
appear later in the digital world. The first virtual embassy was opened by Maldives in 2007,
followed by Sweden. Arturo Sarukhan, Mexico's Ambassador to Washington, was the first
ambassador to tweet in 2009 and states in his tweet that it is a good way to be able to talk
directly about America and Mexico from his personal Twitter account
(http://diplomacydata.com/history-of-digital-diplomacy-and-mainmilestones/). The White
House is the first presidency to use the official Twitter account (@White House). Helen
Clark, United Nations Development Program Director and former prime minister of New
Zealand, became the first high-ranking United Nations official to create a profile on Twitter
in 2010. The US embassy in Pakistan is the first diplomatic Facebook page with 1,000,000
followers. In 2013, Israel's Embassy in Washington created a fake profile for Iranian
President Hassan Rouhani on LinkedIn. In 2014, the US Department of State introduced
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official practices to be in contact with travelers interested in nuclear diplomacy. The sixty-
eighth US Secretary of State, John Kerry, joined Twitter and provided information on
America's diplomatic actions (@JohnKerry). The Russian Embassy made fun of NATO using
toy tanks on Twitter at @RusEmbassyUAE.

Yicel (2016: 748) examines diplomacy in three different categories: Diplomacy 1.0,
Diplomacy 2.0 and Diplomacy 3.0:

* Diplomacy 1.0 for classical diplomacy: In classical diplomacy dominated by hard
power, there were negotiations, sovereignty, mutual agreements, propaganda and hierarchical
structures within the framework of international relations and the most important actors were
statesmen, foreign ministers and diplomats.

* Diplomacy 2.0 for public diplomacy: After devastating world wars, especially during
the Cold War, soft power has been adopted instead of hard power and strategic
communication has replaced propaganda. Instead of threatening and frightening, the way of
affecting the people and establishing emotional bonds was preferred by using soft tools such
as culture, education, art and tourism. Now it is not the other diplomats that diplomats have
communicated with and tried to influence, but the peoples of other countries.

« Diplomacy 3.0 for digital diplomacy: Rapid advances in technology have also led to
improvements and changes in communication paths. Peoples, or users as the internet calls
them, have developed a new way of communicating on their own, without an intermediary.
The most important tool of Diplomacy 3.0 is social media and blogs. The viral interaction
experienced in the Arab Spring led to the rapid spread of social media use among people.
Instant sharing of such events in countries among people and gathering people with
announcements revealed the fact that statesmen should be in the cyber world and should
closely follow what is happening on digital platforms.

Public discourse has become grievous in relation to the world that was once seen as
free, open, and secure, but now feared to be torn apart.

METHODS

The main purpose of this study is to examine the use of social media in terms of
diplomacy. Accordingly, the social media network to be analyzed has been determined as
"Twitter", which offers the opportunity to write texts called tweets with a maximum of 140
characters. Twitter is a popular microblogging site that is used quite often today. Twitter
creates an ever-updated timeline of messages ranging from ideas about life and the agenda to
links and instant developments, and prompts users to answer the question about what they are
doing. "Twitter is a channel that allows its users to choose their” follow-up " Twitter accounts
in their own access area and each of them to have their own" followers ". (Marwick and
Boyd, 2016: 111-112). According to a study conducted in 2020, the number of active Twitter
users is over 340 million (https://datareportal.com/, 2020). When Turkey's 2020 Twitter
report has been revised, the total number of users is found to be almost 8.6 million
(https://digitalage.com/, 2020).

In this study, it was aimed to present an evaluation of the diplomatic activities carried
out on Twitter and to contribute to the literature on the subject. In line with this goal, the
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official Twitter account! (@TC_Disisleri) of the Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs was
selected as the sample area for the study. The tweets published by the Turkish Ministry of
Foreign Affairs between October 1, 2020 and December 31, 2020 in a three-month period,
October, November and December, were determined randomly.

A total of 620 tweets in the said twitter account were scanned backwards between 1-15
January 2021 and evaluated by content analysis. According to Bilgin (2006: 14-15), the
content analysis method aims to reach some results beyond the displayed type of information
based on some quantitative or qualitative data. Content analysis is important in that it enables
researchers to obtain some information about the message, channel, transmitter and receiver
of the message in a logical way.

Thus, based on the basic assumption that "social media is effective in diplomatic
communication”, it has been tried to reveal how the Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs uses
the twitter account. Question categories were created using studies on social media use (Cetin
& Elmasoglu, 2014; Ozgen & Elmaslioglu, 2016; Bayraktutan et al., 2012; Giiz et al., 2016).
Question categories have been prepared for the purpose of evaluating the use of social media
as a public communication tool. “Categorical analysis is one of the techniques used in content
analysis method, and it covers the grouping of a specific message by dividing it into various
units. In order for meanings to be processed, messages must be encoded " (Bilgin, 2006: 19).
In this context, the following categories of questions were created to seek answers within the

scope of the study:

1- Questions about the Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs account on Twitter

2- Questions about the total number of tweets between October 1 and December
31, 2020 on the Twitter account of the Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs

3- Questions about the subjects of the tweets in the Twitter accounts of the
Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs between October 1 and December 31, 2020

4- Questions about the language of the tweets on the Twitter accounts of the
Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs between October 1 and December 31, 2020.

5- Questions about the formats of the issues shared by the Turkish Ministry of

Foreign Affairs in their tweets between October 1 and December 31, 2020.

FINDINGS
In this section, the messages in the Twitter accounts of the Turkish Ministry of Foreign
Affairs have been evaluated considering the number, subject, format and direction of the
communication.

When the Twitter account of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs is examined, it is seen that
around 18 thousand tweets were posted. The number of followers is 1.5 million and the
number of accounts followed is 246. Given the accounts being followed, there are accounts

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belonging to organizations and persons such as President Recep Tayyip Erdogan
(@RTErdogan), Binali Yildinm (@BY), Presidency Digital Transformation Office
(@dijital), and Communication Presidency of the Republic of Turkey (@iletisim). The
foreign ministry is followed by many accounts belonging to the representative of Turkey
from abroad in connection with their activities. In addition, the accounts of important
bureaucrats working within the ministry are followed.

The total number of tweets published by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in the three-
month period between October 1, 2020 and December 31, 2020 is 620A total of 620 tweets
were shared, 234 (37.74%) in October, 154 (24.83%) in November, and 232 (37.41%) in

December.

In this study, which examines the use of social media for diplomatic communication,
another issue that is curious is what the content of the posts in the account of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs consists of. When the tweets sent from the analyzed account are evaluated in
general, it is seen that the ministry generally shares messages regarding corporate, political,
diplomatic activities and service issues.

When the issues shared by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs are examined, diplomatic
issues come first with 257 (41.45%) shares. Political issues come second with 155 (24.99%)
shares. Corporate-themed tweets come third with 111 (17.90%) shares, followed by service-
themed tweets with 97 (15.64%) tweets.

In the corporate category, the status of the representative offices opened abroad was
announced to the followers by supporting with numerical data. The number of our foreign
representation offices, which was 163 in 2002, increased to 248 in 2020. We are proud of
being the 5th country with the most foreign missions in the world, Europe-Africa as in the
tweet "We are together all over the World, #Mighty Turkey?’ In another post in the
institutional category, the working determination and effort of the personnel working in the
foreign representation offices are emphasized: “We are proud of our diplomats who work
devotedly for our country, with the love of the country and the nation all over the world. We

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sincerely thank all our colleagues who have successfully overcome the pandemic and many
difficult processes this year. We are a big family, we are Turkey!®”

In the tweets in the political category, comments and evaluations on current foreign
policy developments were highlighted. In the tweets in the political category, comments and
evaluations on current foreign policy developments were highlighted. For example, there are
posts that contain reactions to sanctions of the US against Turkey related with purchase of S-
400 missiles: “Foreign Minister Cavusoglu: Sanction is an attack on our sovereign rights
http://v.aa.com.tr/2092068*’. Another point highlighted in the political category is the
statements made by the minister Mevliit Cavusoglu. A statement made by the minister
regarding the sanctions tension with the US was retweeted and shared on the Twitter account
of Anadolu Agency: “Foreign Minister Cavusoglu: # The US proposes to establish a joint
working group on sanctions http://v.aa.com.tr/2093093°”

It is seen that contacts with international institutions, organizations and individuals are
highlighted in the diplomatic activities category as can be seen in the following tweets:
“#Secretary General of the Turkic Council Baghdad Amreyev @anreyev and Deputy
Secretary General @omerkocaman paid a visit to Minister of Foreign Affairs
@MevlutCavusoglu at his office on 30 December 2020.5” and “About the Visit of the
Minister of Foreign Affairs and Diaspora of Kosovo, Meliza Haradinaj-Stublla, to Turkey.”

In the service category, the introduction of citizens living abroad to Turkey through the
ministry and the cooperation of the ministry with other state institutions at the start of the
Covid 19 outbreak were emphasized: “"Koca Yusuf" became not only the name of our plane,
but also the name of hope. Despite the difficult conditions experienced in Wuhan on February
1, we successfully carried out our evacuation operation on the instructions of our President.
We are a big family! We are #Turkey!® “Ambassador Onur Ozgeri handed over the
certificates to Radio Lome (Togo) members who participated in the Online Next Generation
Journalism Training Program organized by Anadolu Agency and TIKA.®”

In the recommendation-wish and commemoration category, there are posts in which the
ministry's celebration of citizens' new year and terrorist attacks in friendly and brotherly
countries such as Yemen are condemned: “I wish 2021 to bring health, peace and happiness
for our nation and all humanity and I'm celebrating your new year. 1> “About the Attack
Targeting Yemeni Government Members at Aden Airport.}t”

One of the questions for which answers are sought within the scope of the study is
about the language usage patterns of the posts on Twitter accounts of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs between October 1 and December 31, 2020. Thus, it will be possible to obtain a
general idea about the extent to which it adapts to the dialogic communication features
defined as two-way communication in the posts made by the ministry. In this respect, when
the ministry has reviewed the technical features of the Twitter channel, 361 (58.22%) of the
tweets posted consist of retweets. “When users share tweets with their own accounts on
Twitter, it can offer content to new viewers with the feature known as "Retweeting", which
will make this tweet more widespread” (Marwick and Boyd, 2016: 113). It has been observed
that the said ministry mostly retweets tweets from the personal account of the Foreign
Minister Mevliit Cavusoglu. The other person accounts that are retweeted belong to the
deputy ministers. Institutionally retweeted accounts are predominantly the shares of twitter
accounts belonging to the departments of the ministry.

It has also been observed that the Ministry of Foreign Affairs contains URLS in its
Twitter posts. URL stands for Uniform Resource Locator. In its simplest form, URL is the
name of internet addresses. It is possible to find the resources sought through these addresses
quickly. The Twitter account of Ministry of Foreign Affairs used URLS in 115 (18.54%)
shares.

Another twitter feature frequently used by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs is the use of
hashtags. 72 (11.61%) of the posted tweets contain hashtags. Twitter channel can group
speech acts under a certain topic with its "#" (hashtag) feature. The "trendy topics" (TT) on
the Twitter home page are determined by hashtags. “Hashtags are an application that allows
Twitter to use the technical features of Twitter in order to attract social attention and direct
the public to a certain subject.” (Karatas and Binark, 2016: 432). Finally, the Twitter account
of Ministry of Foreign Affairs also preferred to send tweets directly. Tweets were sent
directly in 72 (11.61%) shares.

CONCLUSION

As a result of research carried out in the conceptual framework on digital diplomacy
Republic of Turkey Ministry of Foreign Affairs official Twitter account, it was seen that
Turkey's socio-cultural and tourist promotions, bureaucratic information about consulates,
ministry activities, cooperation with other countries, and social responsibility projects were
included in the posts. When digital diplomacy is defined as developing dialogue with foreign
peoples by using new communication opportunities and introducing and making the country's
foreign policy goals accepted, proactive use of social media also gains importance. In this
context, the daily language open to dialogue used in the official Twitter account posts of the
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Turkish Ministry of Foreign Affairs, retweets from the accounts of Foreign Minister Mevlit
Cavusoglu and other ministry bureaucrats, and extensive use of photo, video and URL links
in the content of tweets is a good example of a proactive social media strategy.

In addition, the social media strategy of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs also said to be
largely in line with Turkey's foreign policy orientation. For example, shares were made
defending Turkey's theses during the crisis with the United States, when Turkey purchased
the S-400 air defense systems. Looking at the formal characteristics of shared tweets, it seems
that there are shares that contain the most accurate retweet sharing, URL, direct tweet
sending, and hashtags, respectively.

Temettuat defterleri Osmanli sosyal ve ekonomi tarihinin en 6nemli kaynaklarindandir.
Bu defterler oncelikle ekonomik diizenlemelerin yapilmasi amaciyla yazilmistir. Ayrica
devlet gelirlerinin kontrol altina alinmasi, vergi konusunda yapilan yanlislarin diizeltilmesi,
vergi miikelleflerinin belirlenmesi ve biitce dengesinin olusturulmasi da amaclanmistir.
Temettuat defterleri, yazildig1 bolgenin niifusu, arazisi, yetistirilen toprak iriinleri, hayvan
tiirleri ve sayilari, ekonomik ve ticari hayat vs. bir¢ok konuda bilgiler vermektedir. Boylece
herkesten gelirine uygun olarak vergi alinmistir. Bu calismada 1845 yili 10572 numaralt
temettuat defteri esas alinarak Konya vilayeti, Hamid sancagi, Tefenni kazasina bagh
Yuvalak kdyiiniin sosyal ve ekonomik yapisi ile ilgili degerlendirmede bulunulmustur.
Oncelikle defterden Yuvalak kéyuniin nifusu ile hane reislerinin adlari, lakaplar1 ve
meslekleri hakkinda bilgi edinmek miimkiindiir. 1845 yilinda Yuvalak kdyiinlin hane sayis1
17, tahmini niifusu 85’tir. Kdyde en ¢ok kullanilan isimler Mehmed, Mustafa ve Osman’dir.
En ¢ok, sifata ve fiziki ozelliklere gore lakaplar kullanilmaktadir. Meslek olarak en ¢ok
ziraat¢l bulunmaktadir. Bunun yaninda, imamlik ve g¢obanlik da koydeki diger meslek
dallaridir. Kdyde insanlar ge¢imlerini tarim ve hayvanciliktan saglamaktadir. Koyde; bugday,
arpa, burg¢ak ve nohut iiretimi yapilmaktadir. En ¢ok kiiciikbas hayvanlar yetistirilmektedir.
Ikinci sirada biiyiikbas hayvanlar, iiciincii sirada yiik ve binek hayvanlari bulunmaktadir.
Ayrica ¢alismada, kdydeki hane reislerinin meslek gelirleri ile 6dedikleri yillik vergi cesitleri
ve miktarlar1 da ortaya konulmustur.

Abstract

Dividend notebooks are one of the most important sources of Ottoman social and
economic history. These books were written primarily for the purpose of making economic
arrangements. In addition, it is aimed to control the state revenues, correct the mistakes made
about tax, determine the taxpayers and establish the budget balance. Temettuat notebooks
provide information on many subjects such as the population of the region where it is written,
land, cultivated land products, animal species and numbers, economic and commercial life,
etc. Thus, tax was taken from everyone in accordance with their income. In this study, the
social and economic structure of the Konya province, Hamid sanjak, and Yuvalak village of
Tefenni district was evaluated based on the dividend book number 10572 of 1845. From the
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Temettuat notebook, it is possible to obtain information about the population of Yuvalak
village and the names, nicknames and professions of the household heads. In 1845, the
number of households of Yuvalak village was 17 and its estimated population was 85. The
most used names in the village are Mehmed, Mustafa and Osman. Nicknames are mostly
used according to adjectives and physical characteristics. There are mostly agriculturalists as
a profession. Besides, imam and shepherding are other professions in the village. People in
the village earn their living from agriculture and animal husbandry. In the village; wheat,
barley, vetch and chickpea are produced. Mostly, ovine animals are bred. Bovine animals are
in the second place, and cargo and riding animals are in the third place. In addition, in the
study, the professional income of the household heads in the village and the types and
amounts of annual taxes paid were also presented.

Icerik bakimindan ¢ok zengin olan Temettudt Defterlerinde hane reislerinin ismi,
unvani, meslegi, menkul ve gayri menkul mallar1 (tarla, bag, bahce, diikkan, kiiciik ve
biiyiikbas hayvanlar1 vb), yillik gelirleri ve vergi ddemeleri bulunmaktadir®. Temettuat
sayimlarin1 yapan tahrir gorevlileri biitiin hanelerin gelir kaynaklarini ayrintili bir sekilde
yazmislardir.

Temettuat defterinde hane reislerinin ve vergi miikellefi olan niifusun meslekleri agikca
kayit altina alinmistir. Hane reislerinin meslek bilgileri ismin hemen iistiinde ve hafif egik
olarak yazilmistir. Ilk sirada genellikle kdy imamlar1 yer almaktadir®. “Karye imami”,

“ziraatg1”, “coban” gibi meslekler yazildiktan sonra onun hemen soluna “bir senede vergisi”
yazilmistir. Onun solunda da “asar olarak bir senede verdigi” ile ilgili bilgiler yer almaktadir.
Hane reislerinin isminin altinda ise tarim arazileri, hayvan sayilari, yillik gelirleri ve vergileri

gibi diger bilgiler bulunmaktadir.

Tablo 1’de Yuvalak koyiindeki niifus bilgileri, hane sayisindan hareket ederek, her
hanede ortalama bes kisinin oldugu diisiiniilerek tahmini olarak verilmistir. Buna gore 1845
yilinda Yuvalak koyliniin hane sayis1 17, tahmini niifusu 85’tir. Toplamda Tefenni kazas1 ve
koylerinde 869 hane olup, bu hanelerde yasayan toplam niifus ise 4.345 kisi olarak tahmin
edilmektedir'®.

18. yiizyilin ikinci yarisinda Fas ve Endonezya gibi Miisliman iilkelere yayilan
Vehhabilik, 20. yiizyilin sonlarinda Kuzey Kafkasya’ya yayilmaya baslamigtir. Kuzey
Kafkasya’daki ilk Vehhabi toplumu 1970 yilinda Sovyet doneminde kurulmustur. O
donemde Vehhabiligin Kafkasya’da yayilmas: Batili iilkelerin ¢ikarlari dogrultusunda yer
almaktaydi. Ciinkii SSCB’de yasayan Miisliimanlarin imparatorluga kars: radikal konumunu
gostermeye calismislardir. 1990’larin basinda SSCB’nin ¢okiisiinden sonra misyonerlerin
bolgeye gelisinin kolaylastirilmasi, Vehhabiligin yayilmasi i¢in verimli bir zemin saglamistir.
Ote yandan, SSCB’nin uzun siiredir din iizerinde siirdiirdiigii yasak Kuzey Kafkas
Miisliimanlarinin dinin ve geleneksel Islam’in gercek dogasi hakkinda geri kalmasmna yol
acmistir. Dolayistyla misyonerler bu durumdan kapsamli bir sekilde yararlanmislardir.
Urdiinlii mesale tasiyicist ve ABD vatandasi olan Fethi el-Sasani, Cecenistan’da radikal
Vehhabi asiriliginin gelismesinde istisnai bir rol oynamistir. Cegen-Rus savasi sirasinda Fethi
el-Sasani, cemaat olarak bilinen bir Vehhabis taburu olusturmus ve savasi ‘kutsal savas’ ilan
etmistir. Ancak Fethi el-Sasani, Rusya Federasyonu ile savas bahanesiyle Kafkasya’ya
Rusya’dan daha fazla zarar verdigi disiiniilmektedir. Ciinkii yiizlerce genci etrafina
toplayarak onlar1 yaniltmis, bolgedeki barisi ve giivenligi tehdit etmistir. Bu durumda
bolgenin en gucll devleti olan Rusya, Cegenistan dahil Kuzey Kafkasya cografyasinda yikici
askeri operasyonlar baslatmistir. Tiim bunlarin sonucunda Islam’a inanan Kuzey
Kafkasyalilar, ciddi anlamda maddi ve manevi darbeler gérmiislerdir. SSCB’nin ¢okiisiinden
sonra Vehhabi asiriligi, Kuzey Katkasya’da sosyo-politik istikrar1 ve genel olarak bolgede
giivenligi bozan faktérlerden biri olmustur. Vehhabiler dnce Kafkasya’da geleneksel Islam’a
karst ¢iktilar ve bolgedeki din adamlarmnin liderlerini Islam diismanlar1 ilan etmeye
baslamislardir. Ayn1 zamanda Kafkasya’da geleneksel Islam’in yayilmasinda biiyiik etkisi
olan Naksibendi, Kadiri ve Sazili gibi Sufi mezheplerini ortadan kaldirmak i¢in silahli
miicadelelerini de yogunlastirmiglardir. Sonu¢ olarak Sufi mezhepleri ile Vehhabiler
arasindaki ¢atigsma artinca Kafkasya’da taninmis din adam1 ve Naksibendi seyhi Seyh Said,
Kafkas Miisliimanlar1 Vehhabileri bolgeden c¢ikarmaya c¢alismistir. Kuzey Kafkasya’da
Vehhabizmin herhangi bir sekilde yayginlastigi belki de tek yer Cegenistan olmustur. Bildiri,
Vehhabizmin dogusunu, asirilik¢r fikirlerini, Kuzey Kafkasya ve Cecenistan’daki gelisim
stirecini analiz etmektedir.

Wahhabism, which spread to Muslim countries such as Morocco and Indonesia in the
second half of the 18th century, began to spread to the North Caucasus at the end of the 20th
century. The first Wahhabi society in the North Caucasus was established in 1970 during the
Soviet era. At that time, the spread of Wahhabism in the Caucasus was in line with the
interests of Western countries. Because they tried to show the radical position of the Muslims
living in the USSR against the empire. After the collapse of the USSR in the early 1990s,
facilitating the arrival of missionaries to the region provided a fertile ground for the spread of
Wahhabism. On the other hand, the prohibition of the USSR on religion for a long time
caused the North Caucasian Muslims to fall behind on the true nature of religion and
traditional Islam. Therefore, missionaries took extensive advantage of this situation. Fethi al-
Shasani, a Jordanian torch bearer and a US citizen, played an exceptional role in the
development of radical Wahhabi extremism in Chechnya. During the Chechen-Russian war,
Fethi al-Sasani formed a Wahhabis battalion known as Jamaat and declared the war a "holy
war". However, Fethi al-Sasani is thought to have harmed the Caucasus more than Russia on
the pretext of war with the Russian Federation. Because he deceived hundreds of young
people by gathering them around him and threatened the peace and security in the region. In
this case, Russia, the strongest state in the region, launched destructive military operations in
the North Caucasus geography, including Chechnya. As a result of all these, the North
Caucasians who believe in Islam have suffered serious material and moral blows. After the
collapse of the USSR, Wahhabi extremism has been one of the factors that disturbed socio-
political stability in the North Caucasus and security in the region in general. Wahhabis first
opposed traditional Islam in the Caucasus and began to declare the leaders of the clergy in the
region as enemies of Islam. At the same time, they intensified their armed struggle to
eliminate Sufi sects such as Nagshbandi, Qadiri and Shazili, which had a great influence on
the spread of traditional Islam in the Caucasus. As a result, when the conflict between Sufi
sects and Wahhabis increased, Sheikh Said, a well-known clergyman in the Caucasus and the
Nagshbandi Sheikh Said, tried to drive the Wahhabis of the Caucasian Muslims out of the
region. The paper analyzes the birth of Wahhabiz, its extremist ideas, and its development in
the North Caucasus and Chechnya.

GIRIS

Islam dininin en sert diisiincelerini olusturan Hanbeli ekoliinden ¢ikan Vehhabilik, Orta
Arabistan’in Necd bolgesinde Muhammed b. Abdulvehhab (1703-1792) tarafindan ortaya
atilmistir. 1lk dénem Miisliimanhigina déniis davetleri yaparak Islamiyet’i tarih disina atan
Abdulvehhab, tarihsel siire¢ dahilinde Islamiyet’e girmis her tiirlii ilaveleri bidat olarak
degerlendirmis ve Islam dinini bunlardan temizlemeyi saglamak suretiyle kurtulusu ‘altin
cag’ olarak nitelendirdigi Vehhabilikte gormiistiir. Vehhabilik hareketi, 17. ve 18. ylizyilda
Ozellikle Hintli Miisliimanlar arasinda meydana gelen dinsel hareketlilikten bir parca
etkilenmis izlenimi vermesine ragmen daha ¢ok kendi mahalli kosullarinin tesiriyle 6zellikle
kendi yerli halkin hak ve ¢ikarlarin1 korumay1 amaglayan bir karakter arz eden fakat siyasi
tarafi agir basan dini bir olusum olarak goriilmektedir. (Bodur, 2003, s.7-8).
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18. ylizy1l ortalarindan giinlimiize kadar uzanan zaman diliminde Vehhabilik Siinni
Islam ile bircok defa kars1 karsiya gelmistir. Bu karsilasmalar bazen zorlu savaslar seklinde
bazen de genis bir siyasi edebiyat etkileri gilinlimiize kadar devam eden entellektiiel
tartismalar halinde olabilmistir. Vehhabiligin kurucusu Muhammed b. Abdulvehhab’in
goriigleri, Arap yarimadasinda hiikiim siiren milletler tarafindan iyi bilinen, miisterek bir
kiiltiirdlir. Vehhabilik, yeni bir toplum ve yeni bir devletin tesekkiiliinii saglamis ve
giiniimiizde Suudi Arabistan Kralligi olarak bilinen devlet meydana gelmistir. Islam
diinyasinin diger kesimlerinde ise Vehhabilik daha ¢ok salt bir entelektiiel etki birakmistir.
Oysa bu etki Vehhabi olmayan din bilginlerinin, islam toplumlarinin tarihi ve gelisimi ile
ilgili Vehhabi fikirleri yavag yavas asimile etmesiyle ortaya c¢ikmistir. Muhammed b.
Abdulvehhab’in devam eden etkisi onun yalnizca kendi yandaslarinca uygun goriilmesi
seklinde olmamis bununla birlikte goriisleri hem ge¢miste hem de giliniimiizde farkli
durumlarda reddedilerek siddetle karst ¢ikilmistir.  Muhammed b. Abdulvehhab’in
goriislerine siddetle karsi olan ve diismanca tavir sergileyen topluluk daha ¢ok Sufi ve Sufi
tarikatlar1 olmustur. Sufi gevrelerinin 18. ylizyildaki polemik edebiyati daha ¢ok Vehhabi
karsit1 eserlerle dolu olmustur. Bu eserlerde Muhammed b. Abdulvehhéb’a bir ¢esit seytan
nazariyla bakilmakta, goriisleri de Islam toplumu igin bilhassa da Sufi Islam yorumu igin her
zaman bir tehlike olarak bilinmekteydi. Vehhabiligin yaninda Islim diinyasinda degisimi
saglayan Sufililigin ve tarikatlarin niifuz kaybetmesine neden olan baska etkenlerde
mevcuttur. Zaman gectikge Vehhabilik kendisini yenilemis ve Islim toplumlariyla da
miinasebetlerini arttirmistir (Peskes 2003, s.414-415).

Vehhabi mezhebinin kurucusu olan Muhammed b. Abdulvehhab, ata ve ecdadinin
goriisleriyle yetinmeyerek dinde gayet asir1 tarafli bir inanct meydana getirmistir. Dénemin
ulemalar1 aleyhinde siddetli itirazlar ortaya atmakla kendisine inanmayanlarin kiifiir i¢inde
olduklarina kadar gidip bu ugurda actig1 savaslara Allah yolunda cihat ismini vermistir (Oral,
2014, 5.87).

Vehhabiler igin en 6nemli mevzu halifelik meselesidir. Hilafetin hiikiimlerine bagli
kalarak bunu Tirklere ve Arap milliyetciligine karsi kullanmislardir. Vehhabilik ayni
zamanda Araplar arasindaki milliyetgi hareketin, Tiirk yoOnetiminden kurtulusunun ve
0zyOnetim bilincinin uyaniginin da bir kaynagi olmustur. Vehhabiler tarafindan dini fikirler
altinda kurulan Arap hareketi, 19. yiizyillda daha da geligsmistir. Hatta bu hareketi basarili
kilmak i¢in gayrimiislim devletlerin yardimini bile almiglardir. Araplar arasinda milliyetgi
hareketin baglangic1 olan Vehhabi hareketinin etkisiyle Osmanli devletini devirmek i¢in gizli
bir sekilde cemiyetler kurulmustur. (Pasayev, 2007, s.160).

Vehhabilik en basindan itibaren Osmanli Imparatorlugu'na dogru yéneltilmis ve bu
devletin ¢okiisiinde de rol oynamistir. Bu nedenle, arastirmacilar arasinda Vehhabiligin
jeopolitik bir miicadele arac1 olarak Ingilizler tarafindan yapay olarak ortaya cikarildig
distintilmektedir. Vehhabizm, gelecekte ve giiniimiize kadar, jeopolitik muhaliflerine karsi
miicadelede Anglo-Saksonlar tarafindan defalarca kullanilmistir (Maevskaya, 2016, s.96).

Rus toplumunda, halkin kitle bilincinde ve hatta uzmanlar arasinda, ‘Vehhabizm’
kavrami uzun zamandir asirilik ve terdr eylemleriyle iliskilendirilmistir. Dagistan Devlet
Konseyi eski baskani Magomedali Magomedov, ‘‘Vehhabizm Islam’da geleneksel olmayan
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bir egilimdir’’ diye ifade etmistir. Rusya Yiiksek Konseyi'nin eski bagkani Ruslan
Khasbulatov, Vehhabiligi ‘dini mezhepgilik’ olarak tanimlamistir (Markedonov, 2010, s.6-7).

Kuzey Kafkasya, sosyal, politik, ideolojik nitelikteki tiim sorunlarin bir sekilde islami
bir bilesene sahip oldugu bir bélgedir. Islam, Kuzey Kafkasya halklarinin davranissal
kaliplara dayanan etnik kimliginin bir par¢asi haline gelmistir. Gegen yiizyilin son on yilinda,
Kuzey Kafkasya'dan Mekke ve Medine'ye giden toplam haci sayisi yiizbinleri buldu. Boylece
Islam'in yeniden canlanmasi, eski SSCB topraklarinda dinsel canlanma siirecinin bir parcasi
haline gelmistir. Belirli bir perspektiften bakildiginda, Islam’m Kuzey Kafkasya’nin siyasi
gercekligi tizerindeki etkisi o kadar buyik gorinlyor ki devletin sekiler karakterinde ciddi
bir deformasyon sorunu giindeme getirdigi anlasilmaktadir (Iskandaryan, 2004, 5.96-97).

Islam diinyasinda “Vehhabiler” olarak smiflandirilan Miisliiman Kardesler hareketinin
ideolojisinde de Ibn Teymiyye nin fikirleri dnemli bir yer tutmaktadir. Boylelikle 19. ve 20.
yiizyillarda ‘Vehhabilik® teriminin anlami genislemis ve Siinni Islam’daki tiim koktenci ve
radikal hareketlerin adi haline gelmistir. Kuzey Kafkasya Misliimanlar1 arasinda bu terim
tam da bu anlamda yaygin olarak kullanilmaktadir (Yarlykapov, 2000, s.4)

VEHHABILIGIN KUZEY KAFKASYA’DA ORTAYA CIKISI VE YAYILMASI

Vehhabiligin fikirleri, 19. ve 20. ylizyilin baglarinda Kuzey Kafkasya’ya niifuz etmeye
baglamistir. 19. yiizyilda Rusya'da yasayan en yetkili Islam ilahiyatcilarinin ¢ogu
Misliimanlar1 bu sozde dinsel harekete karst uyarmistir. XX. ylizyildan itibaren Kuzey
Cecenistan, Dagistan, Kabardey-Balkarya ve Karagay-Cerkesya’da, sézde Diinya Islam
Birligi (HIV) ve Suudi Arabistan tarafindan finanse edilen, goriiniiste Islam'm temellerini
incelemek i¢in Miisliman Azinliklar Dairesi aracilifiyla vakiflar ve kuruluslar kurulmaya
baslanmistir. Vehhabilerin faaliyetlerinin bir bagka unsuru da Cegenistan’daki militanlar i¢in
egitim kamplar1 diizenlemekti. Genglerin ideolojik ve askeri egitiminin yogun bir sekilde
yluriitiildiigli  biitlin  bir yeralti paramiliter kamplar ortaya c¢ikmistir. Dagistan’daki
Miisliimanlarin Ruhani idaresi'nin uluslararas1 béliimii baskan1 Kurbanhaji Omarashabov, bu
kamplar hakkinda sunlar1 ifade ediyordu: *“7-10 giinliik kurslar diizenlenip 6grenciler iicretsiz
olarak beslenir ve ardindan 50 ile 80 dolar arasinda para verilirdi. Bu da onlar i¢in biiyiik para
1di”. Burada Vehhabilerin yeni destek¢i ¢ekmesinin finansal bir yolunu goriiyoruz. Ayrica
Ogrencilerin ¢ogunlugu Orta Asya cumhuriyetleri, Kazakistan ve Rusya bolgelerinde ikamet
ediyordu. Urdiin, Suudi Arabistan, Cin, Misir, Malezya, Filistin gibi asirilik yanlis1 drgiitlerin
iiyeleri, Hattab kamplarinda eski SSCB cumbhuriyetlerinin temsilcileriyle birlikte egitilerek
deneyim aligverisinde bulunmuslardir. Ancak bu ideolojinin vaizlerinin faaliyet alan1 Kuzey
Kafkasya ile sinirli degildir. Vehhabiler Moskova, St. Petersburg, Rostov bolgesi, Stavropol
ve Kuban’da da goriilebilmektedir (Maevskaya, 2001, s.1).

Kuzey Kafkasya’da, Rusya’nin baska hicbir yerinde olmadig1 kadar Islam’a dayali
radikal ideolojilerin ortaya ¢ikmasi igin sosyal kosullar mevcuttur. Baslangicta Islam'daki bu
yenileme egilimi, yalnizca yar1 marjinal Islami entelektiiellerden taraftar bularak genis bir
popiilerlik kazanamamaistir. Ancak Sovyet ekonomisinin ¢okiisiinlin bir sonucu olarak niifus
yoksullastikca “Vehhabizm’ in popiilaritesi arttigt goriilmektedir. Kuzey Kafkasya
Vehhabiliginde birkag grup oldukea acik bir sekilde 6ne ¢ikmaktadir:
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1. Entelektiiel Vehhabizm: Bu grup, gilinlimiiziin kurucular1 ve liderlerinin yani sira
Sovyet sonrast donemde Orta Dogu’daki iiniversitelerde Islami egitim almis ve evlerine
donmekte olan gengleri igermektedir. Egitimlerinin geregi, mevcut liderleriyle geleneksel
Islam yapilarina entegre olmalarima izin verilmez.

2. Fakirlerin Vehhabiligi: Yoksul koyliler ve sehirlerin yoksul issiz niifusu,
Vehhabizm’de sosyal doktrinin sadeligini ve basit etik normlara siki sikiya baglilig1 esas alir.
Ahlaki olarak Misliimanlarin kardesligi ve birligi ilkesine inanilir.

3. Zenginlerin Vehhabiligi: Bu gruptakiler SSCB kaynakli yozlagsmis yapilara entegre
olmak istemeyen yeni ekonomik tipin ekonomik agidan basarili temsilcileridir. Refah i¢in
yiksek motivasyon art1 geleneksel dindarhigin temelleri digerlerinden dini mesafenin
gelismesine katkida bulunmuslardir (iskandaryan, 2004, s.101-102).

Kuzey Kafkasya’daki giiclii Islami akimlardan bir tanesi de Vehhabiliktir. 1980
yillarinin sonlarinda Kuzey Kafkasya’da Vehhabilik gerek Vehhabilik ve gerekse de Selefizm
ismiyle yaygmlik kazanmistir. Uzun donemdir Islam diinyasindan bagimsiz olarak hiikiim
siirmeye c¢alisan Kuzey Kafkasya Miisliimanlar1 Vehhabiligi islam alemine uyumlu olmanin
bir niteligi olarak goérmiislerdir. Bilhassa Kuzey Katkasya Miisliimanlarinin topluluklar
seklinde hac ve umre ziyaretlerini gergeklestirmeleri, bolgeye Ortadogu’dan gelen din
ogreticileri ve Ortadogu iilkelerine din egitimi almak i¢in giden Kafkas &grencileri
araciliftyla Vehhabilik Kuzey Kafkasya’da hizli bir sekilde yayilmistir. Her seyden evvel
Vehhabilerin varlikli finans kaynaklar1 bolgede tirlii tirli fakirlik icinde yer alan
Misliimanlar i¢in miithim bir cazibe merkezi haline gelmistir. Vehhabilerin finans
kaynaklarinin yani sira destekledikleri diisiinceler Islam acisindan bir Rénesans ve gelenekten
yoksun bir modernlesme havasi vererek inananlari etkisi altina almistir. Bunlarin yani sira
efsanevi Kaftkas miicahidi Seyh Samil’in yasaminin son zamanlarini Hicaz’da siirmesinin
Kafkas Miisliimanlarinin Suudi Vehhabiligine acik hale gelmesinin nedenlerinden birini
olusturmaktadir (Giirbiiz, 2012, s.317).

Kuzey Kafkasya Vehhabizmi ne kurumsal anlamda ne de dini arastirmalarda tek bir
egilim degildir. Bolgeden bolgeye, parametrelerini degistirebilen son derece heterojen ve
yalnizca disaridan genel bir yap1 olarak algilanirlar. Vehhabizm Kuzey Kafkasya’da 6zellikle
Cecenistan’a ve Otesine niifuz etmistir. Cecen savasi sirasinda dogal olarak radikallesme
yogunlagmistir. Ancak bu ideolojinin taraftarlarin1 yurtdisindan 6zellikle Suudi Arabistan ve
diger Orta Dogu iilkelerinden yardim almakla suglamislardir (Iskandaryan, 2004, s.99-100).

Kuzey Katkasya’daki Vehhabi olusumunun bélgedeki etkileri arasinda farklar olsa da
benzerlikleri agisindan tek bir simif olarak degerlendirilmektedir. Rusya Federasyonu,
Vehhabi goniilliilerinin politik muhaliflerine karsi cihat ilan ederek Kafkasya ve hatta daha
otesinde bagimsiz bir Islam Devleti kurmasmi kendilerine karsi bir tehdit olarak
algilamiglardir. Seriatin sert bir uygulayicist olarak goriilen Vehhabiler, yoresel dinsel
uygulamalar ve inaniglar tarafindan siirekli birtakim su¢lamalara maruz kalmislardir (Kaplan,
2015, 5.95).

Kuzey Kafkasya’da Vehhabilik, dogasi geregi daha ¢ok kapali kutu gibidir.
Muhtemelen Vehhabizm’in herhangi bir sekilde yaygimnlasip taraftar buldugu ilk yer
Cecenistan olmustur. Kuzey Kafkasya cumhuriyetlerindeki dini asirilik yanlhilarinin sayisini
yargilamak da bir o kadar son derece zordur. Vehhabizm’in taraftarlarinin sayisin1 kabaca
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tahmin etmeye ¢alisirsak Kuzey Kafkasya’nin her cumhuriyetinde aktivist ve radikal Islami
hareketlerin taraftar1 olan ve silahlanmaya hazir ylizlerce insan oldugu varsayilmaktadir.
Ancak genel olarak Vehhabiler’in niifusun Onemsiz bir azinligin1  olusturdugunu
soyleyebiliriz (Iskandaryan, 2004, s.104-105).

VEHHABILiGIN CECENISTANDA GELIiSiM SURECI

1990 yillarmin basindan beri siiregelen Cecenistan sorunu Kuzey Kafkasya’daki en
asirt catismalardan biri olarak diinya giindeminde yer almaya devam etmekte ve 2000
yillarinin basinda Rusya ile beraber Cegenistan’1 yonetmeye baslayan Kadirov idaresi altinda
Cecenistan’da belli bir diizeyde huzur saglandiysa da yine de Vehhabilere karsi catigmalar
devam etmistir. Diger yandan Kadirov yonetimi insan haklarmin ihlalinden ve Rusya’ya
yakin durusundan o6tiirli uluslararasi kamuoyu ve bilhassa yurtdisindaki Cegenler tarafindan
strekli tenkit edilmektedir.

1996 tarihinde Rusya Hukimeti ve Cecgen-ickerya hiikiimeti arasinda Hasavyurt
Antlagmasi imzalanmis ve bu anlasmadan &tiirii Cegenistan Rusya’dan fiili egemenligini elde
etmistir. Dudayev’in vefati miiteakiben ayni1 senede gerceklesen secimde Aslan Mashadov
cumhurbagkani olmustur. Mashadov, Moskova ile miizakere usuliiyle tam egemenligi elde
etmeyi hedeflemekteydi ve bu davranis egemenlik taraftarlarinin ¢ogunun yaninda Rus
yandaslar tarafindan da destek goérmiistiir. Ancak Aslan Mashadov iilkeyi dogru bir sekilde
idare etmeyi basaramamis ve Cegenistan’da karigiklik ve diizensizlik vasil olmustur.
Cecenistan’da etnik kimliginden baska kabile-asiret kimligi de hayli etkili oldugundan otiirii
kabileler ve asiretler arasinda siyasi ve ekonomik yararlar iizerinde g¢atigmalar meydana
gelmistir. Bilhassa Birinci Cecen Savasi akabinde ehemmiyetli niifuza sahip olan Samil
Basayev gibi komutanlar Mashadov’a karst olan kabilelerin dayanagini alarak adeta
ayaklanmistir. Boylelikle basta Basayev olmak iizere Cecen savasi komutanlar1 Mashadov’a
kars1 agik bir sekilde meydan okuyabilir hale gelmis ve Mashadov Cecenistan’in kontroliinii
kaybetmistir (Aktas-Wakizaka, 2019, s.232-233).

Vehhabilik bilhassa Cecen Savasi nedeniyle Cecenistan’da yayginlik gostermistir.
Bolgeye genellikle disaridan gelen miicahitler vasitasiyla yayilmistir. Cecen miicahitleri ve
efsanevi miicahit komutanlar1 olan Hattab araciligiyla popiiler hale gelmistir. Cegen
Vehhabileri Dudayev’e muhalif taraftar olarak ortaya ¢ikmuglardir. Savas ortaminda
Vehhabilik, Cegenler i¢in bir inang seklinden ¢ok bir yagam sekli halini almistir. Aralarindaki
farkliliklara ragmen Sufiler, Vehhabiler ve Kadiriler omuz omuza Ruslara kars1 miicadele
etmislerdir (Giirbiiz, 2012, s.317-318).

Arap diyarlarindan ve Afganistan’dan miicahitler Birinci Cegen Savasi’nda hayli faal
rol oynamig ve tiim Cegenistan’da koktenci zihniyeti duyurmuslardir. Bu vaziyet Cegen
halkinin dagilmasina sebebiyet vermistir. Dudayev idaresindeki idari kadro muhafazakar
bagimsiz Cecen devletinin kurulusuna yonelirken Vehhabiler ise tiim Kuzey Kafkasya’da
seriata bagli “Islam Devleti’ni” olusturmaya calistigindan &tiirii Cegenistan’in egemenligine
sicak bakmamistir. Bununla birlikte Cecen halki bir taraftan Rus isgaline direnirken diger
taraftan da i¢ miicadele ile kars1 karsiya kalmistir. Vehhabiler Cecenistan’daki miicadelenin
ruhunu ortaya koyan akimi tekfir etmis ve Birinci Cegen Savasi’ndan sonra Selefiler ve
Sufiler arasinda catismalar meydana gelmistir. Bununla beraber Vehhabiler Ortadogu
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iilkelerinden gelen finans destekleriyle kendi taraftarlarmmi cogaltmis ve Cegen-igkerya
hiikiimeti i¢inde giliciinii arttirmistir (Aktas-Wakizaka, 2019, s.233).

IIk Cecen savas sirasinda ve hemen ardindan Cegen politikacilar, direnisi orgiitlemek
icin kullanilabilecek ideolojik bir yapt ve ardindan devlet sorunuyla karst karsiya
kalmislardir. Islami bir kimligin, Islami bir devletin ve Islami mevzuatin olusumu,
politikacilarin veya saha komutanlarmin kendilerini gercek Islam’m yandasi olduklarimi ilan
etmislerdir. Selefilerden ‘Islam Muhafizlar1® olusturuldu. Mavladi Udugov, Zelimkhan
Yandarbiev, Samil Basayev gibi politikacilar ‘Vehhabiler’ ile iliskilendirilmistir
(Iskandaryan, 2004, s.104).

Vehhabilik Cecenistan’da bilhassa Samil Basayev ve diger komutanlardan ¢ok biiytik
destekler alarak ayrica 1998 tarihinde suray1 kurup Cecenistan iginde c¢ift baslh bir yonetim
durumunu ortaya ¢ikarmustir. Ik baslarda Mashadov Cecenistan’in tutucu liberal bir devlet
olmasint arzu ediyordu fakat Vehhabilerin ve komutanlarinin tahakkiimlerine daha fazla
dayanamayarak zaruri olarak Cegenistan’in Islam devleti oldugunu duyurmustur.
Mashadov’un prestiji ve uluslararast dayanagi biiyiik oranda zayiflamis ve Cegenistan’da i¢
catisma donemi bas gostermistir. Egemenlik taraftarlar1 arasinda Vehhabi olmayanlar
Vehhabilerin tahakkiimlerine ve siddetlerine ugrayarak bu siirecte Ahmet Kadirov gibi tutucu
geleneginin O6nemli isimlerinden “kétilinlin iyisi” diye tabir edilen Rusya ile anlagmaya
varmanin yollarin1 aramay1 benimsemis ve halk arasinda kaynag: belirsiz Vehhabilere karsi
tepki cogalmistir.

Cegenistan’in devletlesme yolunda ilerleyip ayni zamanda toplumsal barisi saglamasi
gerekirken 1999 tarihinde Basayev liderligindeki Vehhabiler Dagistan’a saldirarak oradaki
birgok kdylerde seriatin uygulanacagini ilan etmislerdir. Moskova, Volgograd ve Buynaksk
gibi sehirlerde terdr saldirilart meydana gelmistir. Bu saldir1 ve terdr olaylarina Rus ordusu
karsiliksiz kalmayarak Ikinci Cecen Savasi ortaya ¢ikmustir. Rusya’nin  saldirilarina
biitiiniiyle karsilik verilmesine ragmen bu savasta ABD’nin destekledigi Vehhabiler 6n
planda kalmistir. Bu durumdan dolay1 uluslararasi camia da Cegenistan’in hakliyken verdigi
egemenlik miicadelesine gerekli ilgiyi Vehhabiler’den dolay1r kesmis ve Cegen direnisi
uluslararasi toplum nezdinde yalniz birakilmistir (Aktas-Wakizaka, 2019, s.233-234).

Ikinci Cegen Savasi ile Vehhabilik Ruslar tarafindan daha ¢ok 6n plana ¢ikartilmis ve
Kafkas miicadelesi bir avu¢ Vehhabi asiricilii olarak nitelendirilmistir. Kendisinin de bir
Miisliman oldugu Rusya igisleri bakani Rasid Nurgaliyev 2004 eyliil ayinda yaptigi bir
konusmasinda Kuzey Kafkasya’nin tiimiiyle Vehhabizm tohumlarinin ekildigi bir saha
oldugunu ileri siirmiistiir. Kuzey Kafkasya’daki Selefizm resmi Islam &gretilerine karsi
¢ikarak ayn1 Vehhabilik gibi geleneksellesen Islami kiiltiirii reddetmislerdir (Giirbiiz, 2012,
s.318).

2006 tarihinde Mashadov’un vefati1 akabinde Cegen Yiiksek Seriat Mahkeme Baskani
Abdulhalim Sadullayev cumhurbaskani se¢ilmistir. Rusya karsit1 direnisin ideolojisi “Cegen
egemenlik miicadelesinden Vehhabilige donlismistiir. Bu siirecte Cecenistan’daki ve
yurtdisinda yasayan Cegenlerin destegini de kaybetmistir. Ozellikle Tiirkiye’de yasayan
Cecenler, Cegenistan’daki bu ayrismay1 anlamakta zorlanmislar, Vehhabiligi Islami bir
mukavemet oldugunu diisiinerekten Cecenistan’a bir siire daha destek olmayi siirdirmiislerdir
(Aktas-Wakizaka, 2019, s.234).
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SONUC

Kafkas halklarinin ¢ogunlugu tarafindan uygulanan Hanefi, Safii ve Sii mezhepleri
geleneksel olarak burada yerlerini almislardir. Azerbaycan’da ‘Siilik’, Dagistan, Cegenya ve
Ingusetya’da ‘Safiilik> yaygindir. SSCB’nin ¢ékiisiinden sonra Vehhabizm, etno-linguistik,
etno-demografik, etno-sosyal ve etnokiiltiir agisindan diinyanin essiz bir bolgesi olan
Kafkasya’da yayilmaya baslamistir. Bu mezhebin Kafkasya’da yayilmasi o&zellikle
Cecenistan’da taraftar bulmasi tarih boyunca bdlgeye yabanci olan Islami kdktendincilik
fikrinin yaygin olarak gerceklesmesine yol agmustir. Dolayisiyla Kafkasya’da Islami
koktenciligin yayilmasi, bolgede kalic1 baris, istikrar ve giivenligin yeniden tesis edilmesine
yonelik ciddi tehditlerden biri haline geldigini acik bir sekilde izah edebiliriz.

Cecenistan’daki Vehhabi asiriligini tarih boyunca geleneksel Islam’a bagli kalan Cegen
halkiyla iliskilendirmek elbette yanlis olur. Vehhabilerin keyfiligine ve asirilik¢t
faaliyetlerine kars1 Cegen halki tarafindan bircok protestolar diizenlenmistir. Ozellikle Cegen
Muftisi Ahmed-Hac1 Gadirov da dahil olmak iizere cumhuriyetin tim 6nde gelen dini
sahsiyetleri Vehhabilerin eylemlerini defalarca kinamislar ve asirilik¢1 eylemlerini Rusya’y1
Kafkasya’daki askeri operasyonlar1 yeniden baslatmaya tesvik eden bir faktor olarak
degerlendirmislerdir. Ancak yasadisi olarak kurulan seriat mahkemeleri ve sahra taburlari
Vehhabilerin kontroliinde oldugu i¢in silahsiz ve orglitsiiz halkin Vehhabilere kars1 herhangi
bir pratik islem yapmas1 miimkiin olmamuistir.

Ozet

XIV. yiizyilin sonlarinda Emir Timur’in Altin Orda hiikiimdar1 Toktamis Han {izerine
actigr 2 sefer sonucunda bu devlet gittikge zayiflamis, bu olaydan sonra XV. yiizyilin
ortalarindan itibaren de Altin Orda topraklarinda Kazan Hanligi, Kirnm Hanligi, Astarhan
Hanlig1 ve Nogay Ordasi gibi birbirinden bagimsiz hanliklar ortaya ¢ikmaya baslamistir.
Altin Orda Devletinin merkezini olusturan Saray sehri ve civar bolgelerde de 6ommas opaa (
Biiyiikk Orda) denilen yeni bir yapilanma kurulmustur. Biiyiik Orda, Altin Orda Devletinin
bagkenti olan Saray sehrine sahip olmasi nedeniyle kendisini Altin Orda’nin varisi olarak
gormiis bu yilizden de Altin Orda topraklarinda kurulan diger hanliklarla cekismeye
baglamistir.

Kirim Hanligr 1441 yilindan itibaren bagimsiz bir hanlik olarak ortaya ¢ikmis ve bu
tarihten itibaren kendisini Altin Orda Devletinin varisi olarak gorerek hem Biiyiik Orda’nin
merkezi olan Saray sehrini hem de Saray’n giineyindeki Asagi Idil bdlgesinde bulunan
Astarhan Hanliginin baskenti Astarhan sehrini ele gegirmeye ¢alismistir. Ozellikle Astarhan
sehrinin ticaret yollar1 {izerinde bulunmasi ve Biiyilk Orda ile Astarhan Hanlarinin ayni
soydan gelmeleri nedeniyle Kirim Hanlar1 bu iki hanlig1 birbirinden bagimsiz gérmemis,
Kirim’n tahrip edici seferlerinden her seferinde Astarhan’da nasibini almistir. 1478 yilinda
Mengli Girayin han olmasi ile Kirim Hanlig1 kesin olarak Osmanli Devletinin himayesine
girmis, bunun sonucunda da Kirim Hanlig’nin Biiylik Orda ve Astarhan Hanlig1 iizerinde
genisleme siyaseti hizlanmistir. 1466 yilinda Kasim Han tarafindan Astarhan Hanliginin
kurulmasi ile bu hanlik da Biiyiik Orda gibi Kirim Hanliginin diismanca siyasetinden nasibini
almistir. Kirnm Han1 Mengli Giray 1502 yilinda Saray sehrine girip buray1 tamamen tahrip
etmesi ile birlikte Biiyiik Orda Devleti ortadan kalkmig, Astarhan Hanligi kendisini Biiyiik
Orda’nin devami olarak gérmeye baslamistir. Sunu belirtmeliyiz ki bu hanlik Altin Orda’nin
yikilmasindan sonra kurulan Astarhan Hanlig1 diger hanliklara gore daha zayif bir karakter
tagimistir. Bu nedenle Astarhan Hanli kurulusundan itibaren bagimsiz bir politika takip
edememistir. Astarhan Hanlig1 bu nedenle Nogay Ordasinin, Kuzey Kafkasya’daki Cerkez
Beylerinin ve Kirim Hanliginin etkisine maruz kalmistir. 1523 yilinda Kirim Han1 Mehmet
Giray Astarhan {izerine bir sefer agmig bu sefer sonucunda Astarhan Hanligi Kirim Hanligina
baglanmistir. Ancak Mehmet Giray Astarhan seferi doniisiince Nogaylar tarafindan pusuya
diigtiriilerek oldiiriilmistiir. Daha sonra 1546-1547 yillarinda Kirim Hani olan Sahip Giray
Astarhan’1 kisa bir siire icin ele ge¢irip tahrip etmistir. Ancak Sahip Giray’da Astarhan’da
cok kalmayarak Kirim’a geri donmiistiir. Bu tarihten sonra Astarhan Hanligi 1556 yilinda
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Moskova tarafindan tamamen ele gegirilinceye kadar Kirim Hanligi ve Astarhan Hanligi
arasinda dogrudan bir iligski olmamustir.

Abstract

At the end of the 16 th century, as a result of the two campaigns of Tamerlane against
Tokhtamysh Khan, the Golden Horde was gradually weakened, after this event, from the
middle of the 15th century, independent khanates such as Kazan Khanate, Crimean Khanate,
Astrakhan Khanate and Nogai Horde began to be established in the territory of the Golden
Horde. A new structure called 6ommas opmga (Great Horde) was established in the city of
Saray, which is the center of the Golden Horde, and in the surrounding areas. The Great
Horde saw himself as the successor of the Golden Horde due to the fact that he owned the
city of Saray, the capital of the Golden Horde, and therefore started to compete with other
khanates established in the territory of the Golden Horde.

The Crimean Khanate emerged as an independent khanate since 1441, and since that
date, it saw itself as the heir of the Golden Horde and tried to capture both the city of Saray,
the center of the Great Horde, and the capital of Astrakhan Khanate in the Lower Idil region
to the south of the Saray. Especially because the city of Astrakhan is located on the trade
routes and the rulers of the Great Horde and Astarhan come from the same lineage, the
Crimean Khans did not see these two khanates independent from each other, and they
suffered great damage in Astarhan each time from the destructive campaigns of Crimea.
When Mengli Giray became a khan in 1478, the Crimean Khanate was definitely under the
protection of the Ottoman Empire, as a result, the expansion policy of the Crimean Khanate
over the Great Horde and Astarhan Khanate was accelerated. With the establishment of the
Astrakhan Khanate by Kasim Han in 1466, this khanate, like the Great Horde, got its share
from the hostile politics of the Crimean Khanate. When Crimean Khan Mengli Giray entered
the city of Saray in 1502 and destroyed it completely, the Great Horde State disappeared and
the Astarhan Khanate began to see itself as the continuation of the Great Horde. We should
note that this khanate, the Astarhan Khanate, which was established after the collapse of the
Golden Horde, had a weaker character compared to other khanates. For this reason,
Astrakhan Khanate could not pursue an independent policy since its establishment.
Therefore, the Astarhan Khanate was subjected to the influence of the Nogai Horde, the
Circassian Beys in the North Caucasus and the Crimean Khanate. In 1523, the Crimean Khan
Mehmet Giray started a campaign on Astarhan, and as a result of this expedition, the
Astarhan Khanate was attached to the Crimean Khanate. However, when Mehmet Giray
Astrakhan expedition returned, he was ambushed and killed by the Nogai. Later, Sahip Giray
captured and destroyed Astrakhan for a short time in 1546-1547. However, Sahip Giray did
not stay in Astrakhan long and returned to Crimea. After this date, there was no direct
relationship between the Crimean Khanate and the Astarhan Khanate until the Astrakhan
Khanate was completely captured by Moscow in 1556.

Ozet

1877 yilinda kurulan Osmanli Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Milli Mucadeleden 6nce ¢ok
onemli yardim faaliyetlerinde bulundu. Bu hizmetler Milli Micadele Déneminde artarak
devam etti. Bu yardimlar Hilal-i Ahmer hastanelerinin acilmasi, cephe gerisindeki yarali gazi
ve esirlerin tlrlii ihtiyaclarinin karsilanmasi seklinde siralanabilir. Cemiyet, sadece Milli
Miicadelede degil ayni zamanda Birinci Diinya Harbi’nde esir diisen kisilere de yardim
etmeye ¢alist1. Iste bu calismada Milli Miicadelede Yunanistan’in Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin
yardim faaliyetleri karsisindaki tutumu ele alinmistir. Yunanistan yardim faaliyetleri
karsisinda hem harp sahasinda hem de esirlere yardim konusunda Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin
bekledigi tutumu gosterememistir. Cemiyet de bu konuda Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer
Cemiyeti (Uluslararas1 Kizilhag Orgiitii) nezdinde gerekli tesebbiislerde bulunmaktan geri
durmamastir.

Abstract

The Ottoman Red Crescent, founded in 1877, carried out very important aid activities
before the National Struggle. These services increasingly continued during the National
Struggle Period. These aids can be listed as opening Hilal-i Ahmer hospitals, meeting the
various needs of wounded veterans and prisoners behind the front. The Society tried to help
people captured not only in the National Struggle, but also in the First World War. In this
study, the attitude of Greece's towards to aid activities of Hilal-i Ahmer Society during the
National Struggle has been discussed. Greece could not indicate the attitude expected by the
Hilal-i Ahmer Society in terms of aid activities, both in the battlefield and in helping the
prisoners. The Society did not hesitate to take the necessary initiatives in the presence of the
Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer (International Committee of the Red Cross).

Giris
Insanlik tarihinde savaslarda yaralanan kisilere yardim edilmesi ve esir diisen kisilerle
alakal1 olarak uluslararasi usul ve kaideler, 1864 tarihli Cenevre S6zlesmesi'ne kadar yoktu.
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Bu sozlesmeyi Osmanli Devleti, 5 Temmuz 1865 tarihinde imzaladi. Osmanli Devleti'nde
zikredilen yardim faaliyetlerini gergeklestirecek olan Hildl-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin kurulusu
1877 yilina kadar gerceklesemedi. Bunda o donem Avrupa'daki Kizilhaglara benzer bir
cemiyetin kurulmasinin hem halk hem de devlet adamlari nezdinde gereken Onemi
bulmamasi etkili olmustu. Bu tarihten dnce tibbiyeliler arasinda Hilal-i Ahmer ile ilgili baz1
tesebbiisler goriilse de sonugsuz kalmisti. "Hatta denilebilir ki, her ne kadar 1877 yili
Kizilay'in kurulusu olarak kabul ediliyorsa da esasl ve siirekli bir teskilatin ortaya ¢ikmasi
1911 yilinda gerceklesmistir” (Capa, 2010, s.11).

1911 yilinda tam olarak kurulusu gerceklesen Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti ayn1 yil patlak
veren Trablusgarp Savasi magdurlarinin yardimina kostu. Muhtelif ulagim giizergahlar
Uzerinden Trablusgarp'a giden sihhiye heyetleri zor sartlar altinda ¢ok énemli basarilara imza
att1 (Osmanlt Hilal-i Ahmer Mecmuasi (OHAM), Numara 1, s.18-20).

Trablusgarp Savasi'nin hemen ardindan baslayan Balkan Savaslarinda, Hilal-i Ahmer
Cemiyeti gerek Istanbul'da gerek Trakya'nin farkli noktalarinda birgok hastane agti. Bununla
birlikte Hiikkiimet hastaneleriyle diger hayir kurumlarinin hastanelerine de yardim etti
(OHAM, Numara 1, s.20-22).

Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Birinci Diinya Savasi'nda da istiin gayretler sergilemis, tim
cephelere yardim ulastirmaya c¢alismisti. Cemiyet, cephelerde hastaneler kurmus,
yetimhaneler agmisti (OHAM, Numara 3, s.61-63).

Bilindigi tizere Osmanli Devleti, 1. Diinya Savasi'ndan 30 Ekim 1918 tarihli Mondros
Miitarekesi ile yenik ¢ikti. Miitareke'ye ragmen Itilaf devletlerinin giristigi isgallere karsi
Tiirk halk: milli miicadeleyi baglatti. Miicadele, 9. Ordu Miifettisi Mustafa Kemal Pasa'nin 19
Mayis 1919 tarihinde Samsun'a gelisiyle birlikte yeni bir boyut kazandi. Daha orgiitlii ve
verimli calismak icin yayimlanan genelgeler ve toplanan kongrelerin ardindan Istiklal
Savasi'nin yol haritasi olarak nitelendirilen Misak-1 Milli kararlar1 ilan edildi. Bu kararlarin
son Osmanli Mebusan Meclisinde alinmis olmas1 bu tarihe kadar fiilen Istanbul'u elinde tutan
Itilaf devletlerinin tepkisine yol agt1. Itilaf devletleri 16 Mart 1920'de Istanbul'u resmen isgal
ettiklerini agikladi. Istiklal Savasi, Dogu, Giiney ve Bati cephelerinde olmak iizere ii¢ farkl
cephede cereyan edecektir. Dogu Cephesi Sovyet Rusya ile imzalanan 16 Mart 1921 tarihli
Moskova ve Kafkas Cumhuriyetleri (Ermenistan, Azerbaycan, Gurcistan) ile imzalanan 13
Ekim 1921 tarihli Kars antlasmalar ile kapandi. Giiney Cephesi ise Fransa ile imzalanan
Ankara Antlasmasi ile kapandi. Ancak Yunanistan'a kargit Bati Cephesinde yiiriitiilen
miicadele ¢ok daha uzun siirdii. Iste bu sebeple Hilal-i Ahmer'in Milli Micadele gtinlerinde
ihtiyag sahibi kisilere daha ¢ok yardim etmeye ¢alistig1 cephe Bat1 Cephesi olacaktir.

Istanbul'un resmen isgal giinii, itilaf askerlerinin baskin yaptig1 yerlerden biri de Hilal-i
Ahmer genel merkezi idi. Bu olaymn ardindan o dénem, Hilal-i Ahmer'in umumi katipligini
yapan Dr. Adnan Bey (Adivar), esi Halide Edip Hanim'la birlikte Milli Miicadeleye destek
olmak icin Anadolu'ya gecti. Adnan Bey'in yogun galismalar1 sonrasinda 1920 yilinin Ekim
aymda Ankara Hilal-i Ahmer temsilciligi kuruldu ve Anadolu'daki Hilal-i Ahmer merkez ve
subeleri ile temsilcilikleri Ankara'ya baglandi (Tiirk Basininda, 2019, s.13-14).

Istanbul'da Itilaf devletlerinin baskis1 altinda istenildigi kadar yardim faaliyeti icra
edemeyen Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Ankara giinlerinde ¢ok daha faal olmustu. Cemiyet,
Istiklal Savas1 giinlerinde yaralilarin tedavisi igin hastaneler acti (Kizilay Arsivi, No: 4/50;
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Ulugtekin, M.- Ulugtekin, M. G., 2013, s.105-108). Bununla birlikte Yunan isgali altinda
evsiz, barksiz sefil duruma diisen insanlarin beslenme, barinma ve tedavi gibi ihtiyaglarini
karsiladi. Ornegin Yunanllarm Karamiirsel'de yakip yiktigi 25 koy ahalisinin 8-10 bin
civarindaki niifusunun acil ihtiyaglarim1 karsiladi (Kizilay Arsivi, No: 1082/52, 1082/52.1;
Kizilay Arsivi Belgelerinde Savaslar, 2019, s.236-240). Yine Cemiyet, Yunanlilarin yakip
yiktig1 Manisa'nin Gordes kazasinda agikta kalan 20.000 kisiye acil yardim eli uzatti
(Hakimiyet-i Milliye Gazetesi, 26 May1s 1337).

Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Milli Miicadele giinlerinde isgal ve ¢atismalarin sebep oldugu
magduriyetlere karsi insani yardim faaliyetlerini icra etmeye ¢alisirken Yunan tarafinin bu
yaklasima genelde olumsuz ydnde yaklastigini soyleyebiliriz. Iste bu ¢alismada Hilal-i
Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin cephe hatti ve esir kamplarinda tutulan ihtiya¢ sahibi kisilere yonelik
yardim c¢abalar1 karsisinda ve esirlerin tekrar memleketlerine donmesi siirecinde Yunan
tarafinin tutumu ele alinmistir.

1. Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin Cephe Hattindaki Yardim Faaliyetleri ve
Yunanistan'in Tutumu

Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin Milli Miicadele'de en ¢ok vazife gordiigii cephe Bati
Cephesi olmustu. Ancak Cemiyetin bu insani vazifesi ¢cogu zaman Yunanlilar tarafindan
engellenmisti.

Bat1 Anadolu'da Hilal-i Ahmer tarafindan imdat heyetleri kurulmugtu. Bunlardan biri
de Alagehir'de faaliyet gostermekteydi. Buradaki imdat heyeti, 1920 yili Haziran ayinda
Alasehir'in Yunanlilar tarafindan isgali esnasinda Hilal-i Ahmer'in sahip oldugu uluslararasi
sifat ve vaziyetine giivenerek sehirde kalmisti. Ancak Yunanlilar doktor ve memurlart esir
etmiglerdi. Bunlar daha sonra Trabzon'da insani vazife yerine siyasi tesvik ve tahrikte
bulunan Yunan Salib-i Ahmer Heyeti'yle Biyik Millet Meclisi Hiikiimeti tarafindan
gerceklesen tesebbiis lizerine degistirilmisti (Ulugtekin, M.- Ulugtekin, M. G., 2013, s.142).

Yunanlilarin bu tarz olumsuz hareketleri Milli Miicadele giinlerinde oldukc¢a fazlayd.
Ornek sayisini ¢ogaltacak olursak eger Hilal-i Ahmer'in Gérdes kasabasinin muhtag ahalisine
dagitilmak iizere gonderdigi 15.000 kilo bugday, o giinlerde Gordes'i isgal eden Yunanlilar
tarafindan zapt ve gasp edilmisti. Yine Yunanhlar Afyonkarahisar' isgal ettikleri sirada orada
bulduklar1 Hilal-i Ahmer'e ait miithim bir miktar sthhi malzemeyi zapt ve gasp etmislerdi. 25
Nisan 1921 tarihinde Armutlu'dan Istanbul'a dénen ve icinde bir miittefik devletler tahkik
heyetinin de oldugu yiizlerce muhaciri tagiyan Hilal-i Ahmer'in Gulnihal Vapuru, Yunan
Aspis torpidosu tarafindan tevkif edilerek i¢inde zorla arama yapilmak istenilmis ise de
tahkik heyeti tarafindan yapilan itiraz {izerine bu aramadan vazgegcilmis ve birka¢ saat sonra
ayn1 vapur, ikinci defa olarak Micalis namindaki bir Yunan muavin kruvazorii tarafindan
tevkif edilmis ve Izmit Korfezi girisine kadar siiriiklendikten sonra zor bela serbest
birakilmisti. Yine Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin sithhi otomobillerinde kullanilmak iizere Sirp
bandirali Fethiye Vapuru'yla Gelibolu'ya gonderilen benzin, Yunanlilar tarafindan zapt
edilmisti. Yine 8 Mart 1922'de Mersin limanina girmek iizere olan italya bandirali Abbazia
Vapuru, Yunanlilarin Hierax Torpidosu tarafindan tevkif edilerek Pire'ye sevk edilmisti.
Yolda, vapurda bulunan Hil&l-i Ahmer esyas1 aranmisti. Arama esnasinda difteri, dizanteri ve
veba serumlarinin oldugu kutular ortadan yok edilmis ve mikroskop kutular1 dahi kiymetli bir
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sey zannedilerek anahtarlar istenilmeden kirilarak aletin ayna, platin ve adese gibi aksami
yerlerinden sokiilerek alinmist1 (Terctiman-1 Hakikat Gazetesi, 21 Mayis 1338).

Bu orneklerde de goriildiigli lizere Yunanistan'in uluslararasi usul ve kaidelere aykiri
hareketleri Hilal-i Ahmer'in yardim faaliyetlerini engellemekteydi. Ancak Bati Anadolu'daki
Yunan isgalinin bolge ve bolge insan lizerinde yarattig1 tahribatin asil sonuglar1 daha sonra
Yunan ordularinin Sakarya Muharebesinden sonra geri ¢ekilirken geride biraktig1 manzarayla
ortaya ¢ikmisti.

Yunan ordular yenilgiden sonra geri ¢ekilirken, Sivrihisar, Mihaligcik ve Haymana’nin
bitun koylerini yakmislar ve bu bolge sakinlerinin ellerinde ne varsa hepsini gasp ve yagma
etmislerdi. Diger taraftan bu tahribatin nasil ve ne maksatla yapildigin1 Meclis kiirsiisiinden o
donemin Yunan Bagvekili su sekilde ifade etmisti: “Sakarya’dan Eskigehir ve Kiitahya’ya
kadar biitiin sehirler ve koyler ve her tiirlii vesait-i miidafaa tamamen tahrip edilmistir, bu
vasi kita bir harabe, bir ¢ol haline getirilmistir” (Kizilay Arsivi, No: 252/94; Ulugtekin, M.-
Ulugtekin, M. G., 2013, s.151).

Iste bu zihniyetin geride biraktig1 Bati Anadolu, tam bir enkaz yigim halinde idi. Bu
sebeple acikta kalan insanlara Oncelikli olarak yer temin edip, beslenme ihtiyaglarini
gidermek, imdat heyetleri, dispanserler kurmak Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin ilk isleri arasinda
olmustu (Tirkiye Hilal-i Ahmer Mecmuasi (THAM), Numara, 16, 5.96-97).

2. Hildl-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin Esir Kamplarinda Tutulan Esirlere Yonelik
Yardim Faaliyetleri ve Yunanistan'in Tutumu

Yunanlilar Tiirk topraklarini iggal ettikleri zaman mahalli ahaliden kadin, gocuk, ihtiyar
demeden toplami on bes binden fazla kisiyi harp sahalarinda esir diisen askerlerle birlikte
kismen Yunanistan'daki esir kamplarina, kismen de Anadolu'da isgal altinda bulundurdugu
yerlere sevk ederek tevkif etmisti. Bu esirlerin memleketlerinden esir tutulacaklari yere kadar
yolculuk esnasinda ugradiklart bin tiirlii eziyetin gotiiriildiikleri yerlerde de devam ettigi
muhtelif kaynaklardan alinan bilgilerle teyit edilmisti. Yaklasik iki yildir esaret altinda
tutulan esirlerin ailelerine bir kez bile mektup goénderemeyenler olmustu. Esirler arasinda
goriilen hastaliklar siddetli tahribata yol aciyordu. Her tiirlii hukuki kaideye aykir1 olarak
siviller hapishanelerde tahammiil sinirlarini asan sartlar altinda tevkif edilmislerdi. Zabitan
maaglarint diizenli alamiyor, hastalarin tedavisi i¢in tabip ve ilag bulunmuyordu. En kiigiik
riitbedeki Yunan askerlerinin bile esirler iizerindeki keyfi muamelelerinde smir yoktu
(Ulugtekin, M.- Ulugtekin, M. G., 2013, s.182-183).

Yunanlilarin kamplardaki esirlere kars1 sergiledigi iste tiim bu gayri insani
davraniglarin son bulmasi i¢in Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti gerekli tesebbiislerde bulunmaktan bir
an olsun geri durmamisti. Oncelikle haberlesme sorununun ¢éziilmesi gerekiyordu. Zira
Yunanlilar, Yunanistan'daki Tiirk esirlerinin Hildl-i Ahmer vasitasiyla ailelerine
gonderdikleri mektuplarin zarflar1 iizerindeki adreslerini siliyor ve bu suretle esirleri
ailelerinden cevap almak imkanindan mahrum birakiyordu (Terciiman-1 Hakikat Gazetesi, 21
Mayis 1338). Bununla birlikte Yunanistan'daki Tiirk esirleri tarafindan ailelerine gonderilen
mektuplar Rumca yazdirilmakta ve Tiirkge mektup yazilmasi yasaklanmisti. Hilal-i Ahmer'in
Ankara'daki temsilcisi, bu mesele hakkinda Istanbul’daki merkezin dikkatini ¢ekmisti. Buna
gore 15 Ekim 1921 tarihine kadar Yunanistan'dan gelecek esir mektuplarmin Tiirkge
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yazildigiin goriilmemesi durumunda Anadolu'daki Yunan esirlerinin de mukabele bilmisil
olmak Uzere Turkce mektup yazmaya mecbur edilecekleri Ankara Hikameti Mudafaa-i
Milliye Vekaletince kararlagtirllmisti. Bu durumun Yunanistan'in Dersaadet Fevkalade
Komiserligine teblig edilmesi Hilal-i Ahmer Merkezinden istenmisti. Merkez de ilgili
makamlar nezdinde gerekli tesebbiiste bulunmustu (Osmanli Hilal-i Ahmer Mecmuasi
(OHAM), Numara 2, s.25).

Yunanistan'daki Osmanli Esirlerinin durumlarinin iyilestirilmesi i¢in Osmanli Hilal-i
Ahmer Cemiyeti, 20 EKim 1921'de Cenevre'deki Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'ne
telgraf ile miiracaat ederek bu duruma son verilmesi icin icap edenler nezdinde gerekli
tesebbiislerde bulunulmasini istemisti (OHAM, Numara 3, s.52).

Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Yunan makamlar1 gayri insani davraniglardan vazgecirmeye
calisirken Yunanlilar istenmeyen faaliyetlerine devam etmekteydi. Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti,
1922 yilinda Asinara'da bulunan Osmanli esirlerini aldirmak icin Umid Vapuru'nu tahsis
etmisti. Durumu itilaf Devletlerinin Istanbul Fevkalade Komiserligine bildirerek vapurun
Yunan donanmasi tarafindan taarruza ugramamasi i¢in Yunan Fevkalade Komiserligi
nezdinde yardimda bulunulmasi istenmisti. Itilaf Fevkalade Komiserligi, Hilal-i Ahmer'in bu
istegi iizerine Umid Vapuru'nun Osmanl ve itilaf bayraklar1 altinda seyahat edecegini Yunan
Komiserligine bildirmis ve Yunanlilar tarafindan tevkif edilmemesi i¢in icap edenlere bilgi
verilmesi istenmisti. Ancak Asinara'dan dénen Umid Vapuru 31 Mayis- 1 Haziran gecesinde
Marmara Denizi'nde bir Yunan torpidosu tarafindan tevkif edilmisti (OHAM, Numara 10,
s5.221).

Yunan makamlarinin bu yaptigt harekete ragmen Hildl-i Ahmer Cemiyeti,
Yunanistan'da muhtelif garnizonlarda tutulan Osmanli esirlerinin en muhtaglarina dagitilmak
iizere 1922 yilmin Agustos aymda 1.100 kat elbise ile 90 kilo kinin génderme karar1 almist1
(OHAM, Numara 12, s. 268).

Hilél-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, defalarca Yunanistan'daki Turk esirlerinin kétii durumlarindan
bahisle Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'inin bu hususta dikkatini ¢ekmisti. Yunan Hiikiimeti, Yunan
Salib-i Ahmer'inin miiracaatlarin1 dikkate almamig olmaliyd: ki oradaki esirler biiylik bir
kayitsizigin kurbani olmaktaydi. Ornegin Lefkada Adasi'nda bulunan esir zabitler birkag
aydan beri maas almiyorlardi. Yine gayr-1 sihhi yerlerden addedilen Eski Phaleres, Larissa,
Kato-Liossa ve Suda'da bulunan esirlerin daha sihhi yerlere nakledilmeleri ic¢in yapilan
miiteaddit miiracaata ehemmiyet verilmemisti.

Yunanistan'da esirlere karsi sergilenen muamele bu sekildeyken, Anadolu'da tutulan
Yunan esirlerine karsi gosterilen muamele taban tabana zitti. Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer
Cemiyeti, savas sirasinda Cenevre ve Lahey Mukaveleleri hiikiimlerine aykir1 bir sekilde
hareket eden devletleri gelecekte zikredilen bu mukavelelere riayet ettirmek carelerini
arastirmak maksadiyla savas sirasinda tarafsiz kalan devletler Salib-i Ahmerleri taratindan
secilmis bir komisyon kurmus ve komisyondan bu meseleye dair ayrintili raporlar
hazirlamasini istemisti. Bu baglamda Hilal-i Ahmer tarafindan da 1922 yili Subat ayinda
"Cenevre Mukavelendmesi'ne Taarruz Raporu™ namiyla bir rapor hazirlanarak Beynelmilel
Salib-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'ne gonderildi (OHAM, Numara 6, s.124-125).

Kayseri'deki Yunan esirlerini teftis eden Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer Murahhasi1 Doktor
A. W. Roehrich teftis sonras1 Hakimiyet-i Milliye gazetesine verdigi deme¢ 1 Subat 1922
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tarihinde Anadolu Ajansi vasitasiyla Istanbul'a haber verilmisti. Buna gore Roehrich Kayseri
esir garnizonunda bir¢ok Yunan esiri olmakla birlikte bunlarin "mureffeh denecek bir hayat"
sirdiiklerini  sOylemisti. Hatta Doktor Roehrich, "bunlarin béyle miskin  miskin
oturmalarindan ziyade yollarda ve tarlalarda ¢alistirilmalarint" tavsiye etmisti (OHAM,
Numara 6, s.126-127).

Ilerleyen giinlerde bu vaziyet karsisinda Tiirkiye Biiyiikk Millet Meclisi Hiikiimeti
Midafaa-i Milliye Vekaleti, Hilal-i Ahmer'e bir telgraf ¢ekerek sayet Yunanistan esirlere
kars1 aldig1 "lakayt vaziyeti" degistirmez ise Anadolu'nun da mukabele bilmisil tedbirlerine
basvurmaya mecbur kalacagini Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'ine bildirmesini istemisti. Hilal-i
Ahmer, durumun Yunan Hukdmetine bildirilmek Gzere Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'ine yazmisti
(OHAM, Numara 15, s.72).

Yunanistan'in Lefkada Adasi'nda bulundurulan esir Turk zabitlerinin birka¢ aydan beri
maas almadiklar1 ve gayr-1 sihhi yerlerde iskdn edildikleri yoniindeki Tiirk tarafinin
iddialarma kars1 Yunan Salib-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Yunanistan Umum Usera Miifettisliginden
alinan bir rapor yayimlamigti. Bu rapora gore Tirk tarafinin iddialar1 yalanlanmisti. Ancak
Tirk tarafinin iddialar1 Yunanistan'daki esir kamplarini ziyaret eden Beynelmilel Salib-i
Ahmer temsilcisi Mosyd Schatzmann'in hazirladigi raporlarda da yer almisti (THAM,
Numara, 16, 5.97-98).

30 Kasmm 1922 tarihinde Hilal-i Ahmer Usera Subesi tarafindan hazirlanan rapora gére
nihayet Yunanistan'da muhtelif mahallerde tutulan esirlerin ihtiyaclar1 karsilanmaya
baglanmisti. Bunda hem Amerikan Salib-i Ahmer ve Geng¢ Hiristiyanlar Cemiyeti hem de
Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'inin yardimlar1 gériilmiistii. Yardimlar sayesinde esirlere para ve paket
gonderilebilmisti (THAM, Numara, 16, s.97-98). Tarihe dikkat ettigimizde yardimlarin ancak
Istiklal Savas1 bittikten sonra ulagtirildigini anlamaktay1z.

3. Esirlerin Degisimi ve Yunanistan'in Tutumu

Savas sirasinda diisman eline diisen askerlerin isim listeleri, esir alan hiikiimetler
tarafindan hazirlanip Salib-1 Ahmerler vasitasiyla esirlerin mensup olduklart hiikimetlere
gonderilmesi  kaidedendi. Milli Mdicadele Donemi'nde Hilal-i  Ahmer Cemiyeti,
Yunanistan'daki Tiirk esirlerinin isim listelerini Yunan Hiikiimetinden istedigi halde bu
talebine beklenen karsiligi bulamamisti. Cemiyet, ayn1 mesele hakkinda defalarca Yunan
Salib-i Ahmer'ine de miracaat ederek Yunan Hikdmeti nezdinde yardimda bulunmasini rica
etmisti. Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'inden gelen cevapta Yunanistan'daki Turk esirlerinin isimlerini
havi dort cetvelin gonderildigi yaziyordu. Ancak Hilal-i Ahmer'e 1922 yilinin Ocak aymdan
evvel son alt1 ay zarfinda esirlerin sadece mensup olduklar1 kitalar bilgisi ile ailelerinin
adreslerini ihtiva etmeyen iki cetvel gelmisti. Diger taraftan Ankara Biiylik Millet Meclisi
Hikdmeti Midafaa Vekaleti, Hilal-i Ahmer vasitasiyla Yunan esirlerinin isimlerini havi
tafsilatl dort cetveli Yunanistan'a gondermisti. Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti bu durumu Yunan
Salib-i Ahmer'ine yazarak isin ehemmiyetle telakki ve takip edilmesi konusunda talebini
yinelemisti (OHAM, Numara 5, s.103).

Esasinda Yunanistan Hiikkiimeti, 1864'te Cenevre'de, 1899'da Lahey'de ve 1904'te yine
Lahey'de toplanan konferans kararlarini kabul ile bu babdaki muahedelere imza koymustu.
Ancak Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Yunanistan Hiikiimetinin bu mukavelelerin geregini yerine
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getirmedigini diisiiniiyordu. Bunu ispat icin de 1922 yilinda ¢ikardigi mecmuada birtakim
deliller ortaya koymustu. Buna gore Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Anadolu'daki Yunan esirlerinin
isim cetvellerini Yunanistan'a bu tarihten ¢ok zaman evvel gonderdigi halde, Yunan
Hiikimeti Osmanli esirlerine ait isim cetvellerini gondermiyordu. Cemiyet, striincemede
kalan bu meseleye son vermek igin Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'ne 8 Nisan 1922
tarihinde telgrafla miiracaat ederek Yunanistan eger bes giin icinde istenen cetvelleri
gondermeye karar vermezse Anadolu'daki Yunan esirlerine ifa eylemekte oldugu hizmete son
verecegini bildirmisti. Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer Cemiyeti 18 Nisan tarihli cevabi
mektubuyla bu telgrafi almadigini bildirdi. Hilal-i Ahmer Merkezine gelen bu mektup lzerine
Cemiyet hemen Beyoglu'ndaki Eastern Telgraf Sirketine bir mektup yazarak mevzu bahis
telgrafin ni¢in varmadigini sordu. Sirket, 25 Nisan tarihli mektubuyla telgrafin 8 Nisan
tarihinde Cenevre Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer'e gonderildigini ve ni¢in varmadiginin sebebini
ogrenmek i¢in tahkikata girisildigi yoniinde bir cevap vermisti. Sirketin telgraf hatlar1 Yunan
adalarindan birinden, Sira (Syra) Adasi'ndan gegiyordu. Bundan baska ayrica Miitarekeden
beri Hilal-i Ahmer'in boyle birkag telgrafi da varmamisti. Daha sonra anlasilmistir ki 8 Nisan
tarihli bu telgraf, Syra Adasi'nda Yunanlilar tarafindan alikonulmustu (OHAM, Numara 9,
5.194-197).

Esir listelerine iliskin Yunanistan nihayet 1922 yilinin Eyliil ayinda Phaleres, Pire,
Patras ve Kandiye'deki esirlere ait bir liste gonderdi. Bu konuda Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer'e
de bir mektup gonderdi. Mektubun bir sureti Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer tarafindan Hilal-i
Ahmer'e gonderilmisti. Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti "acayip oldugu kadar giiliing” olarak
nitelendirdigi "bastan asagi safsatadan ibaret olan bu mektuba" 1azim gelen cevabi vermisti.
Cevaptan anlagildigina goére Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'i, 16 Aralik 1920 ve 13 Agustos 1921
tarinlerinde "hi¢chir kiymeti haiz olmayan noksan iki liste gondermisti.” Ardindan iki sene
sonra 1922 yili Nisan ayinda esirlerin aile adreslerini ve mensup olduklar1 askeri kita
numaralarini ihtiva etmeyen ve yalniz bir sira isimlerden miirekkep Rumca yazilmis bir
cetvel gondermisti. Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, bu baglamda Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'inin kotu
niyet sahibi oldugunu diisiinmekteydi. Zira kendisi Anadolu'daki Yunan esirlerinin listelerini
Tiirkce olarak gondermemisti. Tiim Salib-i Ahmerler arasinda resmi dil Fransizca oldugu icin
gonderilen listeler Fransizca yazildigi gibi icap eden biitiin tafsilat da verilmisti.

Iste bu yiizden Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'inin gonderdigi eksik
listelerden dolay: istifade edememisti. Bu sebeple o giinlerde Istanbul'a gelen Beynelmilel
Salib-i Ahmer Katib-i Umumisi Mosyd Schlemmer'e durumu intikal ettirdi.

Mosy6 Schlemmer'in gerekli tesebbiislerinin ardindan Yunan Salib-i Ahmeri, listeleri
hazirlamak gorevi kendilerine verilen Tiirk zabitlerinin kasitli olarak yanlis hazirladiklaring,
ornegin askerleri, sivil ve saglikli olan kisileri malul olarak kaydettiklerini ileri siirerek
listelerin simdiye kadar gonderilmesindeki gecikmenin sirf zabitlerden kaynaklandigini ileri
stirmiistii. Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer'e 17 Agustos 1922'de
gonderdigi mektupta, Tiirk zabitlerine yonelik ithamlar1 siddetle protesto ettikten sonra
Yunanlilarin binlerce sivili yasl, kadin ve ¢ocuk demeden topladigini belirttikten sonra Tiirk
zabitlerinin Yunan memurlara hos goriinmek icin bu sivilleri listelere yazmayacaklar miydi
diye sormustu. Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Yunan memurlarinin iste bu sebeple gerceklerin
ortaya ¢ikacagi endisesiyle esir listelerinin gonderilmediginin anlagildiginin altin1 ¢izmisti.
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Ciinkii bu listeler Yunan esir karargahlarinda harp esiri telakki edilemeyecek binlerce esirin
mevcudiyetini ortaya koyacakti. Bu degerlendirmeler sonrasinda Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti,
Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer'den bu vaziyete son vermek i¢in Yunan Salib-i Ahmer'i nezdinde
gerekli tesebbiislerde bulunmasini istemisti (OHAM, Numara 13, s.4-7).

Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, sivil esirlerin iadesi konusunda Yunanistan'dan defalarca
istekte bulunmasina ragmen bir sonug alamiyordu. 30 Eyliil 1922'de yine Beynelmilel Salib-i
Ahmer'e bir telgraf gondermis, Yunan Salib-i Ahmeri nezdinde tesebbiiste bulunmasini
istemisti. Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer'den gelen cevapta bu konuda tesebbiiste bulunuldugu
bildirilmisti (OHAM, Numara 14, s.48).

Yunanistan'daki Tirk esirlerinin biiylik bir kisminin listesi miiteaddit miiracaatlara
ragmen nihayet iki sene sonra gelebilmisti. Yunanistan'daki Turk esirlerin isim cetvellerinin
bir kismi1 (Patras, Eski Phaléres, Kandiye, Pire garnizonlar1) geldikten sonra diger kismi
(Selanik, Preveze, Korfu, Yenisehir, Golos (Volos), Lefkas, Girid garnizonlar1) 1922 yili
Ekim ay1 basinda Yunan Salib-i Ahmer Cemiyeti marifetiyle alinmistt. Bu cetveller
garnizonlardaki esirler tarafindan hazirlanmisti (OHAM, Numara 14, s5.49-50). 1922 yilinin
Kasim ay1 baginda Tiirk esirlerine ait iki liste daha gelmisti (OHAM, Numara 15, s.73).

Istiklal Savasi'nin askeri safahatinin ardindan Lozan'da baslayan baris miizakerelerinde
Turk ve Yunan murahhaslari arasinda imzalanan bir itilafnameye gore Tirkiye ve
Yunanistan'da bulunan tiim sivillerin ve savas esirlerinin sayisina karsilik Yunan esirlerinin
miibadelesi kararlastirilmisti. Alinan karar geregince 4 Aralik 1922 tarihinde ajans lizerinden
Cemiyete bilgi gelmisti. Buna gore esirlerin miibadelesi hakkinda kurulan Tali Enciimen,
sivil esirlerin hemen serbest birakilmasina karar vermisti. Bu suretle Yunanlilar tarafindan
Anadolu ve Trakya'dan alinip gotiiriilen siviller derhal tahliye edilecekti. Savas esirlerinin
mibadelesi icin ise hemen bir komisyon kurularak Hilal-i Ahmer ve Salib-i Ahmer
Cemiyetlerinin bu ige nezaret edecekleri bildirilmisti (THAM, Numara, 16, s.99).

Yunan Salib-i Ahmeri, Yunanistan’a gétiiriilen Tiirk sivillere ait 1923 yili Ocak ayinda
bir kisim listeler gonderdi. Gonderilen bu listelerdeki sivil esir sayis1 toplam 3.651 kisi idi
(THAM, Numara 17, s. 120). Bu listelerin gelmis olmasina ragmen Yunanistan bu giinlerde
esir sayilarini tam olarak vermekten geri duruyordu. Ancak Tiirkiye Biiyiik Millet Meclisi
Hikdmeti ile Tadrkiye Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti, Yunanistan’in muhtelif yerlerindeki esir
sayilarin1 aliman mektuplardan dolayr ortaya c¢ikarmisti. Tiirkiye Biiylik Millet Meclisi
Hikdmeti, bu konuda Hildl-i Ahmer marifetiyle Yunan HukOdmetinin dikkatini ¢ekmisti.
Buna gore zaferden sonra Yunan Hiikiimetince isimleri bildirilen esirlerin miktar1 9.173 idi.
Fakat Yunanlilarin Bati Anadolu’dan zorla gotiirdiigii kisi sayist 10.742 idi. Trakya’dan
gotiirilenler ise bes bine yakindi. Bati Anadolu’dan goétiiriilenlerin isimleri ve nerede
bulunduklarma dair Yunan Hiikimeti bu tarihe kadar bilgi vermemisti. Bu sayilardan
hareketle Tirk tarafi Yunanistan'da, isimleri bildirilmeyen esirlerin toplaminin 13.076 kisi
oldugunu tahmin etmekteydi (THAM, Numara 18, s. 141).

Esirlerin karsilikli olarak miibadelesi, izmir civarindaki Urla Tahaffuzhanesi'nde ve
Istanbul'da gerceklestirilecekti. Hilal-i Ahmer, zikredilen tahaffuzhanelere yiiz ¢adir ve sthhi
malzemeler gondermisti (THAM, Numara 18, s. 141).

Esir miibadelesi igin uluslararas1 denetgiler de gorevlendirilmisti. Beynelmilel Salib-i
Ahmer tarafindan Atina'ya Miralay Wildbolz'un idaresinde bir heyet gonderilmisti. Tiirkiye
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Biiyiik Millet Meclisi HiikGimeti tarafindan ise Hilal-i Ahmer Usera Subesi Reis Vekili Ali
Muzaffer Bey tayin edildi. Ancak Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti esitlerin Izmir ve Istanbul’a
gelmesini beklerken Yunan tarafi yine sorun ¢ikarmaktaydi. Atina'daki Miralay Wildbolz
telgrafla, Yunan Hiiklimeti tarafindan esirleri tasiyan vapurlarin ddsnmesine engel olundugunu
ve Ankara Hikametinin durumdan haberdar edilmesini Hilal-i Ahmer'den istemisti.
Murahhas Muzaffer Bey'den de ayn1 mealde bir telgraf alinmusti. Diger taraftan Istanbul'da
yaymmlanan Rumca Hronos gazetesinde Yunan Hukdmetince, Yunanistan'daki asker ve sivil
Tirk esirlerinin gitmesine miisaade edilmemesinin emredildigi Atina'dan alinan bir telgrafa
atfen yazilmisti. Hilal-i Ahmer durumu Tirkiye Buyik Millet Meclisi Hik(Ometi Mudafaa-i
Milliye Vekaletine bildirdigi gibi 2 Mart 1923 tarihinde Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer
Cemiyeti'ne de ayrica bildirmisti. Diger taraftan Hilal-i Ahmer, Atina'daki Miralay
Wildbolz'a telgraf ¢ekerek esirlerin gonderilmesi hususunda icap eden tesebbiiste
bulunmasini istemisti. Wildbolz’dan gelen 5 Mart tarihli cevabi telgrafta Yunan Hiikkiimetinin
kararinda 1srar eyledigi ve miibadele islerinin kesilmesinin tekrar protesto edildigi yaziyordu.

Istanbul, Ankara, Atina ve Cenevre arasinda telgraflar gidip gelirken Hilal-i Ahmer
Reis-i Sanisi Hamid Bey, kamuoyunu aydinlatmak ve Yunanistan’in Lozan kararlarina aykir
hareketini anlatmak igin Istanbul’da yaymn yapan Journal d’Orient gazetesine 4 Mart 1923
tarihinde beyanatta bulunmustu. (THAM, Numara 19, s.180-182).

Hilal-i Ahmer'in meseleyi bu sekilde 1srarli takibi nihayet sonu¢ verecekti. Yunanistan
esir miibadelesine razi olmustu. 17 Mart 1923 tarihinde miibadele baglamis, 23 Mart ve 24
Mart’ta ilk vapurlar Tuzla Tahaffuzhanesi'ne gelmisti (THAM, Numara 20, s.218-220). Diger
taraftan 23 Mart'ta biri Pire'den, diger ikisi Girit’ten {i¢ vapur Izmir'e gelmisti. Bunlar1 Hilal-i
Ahmer gorevlileri karsilamisti. Cemiyet tarafindan 6nceden hazirlanan misafirhanede gelen
esirlerin her tiirlii ihtiyaglari karsilanmisti (THAM, Numara 20, s.223-225).

Bu son gelismelere ragmen esirlerin miibadelesi istenilen hizda gitmemekteydi. Hilal-i
Ahmer Cemiyeti, Yunanistan’daki esirlerin doniis islemleri icin 1923 yili Mayis ayinda
Istanbul’a gelen Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer heyetinden Yunanistan’dan heniiz donmemis
olan sivil esirlerin gonderilmesi i¢in yardim etmesini istemisti. Bunun {lizerine Pire’den 14
Mayis 1923’te esirler hareket etmisti (THAM, Numara 21, s.251-252). Esirlerin getirilmesi
icin faaliyetler sonraki aylarda da devam etti (THAM, Numara 23, s.304). Ancak tim bu
gelismelerden sonra bile Yunanistan'in esir listelerinin tamamin1 géndermesi ve esirlerin
memleketlerine doniisii Cumhuriyet'in ilanindan sonraya sarkmisti (Akgiin, S.K.- Ulugtekin,
M., 2001, s.49).

Sonug

1864'te Cenevre'de, 1899'da Lahey'de ve 1904'te yine Lahey'de toplanan uluslararasi
konferanslarda, savaglarda yaralanan ve esir alinan kisilere kars1 sergilenecek olan insani
muameleler belirlenmisti. Milli Miicadele'de Bati Cephesinde Tiirk tarafinin karsisinda yer
alan Yunanistan da bu konferans kararlarina aynen Osmanli gibi imza koymustu. Ancak
Yunanistan I. Dinya Savasi'ndan sonra Bati Anadolu ve Trakya'da baslattig1 isgallerde bu
usul ve kaidelere riayet etmemisti. Cocuk, kadin, yasl, sivil demeden kurallara aykir1 olarak
15 binden fazla insani esir almisti.
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Milli Micadele Donemi'nde muharebelerde yaralanan, esir diisen ve savasin getirdigi
yikict tahribata maruz kalan insanlara kars1 Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin yardim faaliyetleri

karsisinda Yunanistan'in tutumunun islendigi bu ¢alismada, Yunanistan'in hig te iyi bir sinav
verdigini sdyleyemeyiz. Yunanistan Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti'nin hem cephe hattinda ihtiyag
sahibi kisilere ulagmasin1 engellemeye calismis hem de gerek Anadolu'da gerekse
Yunanistan'daki esir kamplarinda gayri insani muamelelere maruz kalan esirlere yardim etme
cabalarina kars1 gereken isbirligini yapmamistir. Lozan Barig miizakerelerinde alinan esir
degisimi kararina da Yunanistan'in pek samimi bir sekilde karsilik verdigini sdyleyemeyiz.
Yunanistan'n bu tutumu o giinlerde Beynelmilel Salib-i Ahmer'in de dikkatini ¢ekmis
Yunanistan'a gonderilen tarafsiz heyetlerin teftis raporlariyla bu durum tescil edilmistir.
Yunanistan'in bu tutumuna ragmen Tiirk tarafi uluslararasi usul ve kaidelere uymaktan geri

durmamastir.

Abstract

Summary

The article analyzes the position of Turkey regarding the occupation of Crimea by
Russia and the holding of an illegal referendum on March 16, 2014. The statements of
R. Erdogan and other leaders of Turkey on non-recognition of the occupation of Crimea by
Russia are considered. Ankara's consistent adherence to the norms of international law and
the principle of the territorial integrity of Ukraine is noted.

The article examines the attitude of the Turkish authorities to the problems of the
indigenous people of Crimea — the Crimean Tatars, who are persecuted by the Russian
authorities. It is emphasized that the interest of official Ankara in this issue is due to the fact
that several million Crimean Tatars live in Turkey. Therefore, the Crimean Tatar problem for
Turkey is a matter of domestic and foreign policy. With its help, the ruling Justice and
Development Party demonstrates to its compatriot’s attention to the related Turkic and
Islamic people. And at the same time, it pursues a policy of protecting Turkish interests in the
Black Sea region with an emphasis on the rights of the Crimean Tatar people.

It is also noted that Turkey provides economic assistance to the Crimean Tatars forced
to leave the peninsula, helps in the construction of housing, and also tries to mediate between
Ukraine and Russia on the release of Crimean Tatars convicted in Crimea for political
reasons. In particular, thanks to the personal efforts of R. Erdogan, deputy chairmen of the
Mejlis of the Crimean Tatar people A. Chiygoz and 1. Umerov were released. Turkish
diplomats also express their readiness to continue to support the peaceful actions of the
Crimean Tatars aimed at protecting their rights; condemn the sentencing of Crimean Tatars
under articles on terrorism and extremism, which are used by Russia for political persecution
of opponents.

At the same time, based on its own economic interests, Turkey does not support the
sanctions against Russia imposed by the West for the seizure of Crimea and aggression in the
east of Ukraine. Economic relations with the occupied Crimea, investments in the economy
of the peninsula, transport links, contacts with representatives of the Crimean Tatar
organizations controlled by Russia are preserved. Turkey's policy is characterized as the most
pragmatic. On the one hand, Turkey supports the territorial integrity of Ukraine and is trying
to provide assistance to the Crimean Tatars, on the other hand, it uses the Crimean Tatar issue
to put pressure on Russia in Syria, Nagorno-Karabakh, trying to avoid open confrontation as
much as possible.

In the legal literature, the right to education is
characterized as a social value, and its social value is conditioned by the realization of this
right and the formation of the individual as a whole. Education, which is considered to be a
strategically important area of activity in society, is an important factor influencing social
processes, and it serves the formation of qualities - values that determine personality.
Democratic education guarantees the equal right to education to all members of society, both
healthy and people with disabilities.

According to statistics, one billion people in the world live with disabilities. In fact, if
we add the families of these people to the same statistics, about two billion people directly or
indirectly suffer from disability every day. In many parts of the world, people with
disabilities often live outside the community, deprived of the basic necessities of life. They
do not have or have very limited opportunities to go to school, work, live in their own
apartments, get married and raise their children, and participate in public life.

Ensuring the rights of people with disabilities as the most vulnerable and most
vulnerable segment of society is one of the most pressing issues not only in one country or
region, but in the world as a whole. According to UN statistics, 15% of the world's population
and 6% of the population of the Republic of Azerbaijan are people with disabilities. 568,149
people with disabilities live in the Republic of Azerbaijan, and 65,482 of them are children
under 18 years of age.

Twelfth-century Azerbaijani poet Nizami Ganjavi is an artist who has presented
invaluable pearls to the treasury of world literature. His love for his native Azerbaijan is
evident in his lyrical and epic works. In almost all of his poems, the poet described the plates
of nature, and in separate chapters described the mysteries and unusualness of Azerbaijani
nature in poetic colors.

Nizami connects the character of the heroes, their attitude to each other, the description
of the events with the hymns of the seasons. The mood of the image, the psychological state,
the description of the inner world of man are in harmony with the scenes of nature. The poet
compares the seasons of the year in particular; Spring is characterized by the seasons of
youth, youth, autumn and winter as motives of sadness, grief and illness.

In the poems of the poet, each chapter is described separately. Summer brings steam as
it comes, and fruits grow on the trees. The nightingale climbs to the top of the mountain and
sings. In August, the sound of crows is not even heard. Autumn brings a paleness around; the
wind withers the flowers, the garden is ruined, the trees are broken.

In the description of each chapter, Nizami lyrically conveys the emotions and inner
world of his heroes. The hero's courage and joy are presented in the spring, defeat, death and
sorrow in the autumn and winter seasons. In each chapter, the poet takes care of nature,
rejoices in the blossoming of flowers, mourns the fading of frost. The pleasure he derives
from nature manifests itself in a poetic way, especially in the description of spring. These
images help him to adapt to the development of events. It is no coincidence that Nizami, who
is compared to Goethe in the creation of images of nature, is superior to him in art.

X1l asr Azarbaycan sairi Nizami Goncavi dunya adabiyyati xazinasine avozsiz incilor
boxs etmis bir sonatkardir. Dogma vatani Azarbaycana mohabbati onun istar lirik, istarss do
epik ndvds yazdigi asarlords 6ziinti aydin gostorir. Sair, demak olar ki, bitlin poemalarinda
tobiot I0vhalorinin  tosvirine yer vermis, ayri-ayr1 fosillordo Azorbaycan tabistinin
osrarangizliyini, geyri-adiliyini poetik boyalarla tosvir etmisdir.

Nizami  gohromanlarin xarakterini, bir-birino minasibatini, bas veran hadisalarin
tosvirini ilin fasillarinin toronniimd ilo slagslondirir. Obrazin ohval-ruhiyyasi, psixoloji
vaziyyati, insanin daxili alaminin tasviri tabiat sahnalari ilo hamahanglosir. Sair xiisusila ilin
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fasillorini bir-birilo garsilasdirir; bahar dedikdo cavanliq, gonclik, payiz, qis fasillari hlzn,
kodar, xastalik motivlari kimi saciyyslondirilir.

Sairin poemalarinda hor faslin ayrica tasviri verilir. Yay 6z golisilo sanki buxar gatirir,
agaclarda meyvolor yetisir. Biilbiil dag basina qalxib mahni oxuyur. Avqust havasinda
toragaylarin sasi belo esidilmir. Payiz otrafa bir solgunluq gotirir; kilok ¢i¢aklari soldurur,
bag-bagca borbad hala diisiir, agaclar kiisir.

Nizami har bir foslin tosvirinds gohromanlarinin hiss-hayacanlarini, daxili alomini lirik
ricatlorlo verir. Qahromanin hiinari, sadlig1 bahar fasli, maglubiyyati, 6limda, kadari payiz, qis
fasillarinda tagdim olunur. Har bir fasilds sair tobistin qaygisina qalir, giillorin boy atmasi ila
sevinir, saxtanin onu soldurmasi ilo kadarlonir. Tobistdon alidig1 zovq xiisusils bahar faslinin
vosfindo sairano bir sokildo 06zinu gOstorir. Bu tosvirlor hadisalorin  inkisafina
uygunlasdirilarag onun komokgisi  olur. Tosadifi deyildir ki, tobiot tosvirlarinin
yaradilmasinda Gete ilo miigayiso edilon Nizami sonstkarligda ondan {istiin tutulur.

GiRiS

Ilyas Yusif oglu Nizami Goncovi Azorbaycan odobiyyati tarixinin godim d6vrdo
yetisdirdiyi nohong simadir. Yaxin Sorq odabiyyatinda “Xomso”nin asasini qoyan sairin
badiii irsi 9 asrdir ki, todqiqatgilarin arasdirmalarinda elmi-pedaqoji, ictimai-siyasi, badii-
falsofi mistovidos tohlil edilir. Lakin no godor ¢ox arasdirilirsa, Nizami dithasinin zonginliyi
bir 0 godar yeni nozariyyslor, konsepsiyalar, baxiglar ortaya ¢ixarir. Bu monada Nizami
yalniz sair, s0z ustast deyil, astronom, riyaziyyatci, natiq, filosof, tarix¢i, hiiqugsiinas kimi
“0z yaradiciliq taleyini dogma xalqinin hayat1 ilo six baglayan vatonparvar sonastkardir. Xalqr
dorindon sevmok, onun tarixini vo mduasir hoyatini mohobbotlo dyronmok, tiikonmaz
yaradiciliq xozinasindon istifado etmok, xalqin istok vo arzularini toronnim etmok sairin
asarlarina boylk bir hayat quvvasi, gabaqcil ideyalar gatirmisdir” [12, s.3].

Azorbaycan  odobiyyatinda Nizami sonotkarhigr tokco “Xomss” yaratmagla
saciyyolonmir. Sairin asarlorinds irali siirdiiyli ideyalar1 badii sonstkarligi da tamamlayir;
mosnavido gozallorin janra uygunlasdirilmasi, peyzaj lirikasi, lirik ricatlor, badii tosvir vo
ifado vasitalorindoan istifads va s. ilo do Nizami 6zlindan sonra bir moktab yaratmisdir.

LIRIK RICOT

“Ricot” orob mongali s6z olub monasi donmo, qayitma, konara ¢ixma demokdir.
Sonotkar tosvir etdiyi hadisalors, obrazlara minasibat bildirmoak i¢in siijet xattindon konara
cixir, lirik parcalar verir. Ricat vasitasilo oxucu ugun hadisalor daha da aydinlasir, obrazlarin
psixologiyasi, toSovvirlori, olub kegmisloro vo golocok hadisaloro  minasibati
muoyyanlagdirilir. Ricatlor oksaron duygulara giiclii tasiretma quivvasinoe malik olur. Daha
cox epik poemalarda istifado edilon ricatlora XII asr Azorbaycan sairi Nizami Gancavi
yaradiciliginda da rast galirik.

Nizami lirik ricatlorin boyiik ustasidir. Bu ricatlor asarin kompozisiyasinda 6namli rol
oynayir, OXucu ilo sairin Unsiyyatinin yaranmasinda ciddi ohomiyyat kasb edir. Lirik ricatlor
siijetin arxasinca gedon oxucunu bir ndv  hadisolorarast  diisiinmo fasilasino, nafasini
dormaya, oasordo bas veranlorin sosial-folsafi mahiyyostino varmasina sorait yaradir. Sairin
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epik poemalarinda “tosvir olunan insan obrazi, onun daxili alomi, intim diinyas1 ohats
olundugu canli alomlo tomasda verilir” [3, s.42]. Bu canli alom iss tobistdir. Obrazin daxili
tolatlimlori, psixoloji béhrani, miihits vo zamana munasibati tobatlo tomasda elo verilir ki,
canli 16vholor yaranir. Nizami bu l6vhalorin badii tesvirindo daha bir detaldan — ilin
fasillarinin tasvirinden ugurla istifads etmisdir.

BAHAR FOSLI

Ik falsofi-didaktik poemasi olan “Sirlor Xozinesi” aserinde manzum hekayatlordon biri
“Hindli mobidin hekayosi” adlanir. Mobid baggan1 seyr edir, bahardir, muxtalif gullor,
cicoklor baggani rongborong etmislor. Gullor elo boy qaldirib ki, qalxana banzayir.
Bonodvsonin saglar1 ¢iyinlorina tokullb, lalolor gah yaqut ronginfo alisib-yanir, gah da
incilorlo bazanib. Bir neg¢o aydan sonra homin bagcaya golon mobid basqga manzars ilo
qarsilasir; giil-gicokdon osar-slamat yoxdur, biilbiiliin yerini qargalar, giillorin yerini tikanlar
tutmusdur. Mobid belo noticoya golir ki, torpagdan vo sudan bas qaldiran har sey mohv
olmaga mohkumdur. Sanki sair tobiotin tosviri ilo insanlara ibrot dorsi verir, onlart xeyirli
islorlo maggul olmaga, s6hratparastlikdon uzaq olmaga gagirir:

Yaziq hardan bilsin ki, birco gunlik 6mri var,

Sabahi diigiinmadan bu giin olmus baxtiyar.

Bu dlnyada he¢ nayin vafast yoxmus — dedi.

Dardi ¢ox, Cafast ¢ox, safast yoxmus — dedi [11, s.152].

Sair Nizami tobiot vurgunu idi; onun gohromanlar1 da zirvesi qarli daglarin, zorif
¢omonlorin, mavi gollorin vo cosqun ¢aylarin, ceyranlarin vo Kokliklorin asiqi idi. Dogma
yurdu Gancanin, Bardonin tobiot manzaralarini o ilin buttin fasillorinds seve-seva vasf edirdi:

Gullar icindaydi mavi gayalar,

Min ranga ¢alird: orda ilk bahar.
Daglarin qoynunda ziimriiddan xali,
Heyran eyloayirdi fikri, xayali.

“Xosrov va Sirin” poemasinda Xosrovla Sirin bahar cagi Azorbaycan daglarim
gozmoya ¢ixirlar. Giillar, gigaklor gozallikda bahso girmislar, pards arxasindan ¢ixmis qizlar
kimi  gongadon konara ¢ixmis, utandiglarindan yanaqlart qizarmigdir. Biilbiiliin, turacin
nogmosi Uroklora od salir. Lalalor esqdon kdynayini yirtmis, reyhanlar heyratdon ollorini
uzlarine vurub qosa dayanmislar. Tobist do bahar fasli oldugundan sevinir, giiliir, insanlarin
ruhunu oxsayir, iki sevgili do uzun ayriliqgdan sonra indi bir-birina qovusmus, tobistin gozal
goynunda birlikds ova ¢ixmiglar. Tobistin sevinci onlarin sevincini daha da artirir.

“Leyli vo Macnun” poemasinda bahar faslindo ¢amanin tasviri verilir. Parisan, gom-
qussays batmis Leyli 6z gobilosinin qizlari ilo xurmaliq tamasasina gedir. Oxucu sanki al-
olvan bir giiliistana diisiir; qizilgiiliin qéngasi goy otlarin igarisindon bas qaldiraraq qizarmis,
lalo agilmisdir. Giillorin otri otrafi xos atirlo biirtimiisdiir. Tikanlar bas qaldirmis, korpa
sOyudlorin yarpaqglar1 kigik mehdon belo titrayir, bondvsonin saglari boynuna tokiiliib.
Nilufar suya sinasini sipar etmis, nargiilii tellorino sanos ¢okmisdir. Quslar da gomonzarda sos-
$aSo vermisdir.

Sordi xalisint sahraya min gul,

Bazadi torpagi siisanla stinbul.

Agacda gongalar baxdi géz-90za,
Bonzadi qaygisiz, giilar bir 0iza.

Bu monzaroni seyr edon Leylinin alisgib-yanan yaqut rongli
yanaqlarin1 goz yaslart boyayir. Biitiin alom sevinir, lakin Leyli bir sorvin altinda yalqiz
oturub gizlico sizlayir. Tabistin bahar ¢agi son, sevincli monzorasi fonunda dmriinun bahar
caginda olan Leyli géz yaslar1 tokur, kadarlonir. Konillora noso, sevinc gotiron bahar da
Leylinin konliinii aga bilmir, esqin garasizliyini ancaq ah ¢okmoklo ovudur. Nizami faslin
gozalliyi ilo Leylinin kodori arasinda tozad yaratmagla onun kodorini daha da tosirli edir.
Burada Nizami baharin tosviri ilo gohromanin ohval-ruhiyyassi arasinda tozad yaradir.

“Isgandornamo” poemasinda tarixi soxsiyyat olsa da, badii toxoyytlinin mohsulu kimi
yaratdig1 Isgondori Nizami Odlar yurdu Azorbaycana gatirir. Voton torpaginin gézoalliyi,
sorvati, insanlarinin qonagparverliyi Isgondorin Bardo hokmdar1 Niisaba ilo goriisiinda tosvir
edilir. Isgondor Bordoyo baharda golir. “Xozino sacan bu diyar’m, “mordlor, gozollor
yurdu”nun ilin biitiin fasillarinds g0zalliyini sair bir beytlo do olsa oxucunun gozi garsisinda
canlandirir. Bordo hor fasilds bir cir g6zaldir, insan bu torpaqda hiiziir tapir. Bu torpagin
naz-nemati 0 godor zongindir ki, biitin quslar yem ii¢iin bu yurda golir. Azarbaycan
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torpaginin zenginliyini Isgandorin gozlori 6niinds sargiloyen sairin dogma yurduna baglilig,
onun gozalliyi, insanlari ilo ytinmasi har satirds hiss olunur:

Barda na gozoldir, neca gasangdir,
Yazi da, qus1 da giildiir, ¢igakdir.

Niisabs ilo
goriisdo onu elgi sifotilo azdirmaga ¢alisan bu hokmdar gadinla séhbotdon sonra Isgondor
heyratini gizlodoa bilmir, g6zal oldugu godor do agilli, siyasatcil olan Niisaboys Isgondorin
rogbati artir, onunla dost kimi ayrilir. Sonralar ruslarin Bardoya hlicumunu va Niisabonin asir
aldigim1 esidon Isgonder Bardoya golib onu ruslarin olinden xilas edir.

Poemalarindaki lirik ricatlordon sairin bahar faslini ¢ox sevdiyi, bu foslo xiisusi ragbati
oldugu duyulur. Mohabbot poemalarinda asiglorin goriisiinii Nizami bahar faslinda verir.
“Yeddi gozal” poemasinda isa bahari sair ayrica 39 beytdo (78 misra) toronniim edir. Baharin
golisilo gomonds otlar Xizir kimi dirilik suyu tapir, comon yamyasil biiriiniir. Yer tizi giillorin,
gicoklorin otrindon miisk iyilo dolur. Gunosin {izii qis buludlarinin lokalorindan xilas olur.
Daglarin qari oriyib ¢aylarin géz yasina doniir, alom 0 godor yasillasir ki, insanin gézlori bu
monzaradon nurlanir. Suda biton nilufar do gundizlor yatib dincalir, gecalorss ayilir. Siison
galinin  logoklori qizilgiil kimi qizili, al rongo calir, sanki norgizin basinimn taci {igiin
hazirlanmigdir. Vohsi norgizin  logoklori gbvhara bonzor seh damlalalri ilo dolur, stsen
goOzlari isiqlandirmaq tgiin 6z lagaklorindon tutiya (g0z dormani) ovur. Biilbiil siibhacon
budagda nagmo oxuyur, bes névbo tobil ¢alir (burada Nizami bes dofo azan verilmasini
nozordo tutur — N.A.).

Poemalarda payiz faslinin tasvirino do genis yer verilir. Yena do sair gohromanlarinin
psixologiyasini, bohranli ¢aglarinin togdiminds lirik ricatlora yer verir. “Leyli vo Macnun”
poemasinda Leylinin 6liimii xazanin tasvirini veran lirik I6vhalarlo slagalondirilmisdir. Payiz
golisilo tokco tabiste, baga-bostana deyil, Leylinin oshvalina da tosir edir. Gulln, bulbulln
yerina budaqglarda bir yigin qara qarga toplasib. Sanki behistin yerino bir cohonnam peyda
olub. Glllor dosto-dasto tikana cevrilir, otlar da oriyib buxara doniir. Asigindon ayri
diisdiiyline goro Leyli xastolonib yorgan-dosoys diisiir. Qara qizdirmadan dodaqlart qaysiyir,
incalib ¢Opo doniir. Payizin kiiskiinliiyli, boadbinliyi sanki Leylinin shvalin1 tamamlayir.
Bunun bir tesadif oldugu yaxud sairin oxucusunu gohromaninin 6limiino hazirlamaq
mogsadi ilo verildiyi asas olmasa da, 6limun gatirdiyi kodorin bdyiik bir esqin ¢irpintilarina
son qoydugu payizin tasvirinds badii boyalarla niimayis etdirilir.

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Abstract

In the article on the example of the site «The Ukrainians» we analized the specific of
reporting in Ukrainian online journalism. It is noted, that for the development of the genre
system in the modern practical journalism influenced by a number of important factors of
socio-economic life: the formation of democratic values in society, decentralization of
management of creative and economic processes, removal of censorship restrictions, as well
as state pressure on journalistic groups, development of Internet communications, the
influence of foreign media.

The study emphasizes that reporting is a dynamic genre of journalism that actively
operates in the field of media, maneuvers quite easily in accordance with changes in audience
demand, and at the same time, undergoes certain «diffusion» processes. At the same time, it
is noted that reporting is a genre of information journalism, as it is always based on facts, it is
based on a true, reliable reflection of the event, but the event in the report is not finished, but
in the process of development, dynamics. The author not only describes the phenomena and
processes, but also with the help of various pictorial and expressive means shows their
development, which allows the reader to believe what is happening. All this determines the
peculiarity of this genre.

The main accent in the study is on the fact that reporting as a genre that emotionally
and accurately, with the help of verbal details, quickly conveys the essence of an event,
process or event is actively used in various types of media. Recently, due to the rapid
development of online journalism, reporting is increasingly occurring in online publications.

The purpose of the study is to investigate the peculiarities of reporting by a separate
Internet resource.

Achieving this goal involves solving the following specific tasks: to track the main
components in the construction of a report in a separate online publication; identify priority
thematic areas of reporting materials; Find out what types of reporting are constantly used on
«The Ukrainians» website.

The subject of the study was the analysis of the online publication «The Ukrainians».
The selected resource has a permanent section «Report» and regularly publishes articles in
this information genre.

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Introduction

When Kenneth Nnebue’s home video film, Living in Bondage ventured into the houses
of the Nigerian elites and middle class, (due to its non-affordability by the poor) who had the
VHS player in 1992, a national cinema was born. However, precursory to the birth of the
video film medium in Nigeria, celluloid films were produced by cineastes such as Ola
Balogun, Eddie Ugboma, Adamu Halilu, Ade Afolayan, Jab Adu among others. The influx of
the VHS medium in the houses of the priviledged in the late 1980s and 1990s was not only
germane to the success of the birth of Nollywood, another factor that propelled its formation
and popularisation of a national cinema, is the Nnebue phenomenon (the home video film,
Living in Bondage). The Nnebue experiment with the VHS medium was successful with the
socio-cultural motif explored in the aforementioned classic. In fact, his exploration of themes
that cuts across modern Nigerian societies and his utility of the Igbo language but subtitled in
English in his home video film, was the impetus for the appropriation of this Igho language
home video film as the first Nollywood home video. Nick Moran’s coinage of the term
Nollywood no doubt, is rooted in his notion of Nigerian cine narratives being popular among
Nigerians, Africans and Nigerians in the European, Asian and American Diaspora, thereby
gaining the status of a cinema industry like Bollywood in India and Hollywood in the United
States of America. Before now, the Nigerian film audience had come across American,
Indian and Chinese films. Films that were exhibited by the British colonial masters had
imperial tendencies. Lebanese film investors also capitlised upon the economic viability,
rising popularly and wide acceptance of the film medium by indigent Nigerians in plying the
film trade.
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The film adaptation of Wole Soyinka’s Kongi Harvest by Francis Oladele’s Calpenny
Productions opened new vistas to the exploration of feature films on what held sway in the
Nigerian society. Other filmic outputs by Ola Balogun, Eddie Ugbomah, Adamu Halilu,
Francis Oladele and Jab Adu bordered on Nigeria’s cultural and socio-political realities. The
1970s and 1980s witnessed a boom in the cinema trade. However, it is pertinent to submit
that the incursion of the home video format in the late 1980s, gave rise to a full exploration of
themes in postmodern Nigerian realities. Living in Bondage produced in 1992, and
consequent home video films such as lIzaga, Battle of Musanga, Festival of Fire, Agbako,
Cover Pot, Exile, My Cross, My Love, Mark of the Beast, Anointed among others, further
defined a Nigerian home video film industry. The popularity of these visual narratives in the
confines of the home of Nigerians, stems from the fact that they “have given to Nigerians,
what neither Bollywood nor Hollywood could give” (Omoera, 2009, p. 194).

Rufai-Ahmad (2016) notes that “the emergence and the development of the
Nigerian movie industry can be traced to the early feature films, that were produced in 16mm
and 35mm celluloid and made available to the cinema audience in the seventies and early
eighties” (p. 266). Indigenous Nigerian cinema is a postcolonial experience, albeit in the
documentary film culture. “At the introduction of cinema in Nigeria, government only
showed interest in the production of the documentary genre” (Ayakoroma, 2014, p. §9).
Notable among these documentaries were Culture in Transition and Bound For Lagos, made
in the early 1960s. These documentaries capture Nigerian experiences of the early era of
independence as they truly were. For instance, while Bound For Lagos is a discourse on
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migration, Culture in Transition explores the metamorphoses from traditional Nigerian
realities to Western norms.

The dearth of feature films in the Nigerian film repertoire and the influx of
documentary films made indigenous Nigerian films unpopular. The Lebanese and other
expatriates still continued their commercial exhibition of Western products. Hence, the
average Nigerian film audience still patronised the American, Indian and Chinese feature
films. The film audience was already conversant with the blaxploitation and the action thriller
film genres, among others. Okome (1997) submits that:

The feature film-length, violently passionate romance and gangster films became very
popular with the audience. This explains why in the poorer parts of my town, the careful
observer of the lazy life that rolled by would not have failed to observe ‘toughians’ screaming
guy names such as ‘John Wayne’, ‘Texas’, ‘Django’, ‘Nevajojo’, and many more, all of
which were found in the American Western (p. 33).

Okome’s submission captures the popularity of foreign action films. The reason for the
popularity of the feature over documentary films is not farfetched from the fact that the
feature filmmaker puts his creative ingenuity to play. The display of stunts, Karate and Kung
Fu by Bruce Lee and Jackie Chan, the eloquent verbal expression of Al Pacino, Sean Penn
and Marlon Brando, the beautiful costumes and sex symbol of Hollywood goddess, Marilyn
Monroe, could not be equated to the perhaps boring and non-action packed Nigerian
documentary films. It is pertinent to note that feature films are not only more expensive to
make, they also make the highest gross in box offices. Documentary films do not elicit the
same cult followership as feature film. Adesanya (1997) submits that “while newsreel and
documentary production was a carryover from the colonial heritage, the imperative need to
produce feature films gave rise to an intellectual movement initiated by a handful of writers
and private film and performing arts graduates” (p. 13). One of such intellectuals was Wole
Soyinka, who had already produced two documentaries (Bound For Lagos and Culture in
Transition). Nigeria had her first feature film audience in 1970, courtesy of Francis Oladele
produced and Ossie Davies Directed Kongi Harvest. The film is an adaptation of Soyinka’s
stage play of the same title. Subsequent feature films made by Ola Balogun, Francis Oladele,
Hubert Ogunde, Adamu Halilu, Jab Adu and others garnered the desired taste of the Nigerian
film audience as it (the film audience) viewed indigenous Nigerian feature films that depicted
Nigerian social, political and cultural realities. Ayakoroma (2014) lists some of these films
thus:

Dinner with the Devil (1975), Kongi’s Harvest (1970), Bullfrog in the Sun (1971),
Alpha (1974), Ajani Ogun (1976), Musik Man (1977), Black Goddess (1978), Money Power
(1982), Jaiyesimi (1979), Shehu Umar (1976), Aiye (1979), Aropin N’tenia (1982), Ayanmo
(1983), lja Ominira (1982), Kadara: Destiny (1982), Orun Moorun (1984), Mosebolatan
(1985), Bisi: Daughter of the River (1977), Moment of Truth (1978), The Rise and Fall of
Oyenusi (1979), The Boy is Good (1979), The Mask (1979), Oil Boom (1980), Bolus 80
(1982), Vengeance of the Cult (1982), Death of a Black President (1983) (p. 33).

Most of the above narratives are popular indigenous constructs. But for Eddie
Ugbomah whose film explorations were mostly of English expression, other filmmakers
especially of Yoruba extract examined Yoruba indigenous motif. This is with the view to
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making the film audience conversant with the film action(s). One begins to wonder why there
was no film industry in Nigeria, despite the availability of trained filmmakers and a film
audience in the 1970s and 1980s. A cinema industry is an organised film culture in which
film producers, directors, actors and marketers have a vision and a ground plan with which
they carry out their functions. In a film industry, while the various arts of the filmmaking
process have a working blueprint, the market is being controlled collectively by associations
and guilds, with regulations of the contents being churned out. There is a division of labour in
the filmmaking process. This begins from the producer who engages the scripter, to a
marketer who determines the means through which the film gets to its audience.

The Nigerian film of this era lacked the above tenets of an industry. Perhaps the reason
was the dearth of funds allocated the arts by the Nigerian government, as well as the Nigerian
political landscape that was saddled with bias and ethnicity. While some Hausa language
films such as Adamu Halilu’s Shaihu Umar were sponsored by the Nigerian Federal
government, Films of English expression, Yoruba and Igbo languages were not given the
same attention by the government. This stems from the fact that the political scene was
dominated by the Hausa ethnic nationality.

Loans gotten from banks facilitated the possibility of film production of the typical
Nigerian cineaste of the celluloid filmmaking tradition. In cases where such films didn’t do
well in the cinemas, or pirated, the filmmaker bore the brunt of such loses. The Moses Olaiya
Adejumo’s case is a paradigm of such numerous cases. Adejumo, popularly as Baba Sala was
a Nigerian cineaste who made comic films. His films include Orun Mooru, Mosebolatan,
Aare Agbaiye, Agha Man among others. “Orun Mooru was an extremely successful film, but
a copy of it was bootlegged” (Haynes, 1997, p. 2). The Nigerian cinema at this time had
established film literates-an audience that was educated in the language of film. Nigeria and
other African countries were not able to build a film industry that was modeled after the
commercial structure of Hollywood, Bollywood, China and other Western film cultures.
Hence, Ola Balogun an advocate of a film industry in Nigeria, in 1974, avers that “the
reasons a national cinema doesn’t exist correlate with the political failures of the Nigerian
nation” (Haynes, 1997, p. 5). Balogun, the doyen of the Nigerian film enterprise of the
celluloid era’s appeal for a national cinema, strengthens my argument that there was nothing
such as a film industry in the era of celluloid filmmaking in Nigeria.

| submit that the celluloid filmmaking culture of the 1970s and 1980s does not qualify a
film industry. The reasons therefore are the dearth of guilds of film producers, actors,
directors, costumes and editors. There was no association of filmmakers. There were neither
enough film critics, nor film reviews. Furthermore, while shootings were done in Nigeria,
editing took place in western countries such as Russia, Britain or the United States of
America. In other words, there were no film laboratories in Nigeria. Most of the films,
especially the productions of the Yoruba popular theatre practitioners were of low quality
since most of the actors were transported from the popular stage to the big screen (cinema).
In addition, filmmaking at this time was the celluloid tradition where film lovers visited a
particular hall after the day’s work to see the latest Nigerian film. Hence, such films were
restricted to the cinema halls. The film producers also served as marketer.
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The 1980s was characterised with economic downturn. Towards the end of the oil
boom, which transformed Nigeria from a cocoa, groundnut and palm oil exporter to the
exporter of crude oil thereby tying the destiny of a whole nation to crude oil, the Nigerian
economy took a different but complex course. The Structural Adjustment Programme of the
late 1980s, a product of the economic policies of the lIbrahim Badamasi Babangida
administration, made it almost impossible to make celluloid films. This stems from the fact
that the naira was devalued and filmmakers felt the financial constraint to edit the final
product in Western nations. “Video production started in the late 1980s out of a desperate
desire by producers to remain in the motion picture business and thus was on a shoe string
budget” (Adesanya, 1997, p. 13). The VHS became an alternative medium for filmmakers
who wanted to remain in the motion picture enterprise. It is pertinent to note that some
Yoruba language video films were produced in the late 1980s. However, it was Kenneth
Nnebue’s Living in Bondage that revolutionised and popularised the VHS medium. Okome
(1997) maintains that “Living in Bondage, even though it was seen as inaugurating Igbo
video film production, also began loosening the ethnic affiliation of the videos...Andy Okeke
is representative of the intermediate class. It is not primarily about an Igbo society” (p. 83).
Andy Okeke is the principal character in Living in Bondage. His quest to get rich leads him
into engaging in money ritual. The commercial success of this home video made other
filmmakers in the celluloid tradition, and directors of television drama venture into the new
motion picture medium.

By the time Living in Bondage was produced, the Video Player had found its way into
the homes of the elites and upper middle class. These films in the video format were able to
compete with the foreign products imported by indigenous and expatriate marketers. With the
video medium, “the middle class audience simply won’t come out to see films any more,
partly because of crime and they are happier at home with their VCRs” (Haynes, 1997, p. 3).
This new motion picture format also created a culture of individualism cum narcissism. This
stems from the fact that the audience stay in the confine of their homes as they are engaged in
the world of the home video film narrative, instead of the traditional method of cinematic
consumption whereby, the film consumers converge in a hall (especially at night) to have a
taste of the film narrative. To this end, the video medium created a microcinema albeit in the
homes of the spectators. Home video film narratives of filmmakers such Amakalgwe, Zeb
Ejiro, Don Pedro Obaseki, Andy Amaenechi, Chico Ejiro, Amayo Phillip Amayo, Teco
Benson, Ifeanyi Onyeabor, Frank Rajah Arase, among others, are popular among Nigerian
film audience due to their exploration of socio-political, economic and cultural motif of the
Nigerian society. Citing Onookome Okome, Ojediran and Adebanjo (2016) posits that
“Nollywood has redefined contemporary cinema culture in Africa and about how it has
enhanced discussions of the social imagery of the classes of people who patronise a peculiar
form of this visual culture...Today, Nollywood is a big cultural business” (p. 219), the
biggest in Africa and second biggest in the world-only after Bollywood the Indian film
industry.

The Nigerian home video scene has garnered discourses and counter-discourses from
Nigerian and Western film critics. Among these film critics is Nick Moran, a worker with the
British Broadcasting Corporation. He did not only coined the term Nollywood, a word
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modeled after America’s Hollywood and India’s Bollywood, he also articulates that “in
Nigeria, the average film costs between £10,000 and £15,000, is shot on video in about a
week, and released into a bustling market where 100,000 videos are sold in one morning.
Nollywood, as it has  christened itself, is worth £65m a year”
(https://www.thequardian.com/film/2004/jan/19/features). Moran’s evaluation of an industry
he crystallised Nollywood, was far back in 2004. In other words, the growth of the industry
Nigerian motion industry has been more rapid to date. I corroborate Moran’s submission of
Nollywood as a film industry. My position stems from the decentralisation of the Nigerian
cinema enterprise. The 1970s and 1980s Nigerian film was the producer’s cinema. In
exception of a few cases, the filmmaker writes the script, directed it, engages the members of
his family and theatre troupe as the actors, and also plays the role of the marketer.
Sometimes, the lines were improvised by the actors. There were times Ola Balogun directed
some of Hubert Ogunde, Moses Olaiya Adejumo and Ade Afolayan’s films. The birth of
Nollywood with brought about a decentralisation of filmmaking in Nigeria as guilds in
production, directing, acting, costuming, set design and marketing were established to protect
the interest of these various artists.

The expansion of the satellite community in Nigeria, has led to the proliferation of
channels that churn out Nollywood products. Dstv, Gotv, Startimes, Mytv, among others
have channels such as African Magic Yoruba, African Magic Igbo, African Magic Epic, TVC
Entertainment, African Magic Hausa, Hi Nolly and many others. Virtual internet spaces such
as Youtube also have Nigerian home videos streamed in them. “Today there is a deluge of
movies produced in six major Nigeria languages Hausa, Yoruba, Igbo, Edo, Tiv, Efik. This is
aside English/pidgin language video films” (Omoera, 2009, p. 194).

From the foregoing, it is clear that Nigerian home videos have broadened the horizon of
the Nigerian motion picture industry. It has also gone ahead to captivate Nigerian film lovers
in Nigeria and the Diaspora. Its status as a film industry cannot be overemphasised as
Western and American film scholars such as Jonathan Haynes, Matthias Krings, Carmen
McCain, and so on, have dedicated academic spaces to studies on the Nigerian home video
film industry. The Nigerian cinema therefore, has transmitted Nigerian identities and realities.
One that has captured the socio-political, economic, cultural, spiritual and moral dimensions
in Nigeria.

In recent times, there have been new perspective(s) to filmmaking in Nollywood that
transcends what | call classical Nollywood. As earlier articulated in this study, classical
Nollywood is the early Nigerian filmmaking culture in which cineastes place quick money
making ahead of artistry and quality. Putting the notion of quick money ahead of artistry and
quality is the core of classical Nollywood films. There is also the part syndrome-in which a
video film could have from part 1-6, the utility of low quality cameras and sometimes
absence of good lighting, amateur acting, short term production plan-sometimes as short as
three or four days, poor post-production process and an influx in film narratives. A producer
could produce as much as fifty video films in a year. This influx in narrative output has had
its merit on the Nigerian movie industry. It has made Nollywood the second largest film
industry in the world in terms of film outputs, second only to Bollywood the Indian film
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industry. The prime movers of classical Nollywood are Igbo merchants who indulge in
filmmaking in their bid to make quick money with the medium of the film art.

Recent approach to filmmaking in Nigeria is characterised with narratives that employ
advanced film technology and high budget. This has led to the crystallisation of the term New
Nollywood by film scholars such as Jonathan Haynes. To Haynes, New Nollywood is “the
emergent Nigerian film industry. New Nollywood has arisen out of concerns about the
inefficient aspects of Nollywood. This film tradition is concerned with creative and quality
content” (Haynes 2014, p. 54). It is a counter-process to classical Nollywood in which
producers and directors focus on quick production of films with low budget with the view to
making almost instant financial returns. Jonathan Haynes in a 2014 article titled New
Nollywood: Kunle Afolayan, uses Kunle Afolayan, the popular Nigerian filmmaker as a
framework to appropriate an emergent cinema tradition in Nigeria. This filmmaking practice
which he crystallises New Nollywood, is a departure from classical Nollywood. He
underpines his appropriation in the context of quality films, high budget and international co-
production. He uses films such as Irapada (2006), The Figurine (2009), Phone Swap (2012),
and October 1 (2014) as the basis for his argument. From the foregoing, it is explicit that
New Nollywood has arisen out of concerns about the inefficient aspects of classical
Nollywood.

Haynes’ appropriation of international co-production as a determinant of New
Nollywood is limiting. Suffice to state that in the era of celluloid filmmaking in Nigeria,
international co-productions held sway. In fact, Francis Oladele’s Kongi Harvest, produced in
1970, had a transnational affiliation. “Even the name of the company proclaimed its
American origin (Calpenny stands for California, Pennsylvania, New York)” (Okome, 1997,
p. 84). To conclude therefore that Kong Harvest is the first transnational film is not
fallacious. This film is a metaphor for the Nigerian political landscape and other postcolonial
African countries. The motif transcends the Nigerian borders. In addition, the film director,
Ossie Davies, is an African-American.

While Haynes places his submission of New Nollywood in the context of international
co-production and high budget, I further articulate and appropriate the term Neo-nollywood,
to emphasise a more recent approach to filmmaking in Nigeria that creates spaces for a more
transcultural exploration. These are films that capture postmodern realities that transcend
neoliberal realities. Neo-nollywood films therefore do not only stem from the base of
structure of the film industry, but it is also rooted in the content of the narratives. Neo-
nollywood films focus on issues that are transnational. It is a body of films that focus on
experiences of Nigerians in the global space. The rise in forced and voluntary migration due
to economic hardship among others paved way for this film culture.

Transnationalism and Neo-nollywood the Nigerian Diaspora Cinema

New representations in Nollywood confirm the migration from the Nigerian cultural
border to a larger and broader perspective in the film landscape. This recent trend in filmic
representations span more than one decade and capture the interface between the local and
the global, the national and international. This new filmmaking tradition clearly defines
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border spaces and transnational dimensions inherent in the Nigerian motion picture
enterprise.

Neo-nollywood. is a portmanteau word for neo and Nollywood. Nollywood is the video
film industry located in Nigeria. Simply put, it is the Nigerian national cinema. On the other
hand, the term neo is rooted in recreation or recreating the past. Neo portends something
“new, recent, revived, and or modified” (Mifflin, 2018, p, 1). For instance, neoclassical
theatre recreated the classical tradition, albeit with couples of modifications. Also, other
terms such as neo-democracy and neo-marxist aesthetics are also recent constructs in politics,
cultural studies, international relations and strategic studies. The foregoing portends that neo-
nollywood is recent.

From Haynes submission, New Nollywood is characterised with international co-
production, bigger budget and good quality production. However, my notion of neo-
nollywood goes beyond Haynes’ submission. While it embraces the canons and features of
New Nollywood, neo-nollywood films further explore local and global identities, how they
intersect, global practices in the local tradition, exportation of local practices into the
international space, conflict of norms and traditions and cultural convergence and divergence.
In fact, neo-nollywood video films are an engagement that facilitate discourses that cuts
across the cultural and national border-one that enables an intercourse of the local and global,
the national and international interface. Neo-nollywood films therefore do not only stem from
the base of structure of the film industry, but they are also rooted in the content of the
narratives. Neo-nollywood films focus on issues that are transnational.

Neo-nollywood is not a neologism that should take the place of New Nollywood, it is a
larger framework to the reading and analysis of “Nigerian films that focus on importation and
exportation of worldviews, reconstructing and rewriting the misconstructed western
narratives on Nigeria (and other postcolonial societies)” (Okpadah, 2020, p. 5). It is a cinema
culture that narrates the experiences of Nigerians in the global space. My use of the term is
contextualised in the transnational and the transborder in structure and content. New
Nollywood had looked at this emergent cinema in the lens of Nigerian filmmakers
collaborating with Western filmmakers to produce a syncretic cinema. Of course, such
collaboration would amount to a high financial implication. But the core of neo-nollywood is
the exploration of issues that bother on numerous national cultures. A film such as Lancelot
Imasuen’s Invasion 1897 which investigates the British-Benin war and the looting of Benin
arts by Imasuen is a paradigm of neo-nollywood cinema due to what the challenges the
Nigerian goes through in his attempt to retrieve the stolen artifact of his people.

To produce a film that explores transcultural motif would definitely amount to
integrating actors and filmmakers of multiple cultures-nations into the filmmaking process.
This portends that all New Nollywood films are neo-nollywood films but not all neo-
nollywood films are New Nollywood films. Neo-nollywood therefore encapsulates New
Nollywood. Neo-nollywood films as transnational cultural products transcend the national
marker. “It also tends, for the most part, to be taken as a given—as shorthand for an
international or supranational mode of film production whose impact and reach lies beyond
the bounds of the national” (Higbee and Lim, 2010, p. 8). Neo-nollywood films go beyond
national borders. They transcend the shoe string video filmmaking of Nollywood. It a cinema
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for literate Nigerians (although illiterate audiences could also derive pleasure in neo-
nollywood films) unlike classical nollywood that satisfies the yearning of the semi-literate
and illiterate audience. A major influence on Neo-nollywood is globalisation, which has
opened new vistas for the exploration of transnationalism. Films such as Chineye Anyaene’s
lje: The Journey, Lancelot Imasuen’s Invasion 1897, Ayo Makun’s 30 Days in Atlanta,
Afolayan’s Ocotober 1, Biyi Bandele’s Half of a Yellow Sun, Jetta Amata’s Black November
are neo-nollywood films that will be investigated in course of the study. The justification for
situating these films in the framework of neo-nollywood cinemas is not farfetched from the
fact that they depart from classical and New Nollywood films. They are high budget films,
transcultural, racial, sexual engagements, international politics and other transnational motifs.

Perhaps, Chineye Anyaene’s 2010 film, lje: The Journey created the space for neo-
nollywood cinema. Racial segregation, engagement in binary identities comes to play in lje:
The Journey. In this neo-nollywood film, Chioma Opara (Genevieve Nnaji) goes to the
United States of America to facilitate the release of her sister, Anya Opara Michino (Omotola
Jalade Ekeinde) from being sentenced to imprisonment by court for the murder of her
husband, Michael Michino (Jon Morgan Woodward). Despite Anya’s lawyer, Mr Jalen
Turner’s (Ulrich Que) working towards making sure Anya is discharged and acquainted,
Chioma decides to indulge in a secret investigation. She is caught and sentenced to some days
imprisonment. While she is later released, Mr. Turner interrogates Carolina Vasquez (Odalys
Garcia), a neighbor, if she knows what happened on the night of the death of Mr. Michino.
On the last day in court, Vasquez testifies what she saw on the night of the murder. In
addition, Anya tells the court the truth. She says that she was raped at the request of a drunk
Mr. Michino, in her own house by her husband’s friends. Hence, she kills them out of anger.
This reveals that “the transnational ‘turn’ in critical theory/philosophy is a means of
recovering histories that have previously been overlooked and rethinking ones that might
have been overstated” (Hudson, 2015, p. 84).

Hagbee and Limm (2010) submit that “transnational productions emerge from within a
specifically diasporic configuration that, implicitly or explicitly, articulates the relationship
between the host and home cultures, and is aware, at same time, of the interconnectedness
between the local and the global within diasporic communities” (p. 12). From the action(s) in
lje: The Journey, it is explicit that the Judge (Sharon Hammer) whose statements and actions
portrays her a racist, is always critical of Mrs. Anyan Machino who is being defended by Mr.
Turner, counsel for the defence. This fully captures the race centred challenges Nigerians and
Africans go through in the West. While numerous Nigerians have died from racial oppression
especially in countries such as Spain, Italy, Germany and Russia, Northern Cyprus, in South
Africa, the xenophobia crisis have left thousands of Nigerians and non South Africans dead.
In lje: The Journey, the Igbo culture of Nigeria is transported beyond the Nigerian cultural
border. Mrs. Anya Michino in her speech, tells the court that:

Anya: This man says that one day, | will return to my country and live like a queen. In
Nigeria, there are no queens. Only Kings. A woman does not take a husband. She is
given to him by her family. He becomes the centre of her world, her provider, her protector,
even ruler. | brought this belief to my marriage here
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The prosecuting counsel accuses Anya of being an opportunist. He says that she wants
to get the wealth of Mr. Michino, return to Nigeria and live like a queen at the expense of the
man who laboured for the wealth. The white man has the notion that Africans are
opportunists. “This notion is rooted in imperialist historiography” (Dubois, 1976, p. 99). This
construct is likened to the intellectual apartheid of Ruth Finnegan and the Trevor-Roper
syndrome. These two cultural and political constructs are submissions on the absence of
history in Africa until the emergence of colonialism. It is pertinent to elucidate these two
political and cultural labels. Professor Hugh Trevor-Roper contends that Africa was devoid of
history until the emergence of the white man in the dark continent. He articulates that:

Undergraduates, seduced by journalistic fashion, demand that they be taught the history
of black Africa. Perhaps, in the future, there will be some African history to teach. But at
present there is none, or very little: there is only the history of the Europeans in Africa. The
rest is largely darkness, like the history of pre-European, pre-Columbian America, Please do
not misunderstand me. |1 do not deny that men existed even in dark countries and dark
centuries, nor that they had political life and culture, interesting to sociologists and
anthropologists; but history, | believe, is essentially a form of movement, and purposive
movement too (Trevor-Roper, 1965, p. 5).

In the same vein, Ruth Finnegan, a Western researcher in Culture submits that “there
were no performances that could be attributed to as theatre, in Africa. In fact, the festivals
and other enactment that held sway in precolonial times, were merely quasi-dramatic modes”
(Rasheed, 2001, p. 111). Although, the above western construction(s) have been
deconstructed and proven wrong by scholars in cultural studies and politics such as Ossie
Enekwe, Peter Ekeh, Chinweizu, and others, this notion still hold sway in the west. To this
end, lje: The Journey exposes the manner in which Nigerians and other Africans are being
treated in developed countries. They are seen as exploiters and have nothing to contribute to
their host countries. This also extends to African-Americans who are exiled in their own land
with the feeling of unhomeliness. In the case of Anya, it is different as she is a foreigner.
Exile is a major feature and motif of neo-nollywood-transnational cinema. Anya is exiled in a
far away land. When they were children, Young Anya (Precious Okaro) tells her sister,
Young Chioma (Barbra Chinma) that she would go to America. She dreams of going there to
become rich. She would buy expensive cars and build a big house. But what she encounters is
different from her expectations. She is trapped in a distant land, where what is considered a
taboo in her culture (in Nigeria), is valourised. lje: The Journey creates a sense of dialogue
between the two cultures (America and Nigeria). This dialogue is fully portrayed in Anya’s
final statement in court where she narrates the sexual assault she suffers in the hands of her
husband’s friends with Mr. Machino’s consent.

Noe-nollywood films venerate indigenous costumes. In the final court scene, Anya
appears in the Igbo traditional attire, made from cloth, a headgear and beads around his neck.
Most of Chioma’s appearance in the film are replete with African dressing. Her well sown
Igbo clothes so mesmerises Mr. Turner, that he is forced to take Chioma out on a particular
night. This promotion of local culture over the global-a feature of neo-nollywood comes to
play in the film. This is also prevalent in Lancelot Imasuen’s Invasion 1897 where the
prosecuted who doubles as the narrator wears the indigenous Benin attire to tell his story of
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the forced colonization of Benin land by the British colonial masters. In Ije: The Journey,
when Chioma visits Mrs. Patricia, Barone, Anya’s first lawyer, she tells her that she (Barone)
had misspelt Anya’s name, by omitting the A in front of the Y. Chioma visits Anya in prison
immediately she arrives the United States. In prison, she makes Anya’s hair in the African
style. Since Anya is a widow, Chioma further offers her a calabash of water as the Igbo
tradition dictates. Anya tells Chioma to go to her house to get her beads before someone else
gets them. She is ready to lose other of her belongings, but not the beads. The beads represent
the Igbo identity. Here, the African culture that must be rejuvenated and resuscitated.

There is a convergence of the local and the global. Back in Nigeria, Anya Michino
(formerly Anya Okpara) almost gets raped by an older man at a very tender age in a crisis
that ensues in her community. Her father, Mr. Okpara Kills the man. African tradition dictates
that the father and husband, protect the wife and child. Anya Michino meets a different
practice in the United States, as her husband, Mr. Michino requests his two friends to help
rape his wife. This culture is frowned upon by Chioma and Anya. Neo-nollywood cinema
valourises Nigerian cultural norms over Western values.

In neo-nollywood film, an individual (a Nigerian) gallantly questions the hegemonic
forces of the West. Chioma and Anya stand to fight against the ill treatment of the blacks by
the whites. Chioma defends herself by stating that she shot Mr. Michino because he handed
her over to her friends to be raped. This is one of the many prejudice meted on Africans in the
global Diaspora.

This racial question is also replete Jetta Amata’s neo-nollywood film, Black November
which explores the role of Britain and foreign oil companies in the oil conflict in the Niger
Delta region of Nigeria.

The film reveals that “transnational oil companies engineer the despoliation of the
environment in the Delta-an environmental colonialism of some sort” (Aghoghovwia, 2014,
p.90). In this film, the Niger Delta militants, led by Timi Alaibe, hold Mr. Tom Hudson, the
CEO of Western Qil and other American citizens to ransom in Los Angeles. They warn the
American government that the kidnapped will be killed if Ebiere, a female Niger Delta
environmentalist and activist is not freed by the Nigerian government since she will be
hanged in a few hours time. The militants take this action since they believe that the
transnational oil companies are responsible for the suffering of the people of the Delta, back
in Nigeria. Hence, Timi Alaibe, the leader of the militant group speaks against environmental
colonialism of the Nigerian Delta, by transnational oil companies. Apart from the
transnational content and shooting the film in the United States of America and Nigeria,
which bridges two cultural spaces, there is the utility of local and foreign actors. The
Senegalese born American musician, Akon and Vivicia Fox feature prominently in this multi-
billion naira blockbuster film. Neo-nollywood films are replete with technological
advancement in the filmmaking process. There are lots of high definition special effects
utilised by Jetta Amata-the filmmaker. The fire explosion scene caused by the policeman is
one of the numerous special effects.

In Lancelot Imasuen’s Invasion 1897, politics of historical reconstruction is brought to
the fore. A Benin indigene who resides in Britain is accused of stealing some ancient Benin
art works from the British Museum. Being arraigned in court for this deed, he narrates how
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the Benin empire was looted by the British. The narrative investigates British intrusion of
Benin, their deposition of Oba Ovonranwen Nogbaisi and looting of the Benin art treasury.
The Benin indigene with series of lectures by the Professor, realises that the art works in the
British museum were owned by Benin-his people. His attempt to return them home, spurs the
conflict in the narrative. He is arrested and tried in a British court. Characters in Neo-
nollywood films attempt to salvage themselves and their people from subjugation. They make
the world aware of the dehumanisation their people pass through in the hands of the host
culture. The young Benin man narrates the invasion and thievery by the British of the Benin
kingdom in 1897. The young man, like Timi Alaibe and Anya Michino, reveals the flaws and
foibles of Western hegemony, imperialism and neocolonialism. This neo-nollywood film
creates spaces for further exploration of the transnational condition. The Benin attire in the
British court produces a binarism in the court. While the white men, including the legal
practitioners appear in their suit and corporate dresses while the accused and his supporters
(Nigerians) appear in traditional Bini attire. The accused’s girlfriend who is a white woman
also dresses in the Bini attire in solidarity for the discharge and acquaintance of her boyfriend
by the judge.

In October 1, Kunle Afolayan locates a character that had been displaced by Western
culture-sexual assault by a Catholic priest. Such practices are detested in Nigeria. Prince
Aderopo although seen as a fulfilled graduate, is damaged psychologically due, to the gross
sexual abuse he underwent in his college days in the hands of a White Catholic priest. He
becomes a serial killer as he rapes and kills young female virgins in Akote village from where
he hails. This film portrays the trauma a Nigerian goes through as a result of Western sexual
culture(s). The selfishness of the Whiteman prior to Nigeria independence is also fully
captured. Ayo Makun’s 30 Days in Atlanta places the local in the global space. An American
been to, Akpos (an abbreviation for the Urhobo name Akporode) of Nigerian descent, goes
ahead to propagate his local Nigerian culture in the West. In a particular scene, he displaces
the hip hop dancers with the Udje dance of the Urhobo people of Delta state, Nigeria. “Udje
is an entertainment focused dance, and also used to satirise the ills and foibles of the society”
(Ofosu, 2004, p. 56). While the white Disc Jockey plays a song of western orientation, AKpos
dances with Udje dance steps. Surprisingly, the spectators are mesmerised with what they
see. Sexist dimensions are explored in the film. Akpos’ elder brother, a University Professor
does the house chores and washes the baby’s nappies as ordered by his young wife. This
practice is unheard of in traditional Nigerian societies where patriarchy holds sway. In
Nigeria, the husband plays the role of the master over the wife. He lords over her. He is her
protector who has the final say over whatever she intends to do. Towards the end of the
narrative, Akpos marries an elderly woman. In Nigerian societies (with the multiplicity of
ethnic groups), the husband is expected to surpass the woman in age. However, Akpos defies
this practice. His action shows that his long stay in an alien land has affected his thought
pattern. 30 Days in Atlanta explores the disparities between two different cultures.

An appropriation of the term, neo-nollywood, could galvanise into scholars in film
studies contending that Biyi Bandele’s Half of a Yellow Sun cannot be placed in this
framework. Although this film adaptation of Chimamanda Adichie’s novel of the same title is
characterised with foreign actors (such as John Boyega, Joseph Mawle, Anika Noni Rose,
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Thandie Newton among others), the place and time setting is intrinsically Nigeria-1960
through the 1970s. But we must understand that the socio-cultural and political engagements
of the film are international in scope. The political contentions, imbroglio and civil war that
Half of a Yellow Sun historicises, are a result of British colonialism. It is the Lugardian
exercise-amalgamation of the Southern and Northern protectorates into Nigeria and the shaky
foundation on which the colonial master left Nigeria at her independence that leads to the
civil war in the film.

Although the film Inale is a high budget film, with Foreign based Nigerian actors such
as Hakeem Kae-Kazim, this does not make it a neo-nollywood film. This stems from the fact
that the issues treated in the film do not transcend the Nigerian cultural landscape. The
context of high budget in neo-nollywood cinema is replete in the films understudy. These
films are beyond the one hundred million naira mark. The transnational nature of these films
leads to their being premiered in Nigeria as well as European, American and Asian cinema
houses in order to facilitate a recoup of financial expenses accrued by such films. While huge
sums of monies are spent on publicity, most of these films become box office hits, and
sometimes compete with Hollywood, Chinese and Bollywood films for awards in film
festivals. Neo-nollywood is also characterised with new marketing strategies. Some of these
films are streamed on online platforms such as Netflix and Youtube. Sales of the narratives in
DVDs, among others also lead to recoup of monies invested as well as profit making.

International Cast and Crew-a prominent feature of Haynes’ New Nollywood is
prominent in neo-nollywood films. The producer of lje: The Journey, Paula Moreno and most
of the crew members are clearly expatriates. The film is produced at the New York Film
Academy, shot on location at Los Angeles, California, United States and Jos, Nigeria.
Chiwetel Ejiofor (well known for his lead role in the Hollywood film Twelve Years a Slave)
and Hakeem Kae-Kazim (well known for the season film, 24 Hours), prominent Hollywood
actors, of Nigerian descent, feature in neo-nollywood films such as Half of a Yellow Sun. This
is a strategy to market the films beyond the Nigerian space. Thandie Newton a Hollywood
actress has done a couple of Nigerian films which include Half of a Yellow Sun, Blood and
Oil, and so on. Hakeem Kae-Kazim has also performed in Half of a Yellow Sun and Black
November in which Akon and Vivicia Fox (prominent American musicians) also feature in.
Vivicia Fox also plays a major role in Makun’s 30 Days in Atlanta.

Conclusion

Nigerians in the American, Asia and European Diaspora are faced with numerous
challenges. Challenges such as Xenophobic attacks in South Africa, racial segregation in
Europe and America and so on are the thrust of neo-nollywood films. Neo-nollywood has
shifted the dehumanisation and subjugation of Nigerians in the global space into the centre of
discourse. These narratives examine global identities, global practices and how they intersect
with one another. In this recent film culture, conflict of norms and traditions are also
articulated and brought to the fore. They are critical discourses that capture the interface of
Nigeria and the outside world.

Abstract

Findings: Three major trends observed; Firstly, logos were made of simple and clear
typography with strong color combination like Microsoft, Google, Amazon, Coca-Cola,
Volkswagen, and Fiat. Secondly, logo's distinct shape strongly works on its own without
using its brand name like Audi, Mercedes, Apple, and Nike. Thirdly, combination of text and
image used to represent the brands like Toyota, BMW.
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FACTORS RELATED TO JOB SATISFACTION AMONG WORKERS DURING
COVID-19

Abstract

The purpose of this study is to explore and compare factors related to job satisfaction of
workers in the Health care sector with those from other sectors of the economy in Bulgaria,
during COVID-19. Methods: A national cross-sectional survey among 685 workers was
conducted using online questionnaire. The data were analyzed with descriptive statistics,
Pearson's chi-square tests and correlation analyzes (SPSS; version 17.0).

Results: The results found that those working in the health sector are significantly more
dissatisfied with their current job (P=0.034) as well as the payment they receive during this
period (P=0.000). The main factors related to job satisfaction among observed groups are
gender (P=0.003), work experience in the current job (P=0.014) and satisfaction with their
salaries (P=0.000). Conclusions: In response to the changed working environment of
COVID-19, people working in sectors other than healthcare are more satisfied with their
current job than healthcare professionals.

INTRODUCTION

COVID-19 is a new, widespread infectious disease that causes significant damage to
public health. Within a year, COVID-19 has also caused financial and economic losses in
almost every country in the world.

In the fight against COVID-19, health specialists are assigned the mission of saving
patients’ lives as well as preventing and controlling the pandemic outbreak. Therefore, a
significant proportion of them are exposed to more intense loads (Wu et al., 2020; Zerbini et
al., 2020; Zhang et al., 2020), higher risks of infections (Fallahi et al., 2020), severe physical
(Gong et al., 2020; Jiang et al., 2020; Li et al., 2020) and mental stress (Kang et al., 2020;
Lai et al., 2020; Lu et al., 2020; Luo et al., 2020). A number of studies have shown that these
factors have a strong influence on job satisfaction (Yu et al., 2020). According to the results
of our previous study, the consequences of constant stress in professional terms are associated
with worsening mental well-being of employees, reduced individual efficiency and
effectiveness of work, frequent absences due to sick leave, reduced motivation and turnover
intentions. The main socio-economic factors that affect satisfaction are payment, working
hours, work intensity and economic stability (Stoyanova, 2018).

Objectives: The purpose of this study is to explore and compare factors related to job
satisfaction of workers in the Health care sector with those from other sectors of the economy
in Bulgaria, during COVID-19.
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MATERIALS AND METHODS

The design of the study is a cross-sectional. It is based on an online survey among 685
employees, using self-administered questionnaire.

The study was conducted in the period November 2020 to February 2021.

The questionnaire contains ten questions, three of which related to job satisfaction and
intentions to leave the job and seven related to demographic characteristics such as age,
gender, marital status, number of children in the family, field of activity, total length of work
experience and length of work experience at the last job. A 5-point Likert scale was used in
the questions assessing job satisfaction and turnover intentions.

The data were analyzed with descriptive statistics, Pearson's chi-square tests and
correlation analyzes (SPSS; version 17.0).

RESULTS

The average age of the respondents is 47.67 + 11.824 years. The respondents have an
average of 23.01 + 11.265 years of work experience, and on their last job they have an
average of 13.96 + 8.324 years. A significant part of the respondents works in the Healthcare
sector 73.7% (n = 505).

Figure 1 shows the distributions of respondents' answers to the three questions related
to job satisfaction and turnover intentions.

The results show that a significant proportion of respondents are satisfied with their
current job during a pandemic, but are not satisfied with their payment.
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The non-parametric analysis found that there is a significant difference in the responses
of those working in the Health sector and those working in other sectors regarding their job
satisfaction (P = 0.034) and payment under COVID-19 (P = 0.000). A significant number of
people working in the health sector 30.3% (n = 153) are dissatisfied with their current job,
while in other sectors they are 21.1% (n = 38).

The results related to payment satisfaction in a pandemic are similar. More than half of
the employees 61.0% in the Healthcare sector are not satisfied with the salary they receive,
while in the other sectors they are 47.7% (n = 86). However, no statistically significant
difference was found in the respondents' answers regarding their intentions to leave the
workplace and the field of activity (P = 0.358).

Demographic characteristics of the respondents do not affect job satisfaction, except
gender (0.003) and work experience in the current job (0.014). Women are more dissatisfied
with their work (P = 0.003), with the payment (P = 0.000) and most of them have considered
leaving their jobs in the last 6 months (P = 0.004).

DISCUSSION

During the pandemic, medical specialists active participate in the first line in the
prevention and control of COVID-19 and take part in the diagnosis, screening, sampling,
examination, treatment, medical monitoring, epidemiological investigation, and etc. (Yu et
al., 2020). Our study found that they are more dissatisfied with their job. Some studies claim
that in this emergency, medical specialists are exposed to more intense stressors from a
physical, psychological, and social point of view. The most significant stressor associated
with physical working environment is workload (overtime work, frequent night shifts,
unsuitable work/rest regimens, and work under pressure to have tasks done in a very short
time). The significant stressors linked to the psychological working environment are coping
with death and dying, inadequate emotional preparation, and uncertainty concerning
treatment.

In our study health professionals are not satisfied with their salary, too. According to
Eliyana et al. (2019), employee satisfaction with work depends on what they expect to
receive, as a reward for their work, and what they actually receive. It is known that the
employee's job satisfaction is very important to enable an employee to bring out the
maximum ability for his job (Setiawan et al., 2020).

Similar to our results, Chaudhary (2017) found that gender has a significant influence
on individual values and attitudes related to job satisfaction. Differences in the well-being of
men and women have been found in the literature, for example in stress, fatigue and different
coping mechanisms, which are also factors determining job satisfaction (Huang and Gamble,
2015).

CONCLUSION

In response to the changed working environment of COVID-19, people working in
sectors other than healthcare are more satisfied with their current job than healthcare
professionals.
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THE MEDIA LITERACY INDUSTRY IN IRAN: A CRITICAL PERSPECTIVE

Abstract

Media literacy consists of perspectives that help us utilize media content in a way that
fulfills our needs. As new communication forms are continuously introduced to our society,
one should continually update his media strategy to adjust to the new condition. Iran is a
country with a majority of Shia population and a government that is religious. Both these
conditions have made the Iranian society and officials wary of the global flow of texts and
images into Iranians' homes. My argument in this paper is that the need for media literacy has
prepared an opportunity to make money; instead of letting people use media content to
benefit themselves, most media literacy educators in Iran are simply trying to make money by
holding seminars and speeches, workshops, etc. In most of these workshops, educators
actually say what listeners want to hear. As a result, ten years after media literacy has become
a buzzword in the Iranian academia and society, none of the promised objectives have been
met, but the media literacy industry is still boasting about its abilities and accomplishments.

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Abstract

In this paper we aim to analyze and decode the new model of Henna Night nuptial
ceremony, following the field research conducted on the Turks and Tatars from Northern
Dobrudja (Romania), in the last years. After 1950, this ritual-ceremonial sequence of the
Turkish-Tatar matrimonial complex disappeared, in the context of the difficult procurement
of henna and the socio-political realities and ideologies of the communist period.

Having in the past aspects connected with the rites of passage, but also with augural,
oracular and propitiatory ritual acts, with different ethno-musical or ethno-choreographic
elements, currently the Henna ceremony is based on other resources, being related to
mentality and identity searches and readjustments in relation with the coordinates of modern
and post-modern society. However, we cannot say that Kina Gecesi sequence is completely
deritualized, as it still has ritual efficacy to the ethnic groups from an emic perspective.

Although the process of reviving the tradition involved reinventing, the current model
appeals to a traditional core, more or less resignified. The tradition has undergone a morpho-
structural reshaping and resignification, in the context of the change of customary ritual
framework and of social, economic, cultural and mentality mutations. Last but not least, we
will analyze the ways in which this tradition was reborn and spread in the urban area, by
imitating a contemporary model or by connecting to the socio-cultural realities from the
Turkic cultural area.

INTRODUCTION

The study about the material and immaterial heritage of the Muslim ethnic groups, but
not only, who live in Northern Dobrudja region (Romania) is a constant activity, for over 50
years, realised by the specialists from the Museum of Ethnography and Folk Art - Tulcea.
The complexity of relations generated by multiculturalism and globalization, the existence of
a research vacuum during the communist period and the permanent dynamics of mentalities,
identifications and way of existence require permanent research, documentation, monitoring
and patrimonialization of different cultural elements specific to the Turks and Tatars,
especially in the conditions of the galloping decrease of these populations, but also of aging
and urbanization and loss of traditions and mother tongue by the young generation.

Given that Kina Gecesi ceremony has not been performed since the 1950s, unlike the
Sunnet toy (which showed continuity even in times of communist ethnic uniformity), the
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ethnographic literature in Romania is poor. The only work that presents in a complex way the
rites of passage of Muslims from Dobrudja, including the Henna Night, is that written by
Onal (1997). Other information can be found disparately in the virtual media, on different
pages presenting the ethnic identity of groups.

For these reasons, the opportunity given to us by the Geanbai family from Tulcea, with
a Tatar and Ukrainian mixed ethnicity, to participate in a sequence of their daughter's
marriage, was essential in the process of documenting this tradition and decoding its ritual
dynamics.

Although this case study presents rather forms of celebration of that particular moment,
determined by certain specific contexts, perhaps not repeated in other occasions, the research
discusses certain trends related to the ritual dynamics of life-cycle traditions, in relation with
the evolution of the socio-cultural framework of communities, identity challenges and
dilemmas, mentality transformations or phenomena related to coexistence and globalization.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

In the field research, but also in the subsequent one, we used the following methods and
instruments: documentation and bibliographic analysis, direct and participatory observation,
interview, analysis of gestures, discourses and contexts, elements of experimental
ethnography (reversing the role of the researcher in the subject of performer as messmate).

At the same time, in this paper, from the perspective of functionality and the desire to
delimit a framework for an optimal highlighting of the ritual dynamics of this tradition, we
used the classification of ritemes applied in the doctoral thesis (Chiselev, 2019: 130):

* regressive and transgressive contextual ritemes (who have the role of symbolically
marking the entry and exit of a ritual context);

e normative ritemes (who ensure the observance of norms, codes or their
circumvention and reversal);

« relational ritemes (who temporarily crystallize hierarchies, positions, categories and
social relations);

» economic ritemes (who coordinates the transfer of material or symbolic gifts or
consumption);

* performative ritemes (who regulate the enactment of actions, in the sense of their
success or failure);

« communicative ritemes (who allow the transmission and reception of a message in a
real or symbolic register).

We also highlighted aspects regarding the actantial dynamics and the tranformation of
ceremonial lexicon (apparatus).

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

In Dobrudja region, this matrimonial ceremony was also named Qina toy/ Henna
Wedding, Qiz toyi/ Wedding of the girl at Tatars, Gelin Kinasi/ Henna of the bride at Turks
(Onal, 1997). These denominations highlight, on the one hand, the main actant/ beneficiary of
the ritual gestures related to a phase of passage - the bride, on the other hand, the emblem-
ingredient of this ceremonial manifestation.
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Although after 1950 this sequence from the wedding ceremony disappeared, it
remained latent in the collective and cultural memory of the Islamic community from this
area, being reactivated in certain situations, even in the absence of henna and having the
appearance of a last party of the unmarried girl. Some causes of this disappearance were the
difficult procurement of henna, the socio-political realities and ideologies of the communist
period (nationalism, when the ethnicity and religious identity were discouraged), the decrease
of the number of wedding days and condensation of traditions, the abandonment of the henna
durable mark in the conditions in which many women entered the labor market.

After 1990-2000 Kina Gecesi sporadically revived in the context of identity searches
and readjustments in relation with the coordinates of modern and post-modern society. It can
be said that in fact, in present time, this party has the role of highlighting and consolidating
the ethnic identity (real or imagined) and less of following the structure of the rites of
passage, although there are still specific ceremonial markers of it.

In this particular case, on this ideational structure overlap the concepts of "dream
wedding" and folkorization of the wedding in an urban space (Stiuca, 2015), assumed by the
young bride and her mother, who wanted to present a model for the future brides and to
express visually the ethnic belonging. The fact can be decoded in the careful preparation of
the ceremonial attire, for the next day, the western type of wedding dress being accessorized
or changed at a certain moment with clothing elements that function as ethnic markers, of
course in a modern interpretation, such as: reddish veil, fez with tassel, red velvet dress with
oriental embroidery inspired by the traditional anter, entar, pasal or Bindall: (Titov, 2020).

This process of identity reaffirmation is much broader and more complex, being in fact
an attempt to rememorize ancestral traditions that gave meaning to the community, in a new
context. The nostalgia of the past is decodable in the words of bride’s mother, a Romanian-
Ukrainian woman married with a Tatar, who found connections in the past about her cultural
background with Crimea: "l felt the need to hold the holidays, to revive them. But today no
one wants to revive them. We all uniformized."”

In the past this ceremony took place on Friday in the evening, in the bride’s house, after
the religious ceremony, usually synchronously with siraqg toy/ candles wedding or qoraz
tellemesi/ decoration of rooster performed in the groom’s house (Akmolla, 2015). Today we
can observe a fluid dynamic of the temporal context, because Henna Night could be
performed on Thursday, before the religious wedding, or Friday.

As Eum (2003) observed, Kina Gecesi had in the traditional mentality multiple
functions: decorative and communicative (announcing visually the marriage), social and
symbolic (farewell of bride from parents house and relatives; bride's consent to marry;
metaphor of ritual sacrifice; method to cast out the evil forces and evil eye), festive
(celebration in a segregated gendered space). Today, although the ceremony is partially
deritualized and spectacularized, it still has ritual efficiency from an emic perspective,
considering that it brings good luck in marriage. Although organized according to a certain
scenography, Gelin Kinas: appeals to a thesaurus of ancient beliefs and folk customs, related
to the need of protection, purification, ensurance of prosperity and understanding in a new
family structure. The elements of magical thinking are also present, because it is believed that
the more intense the color of henna is, the more the mother-in-law will love the bride.
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The ceremony used to take place inside the house or less often in the stable, the space
being decorated with pillows (mindir - Tatar, yastik - Turkish) placed on the carpet or rush
mat. If this space was dedicated to women and girls, the boys used to stay at the window, so
outside, lurking the beloved girl. Over time, they entered inside the house, eluding the
normative ritemes, being observed however a segregated disposition in the opposite parts of
the room, at a distance of 2-3 meters (Akmolla, 2015). Also, there was a ritual actant with a
precise role: Kart agast, a newly married man had the role of preventing the approach
between boys and girls, having as ritual apparatus a whip from which he struck (Sarigél and
Yusuf, 2020).

In the contemporary period, the separation by genres is no longer highlighted, on the
contrary, the mixing between young males and females is quite present, the tradition
enciphering premarital rites, being also known as the "night of meeting and acquaintance"
because presents different socialization contexts between youth of marriage age. Because of
this, the actant with the role of observer and guardian of the order and his whip disappeared
from the actual ceremony. Even in these modern conditions, there is a way of demarcating
the ceremonial space, using various objects and textiles with oriental-inspired motifs, carpets
with Ottoman architecture and Arabic inscriptions, etc. Actually, the installation and the
removal of the ceremonial decorum represent ritemes of contextualization, marking the
beginning and the end of this wedding sequence.

From the actantial perspective, today we can highlight the passivation or vanishing of
some roles, in correlation with the disappearance of many verbal formulas and songs. For
example, when the groups of girls and boys were present, but separated, special songs (sin,
mané) were performed, created especially for that occasion. The Tatar sinlar were in fact
dialogues between the congregation of girls and boys, Henna Night also having the role of
provoking the creativity and imagination of young people and practically to preserve these
creations of intangible heritage. Given that today most of young people no longer actively use
the Tatar language, or even learn it in the family, many verbal formulas are on the verge of
extinction. This in one exemple of gin:

Qaywrl bolsin iygulik/ Kutl olsin dugun/ Yalan dunya basina/ Cigilgan bugun.
Qaywrli bolsin degenge/ Darisi bolsin/ Kiskeneler cetisip/ Eksigi tolsin! (Akmolla,
2015)

The ceremony itself presents several sequences, composed of different ritemes, most of
them performative: preparation of henna (in the past, the crushing of Lawsonia inermis leaves
and burning it outside the house, today only the mixing of the semi-prepared powder with
water); ornamentation of tray for Kina Gecesi; lighting the candles; placing the bride in the
center of the room; circumambulation of bride by the group of girls, three times, with lighted
candles in their hands; covering the bride's head with a reddish veil; telling auspicious
formulas; rotating the tray above the head of bride; acceptance and application of henna (in
the past on the hands, forehead, cheeks; today only marking the palm of the right hand);
blackening of henna by dipping the hand into slaked lime (today this sequence disappeared);
tying a silver coin for wealth and covering the hand with a glove; decovering the bride's head
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and offering the veil to another young unmarried girl; distribution of henna to guests (in the
past they painted their palms and tied them with flowered handkerchiefs, today they receive
henna powder in small bags/ kese, adorned with apotropaic or abundancy elements).

On the other hand, certain mutations can be observed at the structural and semantic
levels. In this ceremonial context, the bride accepted the henna immediately, without refusing
it. The silver coin, a contemporary symbol of prosperity, was offered by the bride’s mother
and not by the mother-in-law. Henna is no longer really semi-permanent, because in modern
situations marking the bride's skin for a long time is considered inappropriate. In these
conditions, it is chosen to mark a spot as little as possible and less seen, for example the
central area of the palm. The marking with kina of young female participants is no longer
mandatory, also the sleep around the bride, reflection of female solidarity, in her parents
house. These omissions and changes, intentional or not, communicates a ritual and socio-
cultural reframing through that some meanings of the rites-of-passage have today a reduced
importance (Ustener et al., 2000).

In the same time with the Henna ceremony, the group of women cooked different plates
for participants. The main dishes, prepared for this occasion, but also for the next day were:
sarma, toy sorbas: (wedding soup, "red as blood, symbol of life", in opposition with duwa
sorbasi, "white as the dead man’s bone"), kdbete and sweets as kurabiye, sarayli and baklava.
The large amount of food and its diversity required the association of women, relatives of the
bride or neighbors, in order to optimize the preparation time. Although the group of women
functioned from a hierarchical perspective on the principles of equality and mutual aid, it was
possible to decode the existence of two poles of power and coordination, namely: konakbay
(the host, bride’s mother, who took care of the temporal staging of cooking) and kazanbas
(head of cooks, a specialized and skilled woman, who took care about the order of food
preparation and the division of tasks). This relational ritem, through which the subgroup of
cookers crystallized, allowed the exchange of recipes and experiences, but also the
rememoration of events that had food as central subject (weddings, Iftar, alms, etc.).

On the other hand, certain situations and commensal units were revealed: the frugal
dinner of girls, especially with sweets, the dinner of women and the few male participants,
with more complex aliments. The action of sitting at the same table, both men and women,
highlights certain transformations in the mentality and practices of the community: gender
equality, the acceptance of men at the Henna Night ceremony, sometime exclusively
feminine.

CONCLUSION

The tradition of Kina Gecesi was subjected to morpho-structural mutations (time,
space, practices) and resignification (from rite-of-passage to the expression of ethnic identity
and "dream wedding™), in the context of change of the customary ritual framework of the
urbanized community and of social, economic, cultural and mentality mutations (gender
equality, labour market, new family relations and matrimonial strategies).

The construction of this new model of Henna Night is based on some symbolical
elements from the old version (henna, silver coin, candles, etc.), reiterated as a collective
representation of the tradition, as it is perceived by ethnic groups in modernity. Further, the
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revival of this ceremony demonstrates how rituals change in the context of new patterns of
life, for example: possibility of free marriages, in the contracting of which the parents no
longer have the main role; diluting the importance of traditional payments from in-laws; more
fluid patriarchal structure and hierarchy; eliminating the obligation of the bride's virginity;
identity negotiations; pragmatism of contemporary life etc. All this translates into the
elimination, insertion, modification or resemanticization of some sequences, actants and
gestures.
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Abstract

The craft of rush and reed processing in Dobrudja region is one that, unlike others (e.g.
the construction of windmills, pottery), has survived in the area. Even if it is practiced to a
lesser extent because the technique or the manufactured products have been replaced by the
industrial ones, it remains a reference craft, especially for the deltaic area.

In the past, the craftsman managed to keep up with the transformations of society in
which he lived, now, due to the speed with which the mutations take place, he risks not being
able to adapt to the techniques and requirements of modern life. The crisis of craftsmen is
thus manifested acutely not only in the field of art and aesthetics, but also in that of
technique. That is why we consider important that the core that belongs to the tradition and is
constantly subjected to innovative shocks to be preserved because it represents a cultural
synthesis of several historical stages of Dobrudja.

The craftsman acquired the skill from another craftsman who knew how to transform,
with simple tools, local resources into objects useful to the whole community. So, the craft
evolved together with the society development. The process is continuous, and today we are
witnessing the mutations necessary to adapt to a new challenge: tourism. In this presentation
we will focus on these adaptations but also on the traditional elements that break the time
barrier, monitored in the field research in the last decade.

INTRODUCTION

The perspective from which we understood and approached the processing of reed
(Phragmites australis) and rush/ cattail (Typha genus) starts from the premise that we are
facing an active phenomenon, a process with a dynamic determined by various historical,
political, and social contexts (e.g. migration of population from village to city, Revolution
from 1989), in which two forces act - the traditional and the innovative one.

This study has outlined in the research campaigns conducted as an ethnologist since
1996, which has also helped us to delimit the territory and to document the traditional and
modern techniques and products.

From a historical perspective, the processing of reed and rush - easily renewable natural
resources - has been practiced in the villages of the Danube Delta and on the Danube frame
since ancient times (Hasotti, 1997).

This statement is easy to accept given that rush and reed are the most widespread marsh
plants in the main biotypes from this area, that grow spontaneously in favorable climatic
conditions (Antipa, 1914). The harvesting of rush is generally carried out in summer season,
depending on the level of water that allows harvesting and drying, while reed are easily
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harvested in winter when the waters are frozen and the bunches (local name — maldar) could
be easily transported with the sledges. Harvesting can be done manually, with simple tools
(tarpan, cabdla or iapa) or mechanically with a reed harvester machine. Mechanical
harvesting has the disadvantage of collecting "in the queue”, without making a selection, but
also the fact that the rush is cut at a fairly large distance from the root, reducing the stem by
20-40 centimeters. After harvesting follows the drying process, by lying the plants on the
ground or by tying them in sheaves (in quasi-vertical possition). Thus, the rush acquires the
reddish-brown color. Drying and storage are important stages because there is a risk of mold
infestation having as a consequence the loss of flexibility, staining and breaking.

The historical event that produced the most recent changes in the processing of reed
and rush was the Revolution from December 1989, which opened a new stage of transition
from the totalitarian politics and state property to democratic politics, respectively, to private
property. The state-controlled handicraft workshops were abolished and the workers had to
carry out individually their processing activity. Some of them were attracted (after 2007) in
projects with European funding meant to revitalize the traditional craft, this is what happened
in the localities Luncavita, Mahmudia, Chilia Veche and Tulcea. There were also initiatives
to continue the craft through associations or by developing private businesses (e.g. Tulcea,
Letea).

Also, for the Danube Delta area (the most representative area of reed and rush
vegetation) a legislative framework was created (Law 82/1993 on the establishment of the
Danube Delta Biosphere Reserve) and an internationally recognized status (UNESCO site,
Natura 2000, RAMSAR etc.), with possibilities to implement an integrated management plan
and sustainable development strategies, but also some ecological or economic restrictions
(harvesting or burning of reed and rush in the nature reserve areas without authorization from
the Reservation Administration, excepting the harvest for the needs of the local population).

Romania's integration into the European Union has generated the possibilities,
opportunities to absorb European fundings through institutional mechanisms, instruments and
other programs or projects (eg: POP 2007-2013, ITI, etc.), for the enhancement of local
cultural heritage (traditions, crafts and occupations, architecture, etc.).In the same time, here
were created increased capacities for organizing and associating territorial administrative
units (TAUS) in structures or organizations with legal status such as FLAGs or local action
groups (LAGS).

In this protected territorial context, with relatively controlled possibilities for
sustainable development and revitalization of cultural heritage, the identification of active
crafts, but also the rememoration of those practiced in the past, become essential.

The current rural areal from the Danube Delta belongs to areas of sustainable
development, in which various economic activities are possible, preferably the "green™ ones,
using the resources, the potential and the local labor force.

In the modern and contemporary period, the structure of human settlements is as
follows: a chain of settlements on the axis of delta - the Sulina Branch; the settlements on the
other branches of Danube; the settlements on the sandy lands. The most active development
is registered on the Sulina axis, due to the existence of Tulcea city as a polarizing center and
of the maritime transport. The settlements on the Dobrogea frame of the delta (Nufaru,
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Victoria, Balteni, Mahmudia, Murighiol, Dunavatu de Jos) are also developing. At the same
time, we can observe the reduction of some villages (Sfistofca, C.A. Rosetti, Letea, Tatanir,
Pardina) and the disappearance of others (Uzlina, lvancea, lerenciuc, Duna).

In addition to the permanent habitation, in delta have been and still are forms of
temporary or seasonal habitation (individual or collective), related to the occupational
profile: folds for animals (tarla, casla, caslo, ceslo) used by cattle breeders, with possibilities
to practice agriculture to supplement the daily food (e.g.: on the sandy lands Berestuche,
Pocoresti, Raducu, Schiopu, Cherhanoi, Felemonova, luhimova, at the Old Danube Branch,
Obretin); fishermen's huts (near the fishing spaces); cottages and huts on cultivated fields or
gardens; semi-buried single-celled dwellings called zemleanka, provided with stove (pecika),
bed made with adobe bricks (lejanka), bed (krovat), all covered with reed.

Another area researched by us for this scientific approach was the continental or
transition region, the Danube frame. By this we mean the complex territory, located in the
vicinity of the delta, which makes the transition with the higher and considerably older
geomorphological units. Taken as a whole, this region is geographically composed of a
transition area from the Northern Dobrogea Plateau, to lower units, mostly aquatic (many
wetlands were drained during the communist period and transformed into agricultural
enclosures; however, they have remained in the memory of the communities in the form of
toponyms; through several renaturalization initiatives, the state try to restore the ecological
balance and the landscape into wetlands) or alluvium areas such as Danube Meadow, Danube
Plain and Razelm Lagoon Complex. That is why we researched in the field campaigns some
localities from this area: Somova, Bestepe, Carcaliu, Ceamurlia de Jos, Lunca, Grindu, I.C.
Bratianu, Jijila, Jurilovca, Visina, Salcioara, Luncavita, Mahmudia, Niculitel, Sarichioi,
Enisala, Sabangia, Zebil, Visterna, Smardan, Valea Nucarilor, Vacareni.

The delta has the following main characteristics: the presence of large areas of water,
natural resources limited to plants (rush, reed) and fish, an increased wind potential and areas
suitable for grazing.

These elements determined the emergence of an ethnographic landscape based on
fishing, animal husbandry (cattle, sheep, horses) and agriculture, a traditional architecture as
economical and sustainable as possible (use of reed, twigs and rush for roofs, walls, fences,
etc. and rational use of clay, more difficult to find and transport). There was no missing from
the landscape the windmills (in Caraorman village was a Dutch-style hatted mill, owned by
Grigore Ivanov, with a reed cover) and the constructions for collecting, processing and
storage of fish (cherhanale) until 1970, for all these constructions were also used structures
with reed or rush.

Considering these aspects, in the deltaic area, the more important craftmen, who
practiced their craft in a functional way, were: the carpenter who made boats (marangoz) and
the weaver of fishing nets; the house builder, the craftman who made reed covers (especially
in the technique named "beaten™ in German style) and the rush weaver; the blacksmith and
the carpenter; weavers and quilters; furriers and seamstresses, etc. The inhabitants of the delta
led a simple life based on natural resources and valuing the know-how and the inherited craft
knowledge.
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In the researched limitrophe space, the resources are more diverse, adding to those
found in the deltaic space, various types of rocks, clay or forest funds. The ethnographic
landscape has local variants, based either on agriculture and grain processing, or on
viticulture, animal husbandry and fishing, or any combination of these.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Traditionally, reed and rush as raw materials typical of the Delta area, have been used
in the construction of houses (erecting the walls, realization of the attic and roof), building
household annexes, making fences and household braids (baskets of different sizes, mats).

In the past, the reed was used for the construction of the house and the annexes and for
making simple fences. Of these products, the covers of roof had a special aesthetic role. The
most well-known techniques for making the cover with reed are: "beaten™ in Russian style,
"beaten” in German style or in "fish scales” style (Titov and Chiselev, 2015). The most
widespread technique was the second one.

In Nothern Dobrudja, the roofs of the houses were made in two slopes, in length and
with wooden side frontons. The covers were made with thin reed, cut and beaten on the entire
surface of the roof framing.

The covering in Russian style consists in placing the reed of maximum length and
thickness arranged uniformly over the entire surface of the roof, in two or more slopes, with
the top towards the ridge in two layers, one as a decking at the base and the second for
thickness, totaling 25-30 centimeters and being supported on the eaves by a plank formwork
that ensures uniformity in length, thickness and density of the layer. The reed thus applied on
a framing with rafters and transversal boards is sewn with wire of this structure. The ridge is
bound to the top of the roof.

Over a "heart" made of a bunch of thick reed, tied like a rope, on the length of the
ridge, or of wooden strings fixed on the top joint of the rafters are knotted bundles of reed
soaked in water, to be flexible, with the ends reflected at one meter on the two slopes. The
ridge thus woven is fixed to the framing with strong bundles of reed or with boards sewn with
wire on either side of the ridge, to be more durable over time.

The covering in German style is a more elaborate technique that consists of placing two
layers of reed on the framing: a layer of reed as long as the deck (named reed for astar), over
which a second layer is applied, with medium-sized reed (named colorica or "reed for
beating"). It is uniformized by hitting from the base upwards with a special tool named comb
for beatting (pieptene, batca, bataci), forming a layer thick of 25-30 centimetes by
continuously adding bunches in 4-5 successive sheets on the length of a slope. As result, is
obtained a surface with the appearance of fish scales.

The ridge of the roof is tied with bundles of reed. Over a "heart” (structure made with
long-sized reed tied in bundles, having the shape a thick rope which is uniformed by adding
reed or made with wooden strings, fixed on the top joint of the rafters) are woven bundles of
reeds soaked in water, to be more flexible, and knotted, with the ends turned upside down on
the two slopes and cuted uniformly with the same length. The ridge thus obtained is fixed to
the wooden framing with a row or two of boards or with long and durable bundles of reed,
sewn with wire on either side of the ridge to not to be taken by the wind. (Informators: Chivu
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C.l1. - Grindu village; Chivu M. - Luncavita village; Coleaglu H. - Plopu village, Murighiol
commune; Tanase D. - Visina village, Jurilovca commune; Cacencu D. — Caraorman village,
Crisan commune).

The roof covering made with reed, like the clay wall, proved to be a good insulator
against humidity, cold or heat, but the fragility of the used materials requires frequent
conservation and restoration interventions. The roofs require periodic combing (every 3-5
years), and at an interval of 10-15 years the total replacement of the reed cover. The ridge
required extra effort and quality reeds, it breaks the fastest (5-7 years) and must be rebuilt;
these facts explains why today we will see less and less houses that keep all these traditional
elements. Even if in the field are still houses covered with reed, we observe the tendency to
renounce to the execution of the reed ridge, it being made increasingly more of wooden
boards or tin.

The fences made with reed or rush were an extremely common form of enclosing. They
were made simple (by joining in a single row) or with braids to increase its resistance.

For the rush weaving industry, the species Typha latifolia L. and Typha angustifolia L.
are particularly used, being spread over large areas in Danube Delta, in swampy areas,
aquatic basins, canals or meadows. The richest areas with rush in Danube Delta are: Sulina
Branch (Partizani - Crisan), Sf. Gheorghe Branch (Mahmudia - Dunavat). The production of
dried and harvested rush from the delta is on average 8 tones/ hectare at 15% humidity.

The rush has a well-developed aerial part, composed of stem, sheaths, leaves and
inflorescences; it is resistant to wind and floods. For weaving, the rush splits or defoliates,
thread by thread, placing the sheets separately, in the order of defoliation: the first are
rougher and thicker sheets, followed by finer sheets, and in the center is the core. The core
and the fine sheets are generally twisted resulting the warp, and the rest is used as a weft for
braiding.

Moisture of the rush is done after splitting and selection. The sheets are kept in water
for 1-2 hours to become flexible, which allows them to be twisted and bent without breaking.
(Informators: Bunghetu V.- Grindu; Paun A., Arion F., Suericd I.- Luncavita village;
Andronic E.- Chilia Veche village).

Traditionally, the rush was used for weaving household objects (it is still used today in
some villages - Mahmudia, Luncavita, Vacareni, Chilia Veche). The most common were
mats (carpets placed on the floor in most rural houses until the early twentieth century). The
mats were made in the rush weaving loom and had dimensions between 1-2 meters wide and
1-4 meters lenght. The loom was made of hardwood essences - beech, oak, elm, and maple -
and consisted of two solid pillars fixed vertically in two soles, reinforced with buttresses that
together with two horizontal pillars, equally solid, formed a frame. The lower horizontal
pillar was semi-round and was used as a warp support. The weaving comb was used to beat
the woven rush and maintain the width of the mat. The warp that was fixed to the frame was
made from twisted rush (only quality sheets and the core of rush were twisted) or hemp
twine. To start the weaving, the warp was inserted through the comb and passed over the
horizontal pillars and then was knotted at the ends. The process continued until the entire
width set for the mat was filled with warp. It was then passed to the simple weaving, in two
threads. At the beginning and end of the braid, a double two-thread braid was applied, to
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form a border at the ends of the mat. At the ending of weaving, the warp threads were cut and
knotted two by two at both ends. The finish consisted in passing all the ends to the back of
the braid and cutting them. Although it is not an elaborate craft, it has its importance in the
area because it was well represented in Tulcea County, the products such as mats being
bought by residents of Constanta County (Magiru, 2003), Galati or Brdila. The mats were
preferred because they retained heat and did not allow moisture to enter. Even if the
production of mats never stopped, today is used for warp polypropylene or nylon string, to
prolong the life of the product.

The market baskets (cosnita) or for storing vegetables and fruits were made on a
wodden block. With various sizes between 60-100 centimeters lenght, 15-30 centimeters
wide and 30-50 centimeters height, the baskets were not distinguished by the decoration,
being manufactured simply in order to be durable. The handles were made of two or three
thick sheets, twisted and fixed well to the borders of the basket for withstanding. They had
solid handles and some had lids. Today they are no longer produced; they have been replaced
by decorative baskets.

Another traditional product made from rush and very well known in the area was the
wide-brimmed hat worn by men in generaly in the field during the summer. They became
obsolete in the second half of the twentieth century, and today are brought especially by the
folk ensembles.

During the communist period, other rush products were created in the state crafts
workshops: slippers, decorative baskets, flower holders, wine bottle packaging, animal
baskets, etc. For the rush slippers, various wodden blocks of different sizes were made
(according to the contour of the sole). The warp threads caught in the middle were strung
over the wodden block by twisting a warp thread perpendicular to the length of the contour.
After tying the ends behind the board, two rows are woven in the middle of the sole, after
which almost the entire surface is filled with braid. When the contour braiding is finished, the
ties on the back are untied and the work is lifted to orient the threads towards the surface.
With some of them will continue to make the front of the slipper and the others will be closed
by a border and cut as close as possible to the sole. The threads at the top of the slipper are
woven using a shoe block.

After these workshops were disbanded, many of the products were no longer made and
thus a natural resource in the area tends to lose its usefulness.

CONCLUSION

After the research, we can point out some characteristics of the processing of rush and
reed in the researched area: in the past, mainly functional and less decorative objects were
made; the reed is still used for the original purposes but transformations take place that
extend the life of the roof covers; the rush is used by the few craftsmen left to create new
products for tourists who come here; the continuous adaptability of the craftsman to resources
and market requirements, to the dynamic configurations of the territory subject to continuous
ecological transformations (drainage, renaturation), to legislative changes. The craftsman is a
barometer of the economical situation and the occupational structure of his locality, of the
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mentality regarding the necessity of his products, neccesary or considered outdated from a
moral, technological or functional point of view.

There is a lack of interest of young people in learning and practicing the craft. In some
cases there is a transition from craft to profession. We can observe: the loss of authenticity
and failed effort to revive local values (eg. rush and osier braids); partial takeover of the craft;
the tendency to borrow items specific to other regions. All these observations make us
consider the traditional crafts threatened with extinction or at the last generation of practice.

However, the tourist development of the area opens a new market for the creators of
beauty and it is possible to witness to a reinvention of folk creation, that could satisfy the
consumer of cultural and leisure tourism in Dobudja.

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STYLE OF ARTISTS' COSTUMES IN THE GERMAN THEATER SCENES AFTER
WORLD WAR I
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Abstract

Artists' clothing is not just a cover for the artist's profession, but a clothing for their
personality. Artists choose this dress to introduce themselves to the target community. This
was also the case with German artists, especially after World War 11. This means that they
have always chosen special covers to present and appear to the people. However, historical
data show that, especially after the end of World War 11, the coverage of theater artists in
Germany changed dramatically. This issue has been studied, studied and analyzed in various
ways, both in Germany and in other countries. However, by studying these works, we have
found that based on pre-existing theories, the reason or factors influencing this phenomenon,
namely the change in the style or manner of dress of German theater artists, can’t be exactly
what they are. Have claimed. Therefore, in the present study, other factors in this field have
identified and we have tried to show the impact of these factors to the audience more
objectively. Theorists believe that coverage is not unaffected by social phenomena; That is,
social phenomena such as war, revolution, conflict, or convergence can affect the
phenomenon of cover, while almost all previous research has ignored the role of these factors
on cover in Germany. Therefore, the question of the present study is what is the effect of
social events (from the perspective of sociologists), especially World War 11, on changes in
the costume style of theater artists in Germany?

The data of this research have been collected using documentary-library method and
analytical-historical method. The findings show that after World War 11, there was a gradual
change in the clothing style of German artists, which we believe could probably be due to
some social events. Durkheim, Bourdieu, and Giddens, as social theorists, believe that
changes in society can also affect clothing style. According to Durkheim and Bourdieu,
people do not choose clothes freely and individually, but make limited choices in choosing
clothes within a predetermined framework. Thus, from the point of view of these two social
theorists, society or its developments influence the individual's choice in the field of clothing
(and in fact in all fields). Although Giddens attaches more importance to individual freedom,
he believes that social events are not ineffective in human activities. He believes that
explaining the impact of social developments on a phenomenon is not as simple as some
theorists have suggested, but in any case, it is obvious that social phenomena affect events
and people. Although similar views held among domestic theorists, almost all of them point
to the same point that Durkheim emphasizes. Thus, using the views of these theorists, it can
be said that the events after the war caused the artists of the theater house in Germany to
choose costumes in the field of acting that would bring the most attraction and joy to the
audience. Be accompanied. This choice often operated through color, design, fashion, etc.,
and prepared intentionally or sometimes unknowingly to improve the mental state of the

RESPONSE OF BUILDINGS

Abstract

The study of phenomena related to the seismic response of structures constituted an
important engineers trend in the last decades. The determination of soil-structure interaction
(SSI) influence on the seismic response of buildings has always been a challenge. This
research work investigates on SSI influence with an emphasis on fundamental frequency of
buildings. For this purpose, both analytical and numerical dynamic Spectral/time- history
analysis has been performed, with focus on the influence on the fundamental frequency of
buildings. The soil type (weak, medium and stiff), the wave speed, and the building stiffness
represented the variable parameters of the analysis. The analysis results prove the importance
in considering advanced analysis in representing the SSI influence on the buildings seismic
response, the important differences between the commonly used analytical methods and the
dynamic numerical analysis methods, and the considerable effects of building flexibility on
the SSI. The outcomes of this study widen the understanding of the SSI influence on the
seismic response of buildings and provides guidelines for the practicing engineers commonly
using the analytical methods. They also pave the way for further investigation on the effect of
other factors on the (SSI) influence on structural response of buildings.

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THE INFLUENCE OF BUSINESS LINKAGES OF MEMBER - COOPERATIVE
AND MEMBER'’S BUSINESS INNOVATION TOWARD COOPERATIVE
MEMBER’S PERFORMANCE

Abstract

The researcher intends to analyze the factors that are deemed influencing member’s
performance of farmers cooperatives, as proprietors of dairy producing businesses that has a
strategic influence on the cumulative achievements of Cooperatives performance, such as:
Business linkages between member and cooperative, members business innovations and
cooperative member’s performance.

Data was collected by way of questionnaires distributed to 10 active Dairy Producers’
Cooperatives in the West Java area. This data was then analyzed using descriptive
quantitative survey, proportional random sampling. By way of Descriptive data processing,
the average value (mean) and the line continuum method was used, while for verificative data
processing, data was processed using the Structural Equation Modelling with AMOS
software.

It was found, that: the influence of the simultaneous business linkage between the
member’s and the Cooperative’s thru their business innovation, was 93.8%, while the
remaining came from other variables not studied. Also business linkages of members and
cooperative had a significant and positive influence on members business innovation. This
was due to members business innovation covered only product innovation (dairy processed
foods), and innovation adoption alone, while other innovations such as in process,
management and marketing was primarily done by the cooperative as an institution.

The influence of member’s business innovation had a significant and positive influence
on cooperative member’s performance, which shows that the better the member’s business
innovation, the more optimal the cooperative member’s performance would be.

Social media has become indisputably a global social networking phenomenon.

Bunun yaninda c¢alismak zorunda olan bireyler, viriise
yakalanmaktan korkan ve is tatmini diismeye bagslayan bir orgiit iklim olusturmaya
baslamiglardir (Demirdégmez ve ark, 2020: 127).

Salginin etkisini azaltmak amaciyla lilkeler bircok Onlemler almiglardir. Bunlarin
basinda, sanayi sektoriinde ise ara vermek ve kismi1 calisma stratejisi gelmektedir. Verilen bu
aradan dolay1 da istihdamda inanilmaz azalmalar meydana gelmistir. Yurt dis1 yasaklarinin
konmas1 iilkeler arasindaki dolasimi azaltmasindan dolayr doviz akisinda azalmalar
gorilmistir. Salgin saghk kuruluslarinin 6neminin anlasilmasini saglamistir. Bu nedenle
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saglik kuruluslarina daha ¢ok yatirim yapilmasi gerektigi gercegi ortaya ¢ikmistir (Uzun ve
ark, 2020: 335).

Salginin sonuglarindan biri de askeri ve sosyal agidan diinya devi olarak bilinen bir¢ok
iilkenin saglik yoniinden sinifta kaldigidir. Saglik hizmetlerine giivenen ve ¢ok iyi sonuglar
cikarmasi beklenen Amerika, italya, Fransa ve Ispanya gibi iilkeler en agir kayiplari
yasamisglardir (Budak ve Korkmaz, 2020: 75).

Salgimin gerektirdikleri goz oOniine alindiginda birgok {iilke saglik sistemini yeniden
diizenlemeye gitmislerdir. Ulkemiz salgin boyunca hem iilke igerisinde sistemi kurmayi
hedeflemis hem de yaklasik 44 iilkeye tibb1 kaynaklar saglamistir (Budak ve Korkmaz, 2020:
75).

Salginin etkisiyle aligkanliklarimizin degismesi bireylerde duygu durum bozukluklarina
sebep olmustur (Demireli, 2020: 10). Tiim maglarin ertelenmesini saglayan, insanlar1 eve
hapseden ve sosyal hayati alt iist eden bu salginin olumlu yonleri de bulunmaktadir. Tarihteki
salginlarin sonuglaria bakildiginda da ayni olumlu sonuglarla karsilasildigi goriilmektedir.
Bunun yaninda temizlenen doga sayesinde insanlarin yasama yillari uzamigtir. Devletlerin
daha giiclii ¢iktig1 bu salginlar dengelerin her zaman degismesini saglamaktadir. Insanlarin
eve ¢ekilmesi, sanayi faaliyetlerinin azalmasi, egzoz gazlarinin azalmasi doganin kendi
kendini yenilemesini saglamaktadir. Ozon tabasindaki delik kapandi ve diinya kendini
yenilemeye baslad1. Istanbul’da hava kirliligi % 30 azalirken trafik yogunlugunun zaman
zaman % 1’lere kadar indigi belirtilmistir. En 6nemli olumlu etkisi ise savaslar durmus ve
silahl1 ¢atigmalar oncesi kadar yasanmadigi i¢in katliamlar azalmistir (Afacan ve Avet, 2020:
1).

2.1 YUKU

Yiik kelimesi, ¢ok fazla, olduk¢a anlamlarina gelmektedir. Sosyal bilimlerde ise yiik
kavrami agirt is yiiki, is yiikii manalarinda kullanilmaktadir (Dogan, 2020: 41).

Calisma hayatindaki onemli kavramlardan biri de is yiikii kavramidir. Onemli
olmasinin nedeni ise dogrudan bireylerin mutlulugunu etkiliyor olmasidir (Kemerkaya, 2019:
2). Is yiikiindeki agirlik bireylerde calisma ortamina karsi olumsuz duygular beslemesine
sebep olmaktadir. Bu olumsuzluklar, kendisine saygi duyulmadigi hissiyatin1 ve is
tatminindeki azalma ve kendisini mutsuz hissetmeyi de beraberinde getirmektedir (Turung,
2018: 11). Is yiikii duygusal olarak ortaya ¢ikmaktadir. Bireylerin yaptiklari isin kendisine
agir geldigini diisiinmesi bile i yiikiiniin ortaya ¢ikmasini saglamaktadir (Kogak ve ark.,
2019: 3).

Her calisanin kendisine gore bir is hacmi vardir. Kendisini ise gore planlar ve isinin
hacmine goére hareket eder. Ekstra verilen bir is, calisanin zorlanmasina sebep olabilir.
Yonetim tarafindan basit bir is olarak goriilen ilave gorevler baz1 durumlarda calisanlar i¢in
ag1r bir yiik haline gelebilmektedir ( Oztiirk, 2019: 8).

Kiiresellesmenin etkisiyle hizla artan rekabet ve zaman sikinti ¢ekilmesinden dolay1
calisanlarin is yiki her gegen giin artmaktadir. Calisanlarin is yerlerinde bitirmek zorunda
olduklar1 gdrevleri ve bunun i¢in sarf edilen ¢aba is yiikiinii beraberinde getirmektedir

(Kemerkaya, 2019: 2).

Is yiikii ¢alisanlarda ii¢ sekilde algilanmaktadir ( Dogan, 2020: 41):
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eilk olarak, isin niteliklerine gore birey daha yeteneklidir. Bu durumda is YUK
algilanmaz, bu durum tembelligi beraberinde getirebilir,

e ikinci olarak, isin niteligi ile calisan bireyin yetenekleri uyumludur. Bu durumda is
yiuku pek fazla hissedilmez,

e Ugiincii olarak ise, isin niteligi ve bireyin yetenekleri uyumlu degildir. Yapilan isin
nitelikleri fazladir ve calisanin yetenekleri yeterli degildir. Bu durumda is yiikii algilanir
(Dogan, 2020: 41).

Is yiikii, islerin fazla olmasi, is kosullarinin agir olmasi ve yorucu olmasini ifade
etmektedir. Giliniimlizdeki sinir bozucu durumlarin basinda zaman baskis1 gelmektedir.
Zaman baskisindan dolay1 bireyler yeteneklerini tam olarak ortaya ¢ikaramamaktadirlar. Bu
nedenle kendilerine olan giivenleri yok olmaktadir (Korkmazer ve Aksoy, 2018: 609).

Asirt is yiikii, calisan bireylere verilen gorevin yerine getirilmesi disinda calisani
olumsuz yonde etkileyen kosullarin genel adidir. Kurumlar ise alimlarda calisanlara
gorevlerini ifade eden is tanimlarin1 yaparlar. Eger bu tanimlama isi yapilmaz ise belirsizlik
ortaya cikar. Bu nedenle c¢aligsanlar ise alinirken is tanimi yapilmali ve islerinin disinda is
verilmemelidir (Gencer, 2016: 19).

Is yiikii kavramu, yetersiz ddiillendirme sonucu kendini ¢alistigi kuruma ait hissetmeme,
yeteneklerini kullaniyor olmasina ragmen kendisine giivenmemesi olarak da tanimlanabilir.
Tiim bu durumlar calisanlarda hem is stresine hem de is tatminsizligine sebep olmaktadur. Is
yiikii kapmasina fazla mesai, diisiik ticret, fazla gorevlendirme ve fazla mesai iicretlerinin
0denmemesi de girmektedir (Gencer, 2016: 34).

Calisanlarin performans: ile hissettikleri is yiikleri arasinda dogru bir orant1 vardir.
Calisanlarin yapacaklari islerde artis olmasi veya zor islerle karsilasmalar1 performanslarini
dustirtirken, is yiiklerini arttiracaktir (Sar1, 2020: 30).

Gecim sikintis1 ¢eken calisanlar mesai yaparak maaslarini arttirmak isterler. Bu durum,
calisanin ailesine ve sosyal hayatina ait olan zamani isine harcamasi anlamina gelir. Bu
fedakarligin karsiligini almadigini diisiinen bireyler yaptig1 isi yiik olarak gérmeye baslarlar.
Hem zamanim kaybetmenin hem de ailesine gerekli zamanmi ayirmamanin stresi bireyi
tikenmislik sendromuna siiriikleyebilir. Asir1 calismadan kaynakli ¢alisanlarda olusan
yorgunluk durumunun ¢aligmaya tutkunlugu azalttig1 goriilmektedir (Il¢in, 2019: 24).

Calisanlarin fiziksel ozelliklerinin, giiciliniin, yan1 sira zihinsel performanslarinin da
degerlendirilmesi gerekmektedir. Zihinsel performansi belirlenen calisanlar yeteneklerine
gore gorevlendirilirler. Bu durum is yiikiiniin azalmasini saglar (Karadag ve Cankul 2015:
362).

Calisanlarin zaman sikintisi ¢ekmesi, isi tamamlamak i¢in gerekli yeteneklere sahip
olamamas1 sonucu ortaya ¢ikan is yiiki, stresin ortaya ¢ikmasini saglayan en etkili kavramdir
(Giimiistekin ve Oztemiz, 2005: 274).

Is yiikiinii arttiran etmenlerin basinda rol ¢atismasi gelmektedir. Birden fazla rolii
istlenmek zorunda kalan bireylerin asir1 is yiikiiyle karsilagsmasi muhtemel bir olaydir.
Ornegin, bir doktorun hem hastalarina bakmasi, hem arastirmalar yapmasi hem de
gerektiginde sempozyumlara katilip bilgi vermesi beklenmektedir. Bu farkli roller bireyi hem
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yoracak hem de is yiikiiniin etkisiyle stresi arttiracak ve is tatmininde diisiis yasamasina
neden olacaktir (Sar1, 2020: 31).

Is yiikiiniin altindan kalkamayan calisanlar, yiprandiklarini hissetmektedirler. Bu
yipranma ise yabancilasma ve tiikenmisligi de beraberinde getirmektedir. Orgiitlere olan
baglilik azalmakta ve lider- liye arasinda kopukluklar yasanmaktadir (Kemerkaya, 2019: 6).

Fazla is yiikiinlin sonuclar1 sadece bireyleri degil orgiitleri de olumsuz etkilemektedir.
Is yiikiinden kaynakli yorgun olan bir hemsire dikkatsiz davranarak yanlis hastaya yanlis ilact
verebilir. Bu durum hem hasta, hem hemsire hem de hastane i¢in bir felaketle sonug¢lanabilir
(Dogan, 2020: 29).

3.1S TATMINI

Hayatimiz1 devam ettirmek ve kimseye muhta¢ olmamak i¢in ¢alismak zorundayizdir.
Bu nedenle ¢alismak insan hayatinin 6nemli bir kismini olusturmaktadir. Bireyler evlerinden
daha ¢ok wvakit gegirdikleri is yerlerinde g¢aligmaktan mutlu olmak yani tatmin olmak
istemektedirler (Benli, 2020: 7).

Tatmin kelimesi Tiirk Dil Kurumuna goére, gonliimiiziin doymasi, istedigin bir seye
sahip olma olarak tanimlanmaktadir ( Benli, 2020: 7). Ik kez 1920 yilinin sonlarinda ortaya
cikan is tatmini kavrami, 1930 ve 1940’lh yillarda 6nem kazanmaya baslamistir (Durmus,
2014: 34). Giinlimiizde sosyal bilimcilerin en ¢ok iizerinde durdugu konulardan biri is tatmini
kavramdir. Is tatminini fakli isimlerle de adlandirmak miimkiindiir. Is doyumu, mesleki
tatmin ve mesleki doyum bunlardan bir kagidir (Demir, 2020: 27).

Insan yasaminda hem ekonomik hem de psikolojik agidan énemli bir role sahip olan is
tatmini kavramu ile ilgili yapilan bazi tanimlar su sekildedir (Bakan ve Biiyiikbese, 2004: 6):
Is tatmini genel olarak, bireylerin galistiklar1 kurumlardaki emeginin karsiligini net olarak
alip almamasini, calisma arkadaslart ile olan uyumundan olan memnuniyetini ifade
etmektedir (Er, 2009:181). Diger bir tanimda is tatmini, bireylerin sahip oldugu yetenekler ile
kurumda verilen igin uyumlu olmasidir. Bireyler yeteneklerini rahatlikla kullandiklarinda ve
basariy1 elde ettiklerinde is tatmini seviyelerinde yilikselmeler olacaktir. Bireyler islerinden
bekledikleri ile isten aldiklar1 ne derece uyumlu ise o kadar tatmin olurlar (Sentiirk, 2020: 2).
Is tatmini, bireyin calistigi kurumdan elde ettigi maddi ¢ikarlar ve is yerindeki diger
personellerle birlikte yaptig1 calismalardan duydugu mutluluktur (Simsek, Celik ve Akgemci,
2014: 164).

Orgiitsel agidan bakildiginda is tatmini, bireylerin ¢alisma alanlarinda kendilerini mutlu
hissetmesi, verilen vazifeleri bu mutluluk hissiyle yapmalar1 olarak tanimlanmaktadir.
Calistiklar1 alanda kendini mutlu hisseden bireylerin verimliligi ve motivasyonu oldukga
yiiksektir (Karatas, 2020: 56).

Calisanlarin is tatmininin yliksek olmasi i¢in, 1is yerlerinde harcadiklar1 ¢abanin
karsilig1 olarak, iicret, terfi, prim vb. gibi imkanlardan yeterince yararlandigi duygusuna sahip
olmas1 gerekmektedir. Bireylerdeki is tatmini seviyesini etkileyen bazi etmenler vardir.
Bunlar, alinan maas, kariyer planlamasiin yapilmasi, bireysel iliskiler, bireyin kendisine
saygili olundugunu hissetmesi, yonetimin adaletli davranmasi gibi durumlar bunlardan bir
kagidir (Boncuklu, 2020).
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Is tatmini her zaman aktif bir olgudur. Bu nedenle kurumlarda is tatmininin bir kere
saglanmasimin yeterli oldugu diisiinilmemelidir. Hizl1 elde edilen is tatmini ayni sekilde
hizlica is tatminsizligine de doniisebilir (Aksit Asik, 2010: 36).

Bireyler ¢alistiklar isi ne derece benimser ve o isten ne kadar tatmin olurlarsa hayatlari
da o kadar yolunda gider. Isinden tatmin olmayan bir kisi sosyal hayatinda da mutlu olamaz.
Is yerinde mutsuz olan birey strese girecek ve bu durum sosyal hayatima da yanstyacaktir
(Ozfalc1 Akil, 2020: 32).

Is tatmini hem orgiitsel bagliligi hem de ise devamlilig1 saglar. Bulundugu kurumda
istedigi isi yapan, yaptiginin karsilig1 kadar iicreti aldigina inanan bireyler maddi ve manevi
tatmini hissedeceklerdir (Sentiirk, 2020: 3).

Birgok arastirmanin is tatmini kavraminda ortak nokta olarak “tutum” kavramini
kullandiklar1 goriilmektedir. Bireyler yetenekleri ve tecriibeleri dogrultusunda bir gorev
aldiklarinda is tatmini pozitif yonde etkilenmektedir (Dirlik, 2020: 39 ). Is tatmini yiiksek
bireyler calistiklar1 kuruma gelen miisterilerle uyumlu iletisim kuracaklarindan dolay1 is
yerinin verimliligi artacaktir. Is tatmini asla kisisel bir etki degildir. Is tatminsizligi yasayan
bir ¢alisanin tiim Orgiitii negatif yonde etkileyecegi unutulmamalidir (Dirlik, 2020: 39 ).

Is tatminini etkileyen belirli faktorler vardir (Odemis, 2020: 24). s tatminini etkileyen
onemli faktorlerden ilki isin niteligidir. Yetenege uygun ve keyif alarak c¢alisilan bir iste is
tatmini seviyesi oldukc¢a yiiksek olacaktir. Kurumlardaki is tatminini etkileyen onemli bir
unsur da tcret olgusudur. Bireyler is yerlerinde gegirdikleri zamanin ve gosterdikleri ¢abanin
kargiligin1 almak isterler. Bu nedenle iicret kavrami is tatminini etkileyen onemli bir
unsurdur. Bireylerin kendi aldiklar1 iicretin haricinde, ¢alisma arkadagslari ile aralarindaki
licret adaletsizligi de is tatminsizligine sebep olmaktadir. Is yerlerindeki fiziksel calisma
kosullar1 is tatminini etkileyen diger bir faktordiir. Is giivenliginin yiiksek oldugu, aydinlik bir
ortam, temiz ve havadar alanlarda ¢alisan bireylerin is tatmini seviyeleri her daim yiksektir
(Iscan ve Sayin, 2010).

Is tatmini bireylerin hayata pozitif bakmasini saglamakla kalmaz ayrica sosyal
hayatinda da mutlu olmasmi saglar (Giiven, 2020: 135). Orgiitler, siirdiiriilebilirligini
saglamak, calisan devir hizim1 diisiirmek ve verimliligi arttirmak i¢in c¢aliganlarinin is tatmin
seviyelerini yiikseltmek zorundadirlar (Hidir Ozcan ve Bayargelik, 2020: 56).

Is tatminini etkileyen kavramlardan biri de cinsiyettir. Calisma hayatinda erkeklerin is
tatmininin kadinlara oranla daha yiiksek oldugu goriilmektedir. Bunun nedeni erkekler
ulasmak istedikleri hedefler konusunda kadinlar kadar zorlanmamaktadir ve terfi almalari
kadin ¢alisanlara gore daha yiiksek seviyelerdedir. Kadinlar hem sosyal hayatlarinda hem de
is hayatlarinda aktif olarak calismalarindan dolay1 her daim istediklerine ulasamazlar. Bu
durum kadinlarin daha c¢ok c¢abalama egilimi gostermelerine sebep olmaktadir. Bu caba
zamanla is tatmini seviyesini diistirmektedir (Demi ve Celik, 2020: 34).

Is tatminini etkileyen diger bir durum ise yas etmenidir. Bireylerin davraniglari ve
kararlar1 yagslar ilerledik¢e degismektedir. Bu nedenle yasa bagli olarak bireylerin is tatmini
seviyelerinde degisimler yasanmaktadir ( Aksit Asik, 2010: 36).
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Kiigiik isletmelerde biiyiik isletmelere gore is tatmini seviyesi oldukca yuksektir. Bunun
nedeni ise, kiigiik isletmelerde yoneticiler ve ¢alisma arkadaslar ile aralarinda olan giiven
duygusudur (Aksit Asik, 2010: 44).

Hizli elde edilen is tatmini ayni sekilde hizlica is tatminsizligine de déniisebilir. Is
tatmininin diisiik oldugu kurumlarda, disiplin sorunlari, fark etmeden is yavaslatma gibi
oOrgiitsel sorunlarla karsilagmak miimkiindiir (Aksit Asik, 2010: 36).

Sebebi ne olursa olsun is tatminsizligi yasayan isletmeler bircok sorunla
karsilagsmaktadirlar (Simsek, Celik ve Akgemci, 2014: 165):

¢ Calisan devir hizinda ytliksek rakamlar

e Yiiksek devamsizlik orant

e i yerine diisiik baglilik gdsterme

¢ Yabancilik ¢cekme, stres, grup ¢atigmalarinin artmasi,

Bireylerin is yerlerinde yasadiklari tatminsizlik bireyin motivasyonunun diismesine
sebep olacaktir. Bu durum bireyin isten ayrilma istegini beraberinde getirecektir. Hem iste
motivasyonu diismiis ve stresli bir sekilde davranan hem de isten ayrilmak isteyen bir ¢aligan
kurumlarin en biiylik sorunlarindandir. Ciinkii bu tiir ¢alisanlar hem islerin aksamasini
saglarlar hem de arkadaslarinin motivasyonunu diisiiriirler (Ozfalc1 Akil, 2020: 31).

4. ARASTIRMA AMACI, KAPSAMI VE YONTEMI

Bu arastirmanin amaci korona viriis korkusunun is yiikii ve is tatminine olan etkisini
incelemektir. Arastirmanin bagimsiz degiskeni korona virlis korkusu olup, bagimlh
degiskenler ise is yiikii ve is tatminidir. Bu aragtirma i¢in gelistirilen hipotezler su sekildedir:

H1: Korona viriis korkusu, is yiikii algisint olumlu ve anlamli bir sekilde etkiler.

H2: Korona viriis korkusu, is tatmini degiskeninin alt boyutlarindan olan igin
niteliginden tatmini olumlu ve anlamli bir sekilde etkiler.

H3: Korona viriis korkusu, i tatmini degiskeninin alt boyutlarindan olan yoneticiden
tatmini olumlu ve anlamli bir sekilde etkiler.

H4: Korona viriis korkusu, is tatmini degiskeninin alt boyutlarindan olan ¢alisma
arkadaslarindan tatmini olumlu ve anlaml bir sekilde etkiler.

H5: Korona viriis korkusu, is tatmini degiskeninin alt boyutlarindan olan iicretten
tatmini olumlu ve anlamli bir sekilde etkiler.

H6: Korona viriis korkusu, is tatmini degiskeninin alt boyutlarindan olan yonetim
vaklagimlarindan tatmini olumlu ve anlaml bir sekilde etkiler.

H7: Korona viriis korkusu, is tatmini degiskeninin alt boyutlarindan olan kurum
imajindan tatmini olumlu ve anlaml bir sekilde etkiler.

Arastirma hipotezlerini test etmek amaciyla arastirma verileri, Akdeniz bolgesinde
bulunan bir ilde mali miisavirlere anket teknigi uygulanarak elde edilmistir. Arastirma
kapsaminda 200 anket elden dagitilmis olup; katilimcilardan toplanan anketlerin uygun
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sekilde doldurulup doldurulmadigi incelenmistir. Bu inceleme sonucunda, toplamda 168
calisan anketi aragtirma kapsamina alinmistir. Arastirmada veri toplama araci olarak
kullanilan anket formu baslica ii¢ bolimden olusmaktadir. Ilk bolimde katilimcilara ait
demografik sorulara, ikinci ve tiglincii boliimde ise aragtirma degiskenlerine dair ifadelere yer
verilmigtir. Kullanilan anket formunda {i¢ arastirma degiskenini (korona viriis korkusu, is
yiikil ve is tatmini) 6lgmek i¢in giivenilirlikleri daha once test edilmis dlgekler kullanilmistir.
Arastirmada kullanilan 6l¢eklerin tamaminda 5°li Likert tipi dereceleme kullanilmistir. Bu
dereceleme “‘kesinlikle katilmiyorum (1), katilmiyorum (2), kararsizim (3), katiltyorum (4) ve
kesinlikle katiliyorum (5)” seklinde yapilmistir. Arastirmada kullanilan birinci 6l¢ek Korona
korkusu 0Olgegi olarak, Ahorsu ve arkadaslar1 tarafindan 2020 yilinda gelistirilen tek boyutlu
oleek kullanilmustir. Is yiikii dlgegi olarak, Spector ve arkadaslar tarafindan 1998 yilinda
gelistirilen tek boyutlu 6lgek kullanilmistir. Is tatminini Sl¢iimlemek igin ise, Weiss ve
arkadaslar tarafindan (1967) gelistirilen Minnesota is tatmini 6lgegi kullamlmustir. Is tatmini
0lcegi cok boyutlu olup, bu boyutlar; isin niteliginden tatmin, kurum imajindan tatmin,
yoneticiden tatmin, yonetsel yaklasimlardan tatmin, ¢alisma arkadaslarindan tatmin ve
iicretten tatmin olmak iizere alt1 boyuttan olugmaktadir.

Elde edilen veriler SPSS programi kullanilarak analize tabi tutulmugtur. Anketler ile
toplanan verilerin istatistiki analizleri icin 6rneklem grubunun 6zelliklerinin tespit edilmesine
iligkin frekans ve ylizde hesaplamalari, arastirma degiskenleri arasindaki iliski ve etki
diizeyini tespit etmek amaciyla korelasyon ve regresyon analizi yapilmistir.

Arastirmada  kullanilan anket formunda yer alan Olgeklerin her birinin
giivenirliliklerinin test edilmesinde Cronbach Alfa kat sayist kullanilmistir. Literatiire gore,
0.00<0<0,40 oldugu zaman ol¢ek giivenilir degil, 0,41<0<0,60 oldugu zaman GSlgek diisiik
giivenirlikte, 0,61<a<0,80 oldugu zaman o&lgek orta diizeyde giivenilir ve 0,81<oa< 1,00
oldugu zaman ise ol¢ek yiiksek diizeyde giivenilirdir.

Buna gore, ankette yer alan korona viriis degiskeni 0,889 ile en yiiksek diizeyde
giivenilirlige sahiptir. Is yiikii degiskeninin 0,734 ile orta derecede giivenilirlige sahip oldugu
gorilmektedir. (Tablo 1)

Arastirmanin
regresyon analizi sonuglarina gore korona virlisten korkusu insanlarin i tatminini
etkilememektedir. Bu sonuglara gore aragtirmanin H2, H3,H4, HS5, H6 ve H7 hipotezleri ret
edilmistir.
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SONUC

Bu aragtirmanin amaci korona viriis korkusunun is yiikii ve is tatminine olan etkisini
Olgmektir. Arastirmanin bagimsiz degiskeni korona viriis korkusu olup, bagimli degiskenler
ise is yukil ve is tatminidir. Arastirma hipotezlerini test etmek amaciyla arastirma verileri,
Akdeniz boélgesinde bulunan bir ilde mali miisavirlere anket teknigi uygulanarak elde
edilmistir. Arastirma kapsaminda 200 anket elden dagitilmis olup; katilimcilardan toplanan
anketlerin uygun sekilde doldurulup doldurulmadigi incelenmistir. Bu inceleme sonucunda,
toplamda 168 anket arastirma kapsamina alinmistir.

Arastirmanin degiskenleri arasindaki baglantiya bakildiginda bagimsiz degisken olan
korona viriis korkusu degiskeni is ylikii degiskenini olumlu ve anlamli bir sekilde etkiledigi
gorilmektedir.

Arastirma
verilerinin mali miisavirlerden elde edildigi diisiiniilecek olunursa pandemi déneminde
isletmelere yonelik alinan kararlar ve isletmelerin muhasebelestirilecek islemlerine yonelik
yapilan diizenlemeler, mali misavirlerin is yliklerini artirmaktadir. Aynmi calisma Ornegin
restoran veya kirtasiye isletmelerinde yapilacak olunsa muhtemelen ayni sonuglara ulagmak
miimkiin olmayabilir. Dolayisiyla, korona viriis korkusu ile is yiikii arasindaki iliskinin
genellestirilebilmesi igin farkli is kollarinda da benzer calismalarin yapilmasina ihtiyag
duyuldugu anlasilmaktadir.

Bagimsiz degisken olan korona viriis korkusu ile is tatmini degiskeni arasinda anlamli
bir etkilesime rastlanmamaktadir. Arastirmanin sonucuna goére korona viriis degiskenin is
tatminin alt boyutlarindan hi¢ birini anlamh bir sekilde etkilemedigi goriilmektedir. Bu
durumda arastirmanin H2, H3, H4, HS, H6 ve H7 hipotezleri ret edilmistir. Korona viriis
korkusunun is tatmini algilarin1 anlaml bir sekilde etkilememesinin nedenlerinin bir bagka
arastirmada inceleme konusu yapilmasi 6nerilmektedir.

Abstract

Power and politics are indispensable to any social institution. By the same
logic, formal organizations are not the exceptions rather battlegrounds for playing
political games to hold and maintain power inthe group, organization and community.
Given this, if a project is perceived disturbing for the existing power structures, it is
resisted by those who find their power threatened. Information in itself is a powerful
resource thereby vital to political capacity of those who hold it against those who
don’t. A nation’s global political positioning stands on her capability to harness
information technology (IT) for production, use and progress levels. The same political
partition is visible down in the organizations both in public and private with varying
degrees of issues and impacts depending on differing contexts of the work
environment. Given this, the possession and holding of information is a power to
uphold the political position of haves and have-nots in every organization because
“Power and politics are inevitable in information systems (McGrath, 1997).”

This paper carves out the political strings in the development, use and
maintenance of computer-based information systems (CBIS) in public and private
organizations of any size, structure and power with a view to coming up with a
logically interwoven layout of the problem and solution models.

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Ozet

Saglik hizmetleri; gerek bireyler arasi adaletin saglanmasi zorunlulugu gerekse
blnyesinde barindirdigi dissalliklar dolayisiyla devlet tarafindan verilmesi gereken bir
hizmettir.

Hastalar miisteri
olarak adlandirildiklari zaman hekim ve hasta arasinda bireysel ¢ikarlar1 koruyup korumama
noktasinda bir giivensizlik olusmaktadir. Calismada; neoliberalizm, saglik hizmetleri ve
metalagtirma kavramlar1 ile ilgili bilgiler verilmis ardindan neoliberalizmin saglik
hizmetlerinin metalastirilmas: iizerindeki rolii ele alinmistir. Bu dogrultuda c¢alismada;
1990’11 yillarda maliyetleri azaltma amaci giiderek ivme kazanan neoliberal politikalarin giin
gectikce kar saglamak kapsaminda doniisiim gegirdigi ve bu durumun saglik hizmetlerinin
ticarilestirilerek cepten yapilan 6demeler ile bireysel finansmana dayali bir sektoér haline
gelmesine sebep oldugu sonucuna ulasilmistir. Ayrica iilkelerin; Uluslararast Para Fonu,
Diinya Bankasi ve Diinya Ticaret Orgiitii gibi uluslararas: finansal kuruluslar ile saglik
hizmetleri alaninda isbirligine gitmelerinde saglik hizmetlerinde neoliberal politikalarinin
uygulandigi, piyasalasma ve metalasmanin arttigi goriilmektedir. Saglik hizmetlerinin
ozellikleri diger hizmetlerden farklidir. Depolanamaz olmasi, ihtiyacin ne zaman
gercekleseceginin bilinememesi ve ertelenemez olmasi serbest piyasa sartlarina uygun olarak
sunulmasini giiglestirmektedir. Fakat neoliberalizm dogrultusunda meta olarak ele alinan
saglik hizmetlerinde bu 6zellikler g6z ardi edilerek yalnizca verimlilik, etkililik ve karliliga
odaklanilmaktadir. Sonug olarak neoliberalizm dogrultusunda saglik hizmetleri serbest piyasa
ekonomisine doniistiiriilerek metalastirilmakta, gelir esitsizligi ile cepten yapilan saglik
harcamalar1 artmakta ve kamu-06zel ortakliklar1 olusmaktadir.

Abstract

Health Service; It is a service that should be provided by the state due to both the
obligation to provide justice between individuals and the externalities it contains. However,
the privatization efforts that have developed with neoliberalism lead to the strengthening of
the private sector in the field of health. As a result of privatization in health services, health;
A commodity that is bought and sold becomes a commercial item. This situation takes
individuals from the position of patients to the position of potential customers. When patients
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are named as customers, there is a distrust between the physician and the patient about
whether to protect individual interests. In the study; Information on the concepts of
neoliberalism, health services and commodification is given, and then the role of
neoliberalism in the commodification of health services is discussed. In this direction; It was
concluded that the neoliberal policies, which gained momentum in the 1990s by aiming to
reduce costs, gradually transformed within the scope of providing profit, and this situation
caused health services to become a sector based on individual financing without-of-pocket
payments. In addition, countries; It is observed that neoliberal policies are applied in health
services, marketization and commodification have increased in the field of health services in
cooperation within international financial institutions such as the International Monetary
Fund, the World Bank and the World Trade Organization. The features of health services are
different from other services. The fact that it is not storable, not knowing when the need will
be fulfilled, and that it cannot be postponed makes it difficult to present it in accordance with
free market conditions. However, these features are ignored in health services, which are
considered as a commodity in line with neoliberalism, and only efficiency, effectiveness and
profitability are focused on. As a result, in line with neoliberalism, health services are
commodified by transforming them into a free market economy, within come inequality, out-
of-pocket health expenditures increase and public-private partnerships are formed.

1. GIRIS

Saglik hizmetleri hem bireyin dogrudan saglik durumunu korumak ve iyilestirmek hem
de sagligimi etkileyen etmenleri belirleyerek egitim, cevre, is yasami gibi kosullar
diizenleyerek toplum refahini artirmak icin faaliyet gosterir (Yasa, 2012, s.21). Kisacasi
saglik hizmetlerinin amaci, birey ve toplum sagligi {izerinde risk unsuru olan faktorleri
belirleyerek bertaraf edilmesini saglamaktir (Aydogan, 2015, s.18). Bu hizmetler 6zel
sektorde etkililik ve karlilik amaciyla tiretilecegi ve yoksul kesimin de faydalanmasi gerektigi
g0z Onune alindiginda kamu kesiminin miidahalesini gerektirmektedir (Akbulut, 2020,
s.139). Martinez-Vazquez (2001) de saglik hizmetlerinin kaynak temininde verimliligin ve
gelirin esit dagilmasinin saglanmasi gibi amaglarla sunulmasi gerektigini belirtmektedir.
Fakat temel amaci Ozellestirme olan neoliberal politikalar 1990 yilindan itibaren kamu
hizmetlerinin 6zel sektor tarafindan verilmesine dolayisiyla saglik hizmetlerinin
ticarilesmesine sebep olmustur (Kurtdas, 2017, s. 993-4). Tibbi faaliyetlerde ve saglik
hizmetlerinde isletme yoOnetimi yapilarinin, tesviklerin ve neoliberal politikalarin
uygulanmaya baglanmasi ile ticarilesme derecesi artmaktadir (Deppe, 2006, s.3).

Neoliberal politikalarin mantigr saglik harcamalarinin  finanse edilirken vergi
mikellefiyeti olan kisilerin ve halkin katiliminin saglanmasidir (Turanci ve Bulut, 2016, s.
41). Son yillarda neoliberalizmin saglik hizmetlerinin {izerindeki etkileri noktasinda endiseler
artmaktadir. S6z konusu etkiler 6zellestirme, kemer sikma politikasi, saglik hizmetlerinde
serbest ticaret, devlet harcamalarinin azaltilmas: gibi ekonomik ac¢ilardan ele alinmaktadir
(Filc ve ark., 2020, s. 1). Saglik hizmetlerinde hizli ticarilesme, saglik hizmetlerinin mali
ylikiiniin biiyiik bir boliimiinii devletten bireylere kaydirmistir (Forsberg, 2013, s.1). Ayni
zamanda saglik hizmetlerinin ticarilestirilmesi ile birlikte ila¢ endiistrisi giiclenmekte ve
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hizmet siirecindeki etkisi artmaktadir. Bunun sonucunda ise etik acidan ticari kar ve
toplumsal refah arasinda bir ¢ikar ¢catismasi olusmaktadir (Christiansen, 2017, s.85).

Bu dogrultuda c¢alismada saglik hizmetlerinin metalasmast ve bu noktada
neoliberalizmin roliinii incelemek amaclanmistir.

2. GEREC VE YONTEM

Calisma, saglik hizmetlerinin metalasmasi ve bu noktada neoliberalizmin roliinii
incelenmek amactyla yapilmistir. Bu dogrultuda ¢alismada; neoliberalizm, saglik hizmetleri
ve metalastirma kavramlar1 ile ilgili bilgiler verilmis ardindan neoliberalizmin saglik
hizmetlerinin metalastirilmasi tizerindeki rolii ele alinmustir.

3. BULGULAR

Calismada; neoliberalizm, saglik hizmetleri ve metalastirma kavramlari ile ilgili bilgiler
verilmis ardindan neoliberalizmin saglik hizmetlerinin metalastirilmasi tizerindeki roli ele
alinmustir.

3.1. Saghk Hizmetleri

Bireylerin sagligin1 korumak, teshis ve tedavi saglamak amaciyla kamu veya Ozel
sektor tarafindan verilen hizmetlere saglik hizmetleri denmektedir. Saglik hizmetleri,
toplumun tam katiliminin saglanarak erisimin kolaylastirilmasi ve birlik igerisinde verilmesi
gereken hizmetlerdir (Coskun, 2017, s.7). Saglik bakim sistemlerinin ilk uluslararasi
siiflandirmasi OdinAnderson tarafindan 1963’te yapilmis olup tiim saglik hizmetleri 4
kategoride ele alinmaktadir. Bunlar; birinci basamak veya toplum bakimi hizmetleri, ikinci
basamak, Ug¢linci basamak ve dordiinciil bakim olarak ele alinan saghigin korunmasi ve
gelistirilmesi hizmetleridir (Ahmed, 2015, s.141; Freeman ve Frisina, 2010, s.4).

Piyasada sunulan hizmet tiirlerinden farkli olarak saglik hizmetlerinin kendine ait bazi
ozellikleri vardir. Ornegin, saglik hizmetleri soyut olarak verilen ve emek yogun bir hizmettir
(Atl1 ve Yiicel, 2018, s.49). Saglik hizmetlerinde piyasada sunulan hizmetlerden farkli olarak
tiiketim rastlantisal olarak gerceklesir ve birey hastalanacagi zamani belirleyemez. Eger hasta
ise de istisnai durumlar harig, tedavi almamak gibi bir secim yapamaz (Akgun, 2020, s.37).
Ayn1 zamanda saglik hizmetlerinde elde edilen ciktilar paraya donistiiriilemez. Yani
doktorun karar verdigi bir siiregte hasta, karar1 kendisine ait olmayan bir durumda iicrete
duyarl olmayacaktir (Zoralioglu, 2019, s.42).

Devlet cesitli sebeplerle saglik hizmetleri sistemine miidahale etmektedir. Bunlar;
piyasa aksakliklarmi gidermek, gelir esitsizligini goz Oniine alarak toplumun her kesimine
ulagilabilir saglik hizmeti gotiirmek, finansal destek saglamak veya denetlemektir (Celikay ve
Glimiis, 2010, s.180). Ayrica saglik hizmetleri, biinyesinde barindirdig dissalliklar nedeni ile
toplumsaldir ve kamu malidir (Yasa, 2012, s.24).

3.2. Neoliberalizm ve Saghk

Neoliberalizm, iktisat¢ci Friedman ve Hayek’in biiyiik etki olusturdugu ve Ekonomik
Isbirligi ve Kalkinma Orgiitii (OECD) iilkelerinin i¢ isleyisini etkileyen etkin, ekonomik,
felsefi model olarak ele alinmaktadir (Collins ve ark., 2016, s.2). Harvey (2007)’e gore
neoliberalizm; bireysel tiketimi, serbest ticareti, 6zel mulkiyeti savunan ve bdylece toplumsal
refaha ulasilacagini vurgulayan ekonomik ve politik uygulamalar biitiintidiir. Ancak bu
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politikada; egitim, su, elektrik, barinma ve saglik gibi temel insani ihtiyaclarin
ozellestirilmesi ve bu ihtiyaclarin serbest pazar ekonomisinde sunulacak birer faaliyet olarak
gorulmesi gibi olumsuzluklar mevcuttur (Gatwiri ve Ark, 2020, s.90).

Neoliberal veya 6zellestirilmis saglik hizmetini savunan taraflar ve genellikle neoklasik
goriise sahip iktisatgilar, kamunun verimsizlige sebep oldugu ve devlet miilkiyetinin
yenilik¢ilige engel oldugunu dolayisiyla kaliteyi olumsuz etkiledigini ileri siirmektedir
(Christiansen, 2021, s. 87). Bu dogrultuda yapilan politikalar Diinya Bankas1 (WB), Diinya
Saglik Orgiitii (WHO) ve Uluslararas1 Para Fonu (IMF) gibi uluslararasi kuruluslar tarafindan
neoliberal ekonomik politikalar cergevesinde kiiresel isbirligi ile gelismektedir. Saglik
hizmeti sunumunda aktif rol oynayan veya politikada etkili olan aktorler; UNICEF, ILO,
FAO, UNEP olarak gosterilebilir (Kart, 2013, s. 105). Diinya Bankasi1 gibi uluslararasi
kuruluslar, neoliberal kiiresellesmenin ekonomik bliylimeyi ve sagligi destekledigini iddia
etseler de, kanitlarin ¢ogu oldukga farkli bir resim gostermektedir (Vogli, 2011, 5.314-315).
Ornegin, Hartman (2016) “birakiniz yapsinlar” manti1 kapsamindaki neoliberal politikalarin
saglik hizmetlerinin ticarilesmesine sebep oldugunu ve bu durumun saglik hizmetlerinin
bireysellesmeye dolayisiyla saglik esitsizliklerine sebep oldugunu belirtmektedir.

Neoliberalizmin temelinde, ekonomik faaliyetler noktasinda devletin roliiniin
azaltilarak “goriinmez bir el” tarafindan piyasanin kontroliiniin ger¢ceklesmesi mantigi vardir
(Hayran, 2020, s.14). Fakat saglik, bu noktada piyasada sunulan bir hizmet mantiginin digina
cikarak saglik aligverisi yapan bireylerin olusmasina sebep olmustur. Bunun sonucunda
saglik hizmetleri kar elde edilen bir sektér olmustur (Kurtdas, 2017, s. 993). Boylece saglik
hizmetine ihtiya¢ duyan bireyler hasta olarak adlandirilirken birer tiiketici veya miisteri
olarak goriilmeye baslanmis ve saglik hizmetleri medya ile farkli sektorlerdeki ticari
isletmelerin de yarar saglayacag: bir pazar haline gelmistir (Sezgin, 2011, s. 53). Ozellikle
saglik bakimi ve saglikla ilgili olarak neoliberalizm, bir kisinin kendi bedeni veya tecriibesi
noktasinda saglik hizmetlerini kullanilmasini/tiikketilmesini tesvik etmektedir (Gliedt ve ark.,
2020, s.1).

3.3. Saghk Hizmetlerinin Ticarilesmesi/Metalagsmasi

Gittikge artan maliyetler, hizmet kullaniminda esitsizlik, yetersiz kamu kaynaklart gibi
sorunlarin ¢oziilebilmesi i¢in saglik hizmetlerinin ticarilesmesi politikas1 zamanla daha da
onem kazanmaktadir (Ergin ve Sahin, 2005, s. 52). Ozellikle mevcut maliyet baskilar1 saglik
hizmetlerinin finansmani, oOrgiitlenmesi ve yapilanmasinin temel etmeni olarak ele
almmaktadir (Aydemir ve Cetin, s.102). Bdylece piyasa iligkilerinin mevcut olmadigi ve
sosyal refah saglamak amaciyla devlet tarafindan verilen saglik hizmetlerinin ¢ogunlugu
neoliberalizmin etkisiyle piyasaya sunulmakta ve ticarilestirilmektedir (Kurtdas, 2017, s.
993). Lee (2000)’ye gore de mevcut paradigmadaki degisim sonucunda saglik hizmetleri
politikas1 da degiserek 6zellestirme girisimleri artmaktadir.

Saglik hizmetlerinde metalagma 3 faktoru icermektedir. Bunlar; nakit olarak gelir elde
etmek veya kar saglamak i¢in iiretimi gergeklestirmek ve yatirim yapmak, ddeme giicline
gbre piyasa ekonomisiyle hizmet sunumu ve O6zel sigorta ile bireysel ddeme gergeklesen
sigortadan finansman saglamaktir (Mackintosh ve Kovalev, 2006, s.388). Dolayisiyla
ozellestirilen saglik hizmetlerinde amag yalnizca daha iyi teknoloji ile daha iyi saglik hizmeti
vermekten ziyade kar saglamaktir (Christiansen, 2017, s.84). Forsberg (2013)’e gore bu
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sebeple bireylerin dogrudan cepten yaptigi saglik harcamasi artmakta ve 6zel saglik sektorii
genislemektedir. 2019 Tiirkiye Istatistik Kurumu (TUIK) verilerine gére de Tiirkiye’de
yapilan cepten saglik harcamasi 2019 yilindan 2018’e¢ gore %17,4 artig gostermis ve 33
milyar 626 milyon TL olmustur (Saglik Harcamalar Istatistikleri, 2019). Ayrica 1986’dan
beri gelistirilen neoliberalizm politikalar1 sonras1 devletin saglik harcamalarindaki devlet
finansman1 durgun sekilde devam etmektedir (Forsberg, 2013, s.4). Tiirkiye’de 2010-2019
yillarinda yapilan toplam saglik harcamasmin GSYIH icerisindeki pay1 grafik 1°de yer
almaktadir. Grafik 1’e gore bu durgunluk Tiirkiye’de de mevcuttur.

Saglik hizmetlerinin ticarilesmesi ile agikga goriinen sey hizmet aliminda adaletsizligin
artmasidir. Ciinkli saglik hizmetleri talep esnekligi olmayan ve herkes tarafindan ulagim
saglanmasi gereken bir hizmettir (Rasiah ve ark., 2017, s. 568). Ayrica neoliberal ideolojinin
gostergesi olan bu durum saglik hizmetleri sunucularina ve profesyonellerine olan giiveni
olumsuz etkilemektedir (Huang ve ark., 2018, s,9). Kar odakli olarak verilen saglik hizmeti
etik ve mesleki birgok endise olusturacaktir. Ornegin bu endiseler; metalasan saglik
hizmetinin tibbin “Once zarar verme” ilkesini ihlal edecegi hususunda olabilmektedir
(Ramokgopa, 2017, s.1-3). Rowe ve Moodley (2013) de meta olarak ele alinan saglik
bakiminda mesleki etik ile is etiginin yer degistirmesine ve 6nem derecelerinin degismesine
vurgu yapmaktadir. Bu dogrultuda saglik hizmetlerinin metalagmasinda iki tiir endiseden s6z
edilebilmektedir. Bunlardan birincisi saglik hizmet sunucular1 kararlarint mesleki ve etik
degerlerden ziyade kar odakli vermesidir. Ikincisi ise hastalarin tiiketici olarak goriilmesinin
sonucunda toplumsal refahin olumsuz etkilenmesidir (Ramokgopa, 2017, s. 2).

4. TARTISMA ve SONUC

Calismada; neoliberalizm, saglik hizmetleri ve metalastirma kavramlari ile ilgili bilgiler
verilmis ardindan neoliberalizmin saglik hizmetlerinin metalastirilmasi tizerindeki roli ele
alimmustir.
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Din, dil, irk, cinsiyet, ekonomik durum fark etmeksizin saglik hizmetlerinden
yararlanmak ve en temel insan haklari arasindadir. Devletin saglik hizmetlerine miidahale
etmesi, temel saglik hizmetlerine erisiminde esitligi saglamaktadir (Qin ve ark., 2018, s.2).
Ancak 1980 sonrasinda devlet tarafindan verilen bir hizmet olmaktan ¢ikarilip hizla
Ozellestirilmistir. Temiz su saglama, besin sanitasyonu, hastaliklarin 6nlenmesi, tedavi ve
rehabilite edilmesi gibi hizmetler neoliberal politikalarin varligi ile devletin sorumlulugundan
0zel sektoriin sorumluluguna gegmistir (Akgin, 2020, s.37). Neoliberalizm zamanla IMF,
DB, Avrupa Parlamentosu, WHO gibi kurumlarin bir ideolojisi haline gelmistir (Navarro,
2020, s.271-2). WB ve IMF gibi kiiresel kuruluslarin Yapisal Uyum Programlari (SAP) gibi
girisimlerle neoliberalizmi ilerletmede kritik rol oynadig1 bir¢ok ¢aligmada yer almaktadir
(Baru ve Mohan, 2018, s.3; Glassman ve Carmody, 2001, s.78; Turshen ve Rao, 2000, s.242).

Neoliberal saglik politikalarindaki temel goriis 6zel sektoriin devlete gore daha verimli
oldugudur. Bu sebeple de saglik hizmet sunumunda 6zel sektor rol oynarken devlet yalnizca
diizenleyici ve denetleyici bir rol oynamaktadir (Hartmann, 2016, s.2146). Fakat bu goriisiin
aksine Martinez-Vazquez ve ark.(2014) vergi politikasi ve harcamalarin gelir dagilimindaki
roliinii incelemek amaciyla yapmis olduklar1 ¢alismada 1970-2006 yillar1 arasinda 150
iilkenin verilerini incelemis ve devletin GSYIH’den pay ayirarak oynadig1 roliin toplumda
saglik ve refah agisindan pozitif etki olusturdugu sonucuna ulagmistir. Saglik hizmetinin
metalastirilmasi; pazarin gelismesi ve tiiketici harcamalarinin tegviki ile nitelendirilen
neoliberal politikalarin bir sonucudur (Leng, 2007, s. 6). Deppe (2011) rekabet, para ve
kariyer hirst gibi durumlarin tibbi kararlar etkiledigini vurgulamaktadir. Hastalarin tiiketici
olarak nitelendirilmesinin sonucunda yapilan g¢ikarimlar doktorun iiriin tedarikgisi roliinii
istlenmesi ve bireylerin de satin alict konumuna gelmesi seklindedir. Bu sebeple de
profesyonel etik is etigi ile yer degistirmektedir (Rowe ve Moodley, 2013, s.4).

Saglik hizmetleri sektoriindeki metalasgtirmanin hastaliklar1 mesrulastirarak, piyasaya
yuksek teknolojili yeni iirlinler kazandirarak ve tedavi agisindan daha fazla secenek sunarak
hastalara fayda saglamasi da olasidir (Timmermans ve Almeling, 2009, s.24-5). Barnea ve
ark.(2019)’a gore de bazi arastirmacilar 6zel sektoriin kaynaklari daha verimli ve etkili
kullandiklarini &ne siirerek saglik hizmetlerinin 6zel sunumunu desteklemektedir. Ornegin
saglik hizmetlerinin sunumunda 6zel sektor ameliyathane birimlerini kamudan daha etkili ve
verimli kullanmaktadir (Filc ve ark., 2020, s. 2).

Buradan yola c¢ikarak istikrarli ve evrensel hedefleri kabullenmek yerine hangi iilkenin
hangi kosullar altinda saglik hizmeti verdigi ve kendine en uygun yontemin veya politikanin
ne olduguna karar vererek hizmet sunumuna geg¢mesi gerektigi vurgulanmalidir
(Timmermans ve Almeling, 2009, s.29).
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AN INVESTIGATION OF THE RELATIONSHiP BETWEEN CORPORATE
GOVERNANCE SCORE AND THE COST OF CAPITAL iN LISTED FiRMS
ON TEHRAN STOCK EXCHANGE

Abstract

Corporate governance includes control, legal, cultural and institutional structures,
which determine the direction of companies’ motion and function. This study aims at
investigating the relationship between corporate governance index and the cost of
capital in firms listed in the Tehran Stock Exchange. In this study, while determining
the corporate governance score in the case study based on a check list which is
classified into eight classes (business ethics disclosure, training, compliance with legal
requirements, auditing, ownership, board structure and asset and liquidity
management), the relationship between corporate governance score and the cost of
capital was investigated. In this regard, 90 firms listed in Tehran Stock Exchange for
the period 2011-2018 were selected as a sample. To evaluate the impact of corporate
governance score on the cost of capital, the impact of variables such as corporate size,
financial leverage, and the ratio of operating income to interest expense have been
controlled. The method used to test hypotheses expressed in this research is
multivariate regression based on panel data. The results shows that a significant
negative relationship exists between corporate governance score and the Cost of equity
and cost of debt and Cost of equity capital.

For this
purpose the methodological framework has been developed by means of a literature review
on the discovery of data in databases, business intelligence and data mining, data analysis
procedures and examples of application data analysis in e-business and Internet business
main topics. The research is also important for efficient data mining outcomes through a
consultation process and collaborative process.

INTRODUCTION

As the Internet is moving into the center of daily life, Internet Commerce (IC) becomes
an essential business mechanism. IC-EC (e-commerce) supports the cost reduction of retailers
and customers and facilitates customized distribution of goods and services. Electronic
auctions are among the most competitive IC developments among the new market models.
This reality causes users to have a serious problem of overloading information while trying to
get information from web services that expand dynamically and continually. Therefore web
users need to find and use smarter technologies or software to collect and process information
from the massive scale of the Web. Consequently, increasing demand from web users in
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finding and using more intelligent systems or resources for performing knowledge collection
and information filtering from the huge scale of web based sources is on the increase (Li and
Zhong, 2004; Chou et al., 2010). Nevertheless, the taste and inclination of an individual on
goods and services can often alter or grow over time. Thus, the ‘one-on-one marketing’
approach was proposed to include customized support in the IC world (Allen et al., 1998;
Weng and Liu, 2004; Chou et al., 2010).

Customer relation management (crm) applies to processes in which businesses,
business intelligence obtain loyalty to their customers over their lifespan and thus maximize
competitive advantage and earnings. "The right moment, the right way, the right price and the
right client is the CRM's motto. Since online retail markets matured and Internet
technological advancements were making, businesses increasingly use crm to maintain their
relationship with customers. A competitive web-based crm not only enhances interactive
connectivity with its clients by creating an electronic business model and restructuring its
websites, but offers also a means to raise more sales. CRM improves the ability to use
intelligence to improve clients and gain competitive advantage. Its practical application
involves the cross functional alignment of the content, technologies and software systems,
clients, technology, internet commerce and marketing capability (Zabah et al. 2004; Payne
and Frow, 2005; Cheng and Chen, 2009).

Data mining refers to a collection of approaches that make it possible to retrieve
inferred, previously unseen, and extremely effective insights from data in a non-trivial way.

Diinyanin kiiresellesmesine kuskusuz isletmelerin ¢ok biiyiik etkisi vardir. Ulusal
diizeyde kurulan isletmeler rakiplerine karsi daha fazla avantaj saglamak amaciyla bir¢ok
yontem ve politika belirlemistir. Ulusal diizeyde yapilan bu faaliyetler isletmelerin daha fazla
genislemesine yetmeyince uluslararasi diizeyde faaliyetler artmaya baglanmistir. Ornegin; 10
y1l 6nce ¢ok moda olan bir {iriin ulusal diizeyde giiniimiizde modasini yitirmis olabilir. Ancak
ayn1 {iriin giiniimiizde baska bir iilkede yeni bir iiriin olarak goriilebilir. Isletmeler icin bu
yeni bir “Pazar” ve ayni iriinlin daha diisiik maliyetle (Ar-Ge ¢alismalar1 tamamlanmis ve
amortismani tiikkenmis {liriinlin ayni1 iiretim teknolojisi ile yeni bir iilkede iiretime devam
edildiginde Triiniin baslangigta yiiklenen yiliksek miktarli batik maliyetler olmayacaktir)
iretilmesi anlamina gelecektir. Bu durum isletmeler i¢in yeni iilkede ayni iiriiniin daha ucuza
mal olmasina ve ulusal diizeyde yapilan satiglara ek olarak uluslararasi diizeyde yapilan
satislar ile birlikte birim maliyeti diisiik, yiiksek karli {iriin satigin1 ortaya ¢ikaracaktir. Ayni
tirtinlin bagka bir tilkede yeni bir {iriin olarak sunulmasi modast gegmis teknolojinin yeniden
yeni bir teknolojiymis gibi kullanilmasina sebep olacaktir. Bu durum isletmeler i¢in ¢ok
biiyiik avantaj saglayacaktir.

Uluslararas1 diizeyde yapilacak bu tiir faaliyetler isletmelerin yeni iilke pazarina nasil
girilecegi sorununu ortaya c¢ikarmistir. Uluslararasi isletmeler, bu kadar karli bir durumu
degerlendirmek i¢in ya yeni iilkede sifirdan bir igletme (sirket) kurarak yada ulusal diizeyde
faaliyet gosteren isletmelerle distribiitorlilk anlasmalar1 kurarak, o igletmeleri satin alarak
veya ortaklik kurarak faaliyet ylirtitebilir. Ulusal diizeyde igletmelerle ortaklik kurmak veya
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distribtitorliikk kurma ilk pazara giriste faydali olabilir ancak bu kadar yiiksek karli bir durumu
baska bir igletme ile paylagsmak uluslararasi isletmeleri bazen durdurmaktadir. Bu durum
isletmelerin aslinda tek basina pazara girmesini etkilemektedir. Fakat pazara tek basina
girecek bir firmanin karsilasabilecegi bir¢ok sorun vardir. Bunlar; isletmelerin merkezi
sorunu, transfer fiyatlamasi sorunu, etik ve ahlaki sorunlar, hukuki sorunlar vb. gibi
durumlardir. Bu sorunlar1 yasamak yerine isletmeler ulusal diizeyde faaliyet gdsteren
isletmelerle birlesme yoluna gitmeyi daha fazla tercih etmektedir. Ulusal diizeyde faaliyet
gosteren bu isletmeler, uluslararasi isletme i¢in pazara girecegi iilkenin kiiltiiriinii tanimada,
hukuki sorunlari asmada, pazari tanimada birlesme yasadigi firmanin deneyim, bilgi ve
tecriibelerinden faydalanmasini saglayacaktir.

Isletmeler arasindaki bu tiir birlesmeler sadece uluslararasi isletmelerle olmamaktadir.
Ulusal diizeyde de faaliyet gosteren isletmeler kendi aralarinda birlesme yasayabilmektedir.
Bazen maliyetlerin daha fazla asagi c¢ekmek icin tedarik¢i firma ile birlesme
yasanabilmektedir, bazen yiiksek karli bir isletme ile pazar payini yiikseltmek i¢in birlesme
olabilmektedir, bazen de ayni sektérde ulusal diizeyde faaliyet gosteren firmalarla birlesme
yaparak hem pazar payini yiikseltme hem de tekellesme yoluna gidebilirler.

Tiim bu birlesmeler hem ulusal hem de uluslararasi isletmeler i¢in bazi teknik sorunlari
ortaya cikartmaktadir. Bu sorunlarin basinda isletmelerin varlik ve kaynaklarinin nasil
birlesecegi sorunudur.
